Dur first day’s route lay through War-
" Chestertown, Potteraville,
chiroon Lake, Sahroon Rilver, Chopee
Pand road and Keene, to Cageade Lakes,
Wo had planned to apend the night at
Lake Placld, but at & turn in tha road
on our way from Keene we suddenly

came upon the Crescade Lakes and the
Cascade Lakes Hotel snuggling up to
one of the high mountalns that com-
pletely surround the lakes, It looked too
good to pass by, and it proved to be a
place very hard to leave. This Is an

Off Beaten Track on Long Island.

The crowded condition of the Mer-
rick road and the Jericho turnpike on
any fine Bunday or holiday during the
summer months has canssd many motor-

Ists to search for roads which nre not
a0 wall known to the general motoring
publiea With thig ldea In mind, the
Touring Bureau of the American Auto-
mobile Association, at 601 FIfth ave.
nue, has ladd out a tour which avolds
nearly all of the maln travelled high-
ways and at the same time provides an
oxcellent road surface all the way.
leaving Manhattan via the Queens-
boro Bridge, the route follows Jackson
avenus to PFlushing and then along
Broadway, through the attractive sub-
urban developments of Bay=side, Douglas-
ton, Little Rock and Manhasset to Roe-
Iyn. This part of the tour necessarily
followe one of the maln routes running
east through Long Island, known as the
North Hempstead turnplke. The bal-
ancs of the trip, however, I8 over roads
that are totally unknown to many mo-
torists, even thoss who are falrly famil-
iar with that sectlon of Long Island.
After paming the oloock tower in Ros-
Iyn and coming to the end of the road
shartly beyond that polnt, turn sgquare
to the left. lest than a quarter of o
mile further on |5 o watering trough at
the junction of Lwo mailn roads Hore
keop 0 the Jeft and run almost due
north along the shore of Hempstead
Harbor to Sea CIY, passing en route the
North Bhore Country Club, Just beyond
& hotal om the left, make & turn to the
gt.ht on Seg CUN avenue and follow
main street to Glen Cove avenue
Here tuin lefl and follow a winding
road Into the centre of Glen Cove
Keep straight ahead on Forest avenue,
cwrving right on an excellent road sur-
face w0 Locust Vallay. ‘The well known
Nassau Country Club is loosated about
half & mile soutli of this mad whila the
equally famous Piping Rock Club is
.3 turning right at
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post office, keep on for nearly & mile to
a cafd where turn left on the Bayville
Road to Bayville. This little town has
an “excoilent bathing beach and in ad-
ditlon, s the Long laland terminus of the
new ferry leading to Greenwieh, Conn

Turn right at Bayville across a long
biridge over an arm of Oyster Hay,
ovolding the road stralght ahead, which
leads to Hocky Point and the Corinthlan
Yacht Club, Then follow the West Shore
Drive with fine views of Oyster Bay,
stralght Into the town of the wame nAMme,
Oyster Bay shines mainly by reflected
glory, bescause about three miles out
East Main etreet ls the fine estate of
the late ex-Fresideni Theodore Roose-
velt,

A right turn is made Into Bouth sireet
and then s direct road followed through
Eam Norwich, Jericho and Hicksville to
the Long lsland Parkway. After passing
under the Parkway take the next turn to
the right on to t Bethpage Turnptks
and run te Hampstead. Camp Mills and
the aviation fleld are located a short dls-
tance to the north of this road just east
of Hempstond, and alrplunes may
stantly be seen alroling about In the
all ovar this section of the Island.

Kagp stralght ahead through Hemp
stend and follow the Hempstead turn-
plke to the Belmont rmce track. After
passing the track turmm right on Bpring-
fleld Boulevard ; follow this to Jamalca
avenus, and jJog right and left Into
Linocoln avenus, In Queens This leads
into the Rocky Hill road at the green-
houses, the latter road being followed
past the entrunce to the Motor Parkway
and the Dakiand Geolf Club. Bear right
on Queens street, and then proceed via
Banford mvenus, Jamalea avenue and
Main street, back (o Broadway in Flush.
ing.

Tum left at fountaln Into Broadway
and follow Jackson avenue back to the
Quesnsboro Hridge The total distance
over the route thus laid out is about
eclghty milen, thus making an ldeal trip
for & summer aftsrnoon,
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resorts, will find this very grod. Head-
way Is belng made on the new SE.nle
highway between Rahway and New
Brunswick through Metuchen, but this
will not e completed much befors the
touring season, next yeac The old high-
way is being used, but it Is quite rough
in short stretches, Thare i» a (alr de-
tour by golng down to Woodbridge, tian
over to Metuchen ; another by continuing
on to Bouth Amboy and gving west to
Metuchen.
