DEPENDS ON SANITATION

Great Industrial and Commercial Enterprises Impos-
sible Without Safeguard of General Health—South
America Gets Lesson From Canal Building.

ness Interesia. Kither yellow fever or
bubonio plagus or both have continued
to exist at Cartagena. Barranquilla,
Puarto Colombla, Buénaventura, Tu
msoo and Guayagull and other mari-
tima centres In northern or tropical
South Amerien, while malaria is there
and In the swrounding districts all the
time. This quarantine means that ships
from these porta must be delayed at the
Canal up to as long as & week In some
casea, wilh the chance that passengers
miss connections and cargo suffers de-
iny, while the reputation given to those
ports and ths country round them by
this fact has been a strong daeterrent to
thelr development. ‘They are the Eate-
ways to the richest polentisl reglons in
America In gold, platinum, silver, cop-
per, oil, rubber and other resources, but
men will not €0 thers as freely ss they
might but for this handicap, while dis-
sase contracted (nterferes with enter-
prises which might otherwise be much

The Immenss importance of thls mat-
ter may be realised when We reflect
that the day ls at hand when northern
South America, Including the magnifl-
cont reglons of the upper Orimooo and
Amazon, must be openad to civiliza-
tion; and unless this movemsnt s ac-
companied by proper sanitary mebsures,
suffering and death will ensue on a
scale comparable only to what hap-
pened when malaria and trypanosomi-
Yasia took their deadly toll of milllons
in central Africa when the whites
rushed in where angels might well have
feared 1o tread,

It 1s well to make this matter clear
to tha business layman. Endemio dis-
ease is terribls in any locality in pro-
portion to the existence of or arrival
of non-immunss.

A non-lmmune to g certaln disease ls
n person who has never had that disease.
Surviving an attack of yellow fever, for
example, confers Immunity against fu-
ture attacks. This is the case with some
diseases, though not with all, but It Is
eapacially the case with tertain highly
epldemic forms. It is true to & cortain
ill-defined extant in the case of malaria,
The writer, for exampis, has survived
forty-alx attacks of malarial fever, and
it may be thit some of the earller at-
tacks conferred a mort of partal Im-
munity aguinst the later ones. \When &
non-lmmune person arrives in n com-
munity In which yellow faver exists,
slong with the conveying mosquito, the

stegomyln, he s very apt to gel the
disenme ; and If another ons comes along
woon after ha will probably get it, and
0o on, but If no newly arrived persons
come (n, the diseass might dis out by
killing off part of the population and
Immunizing the rest.

Panama befors Ita cleanup WRS R
fine case of thia for oenturies. Non-
Immunes were conatantly arriving thers
on thair way to Callfornia or the west
connt of South Americe They kept the
Infection allve thers. The Bouth Amer-
loan coast settlements also got a stendy
strewm of noweomers and when the new
rallways enabled the people of tha
mountalnous regions, who had been free
from local infection, to travel freely to
the coast they set up & vigorous recrudes-
conca of the diseass, which was espe-
olally noticeable in the cass of Guayn-
qull, where ths milroad to Quito played
the part of a promoter of yellow fever
In spite of the best Intentions.

The impreasion as to the heavy cost of
sanitation at Panama had much to do
with the alowness with which the exam-
ple set there was followsd slsewhera It
as thought that only such Immenss re-
sources as those of the United Btates
conld efMect much radical results.

\As Col. Gorgma points out in his
book-—"Hanitation in * D. Apple-
ton & Co.~~this Is & mistake Much of
the cost of sanitatioh in Panama was
covered, almost Invariably, inte engi-
neering aocounta.  For example, an im-
menns Nl In Colon was charged to sanl-
tation, and although the revenus de-
rived from tha land Alled in Is now pro-
ducing an annual rental of about $300,-
000 from ground rent alome, sanitation
hae not been credited with this sumn, the
capital value of which, at the rate of
Intarest prevalling theare, Is §3,000,000,
Much of the fever producing canditlons
In South American ports are analogous
to those at Colon and property values
from reclamation, dyaihage, &c,, would
rise to an extent to amaortize the cost of
sanitation very quickly, The chief meana
of eliminating the stegomyia moaquito is
by a plpe borne water system, and this
s much cheaper eventually than the
niakeshifts adopted befors proper mu-
nicipal water supply is installed,

I have carefully worked out tha de-
talls of the cost of adequately sanitat-
Ing tha average business enterprise In
the tropios, with the result that it may
be sald that & per cent. added to the cap-
ital entimated aa nscesanry tor most in-
dustrial and commercial enterprises will
sover the cost of san'tation suMalently to
~liminate all risk of fallure frem that
soree, For example, If it Is contem-
piated to operate & sugar plantation and
$1,000,000 In mvalable, then (axcept In
very unusunl cases) the sum of $50,000
shonld be met aside for the total sani-
tary work In the capitalizsution, whils &
per cent. mel  aside from the gross
profits of most enterprises would main-
tain a high degree of sanitary safety in
perpetuity. ‘

Profits Through Sanitation.

It I1s to be noted that tropical enter-
prises can easly bear this expense be-
canss they are intrinsically usually more
profitabls than those elsewheres. The
saving In the fuel bill for keeping em-
ployeen and plants warnn alone exceeds
the coat of sanitation. The United Fruit
Company {s one concern which has fol-
lowed the sxampls &f the Canal in this
matter to & large degres and it is earn-
ing & dividend now of about 40 per cent,
In faot, with sanitation once thoroughly
provided, almost any enterprise in the
tropics !n which the other elemenls of
business succeas are present will fare
batter than competitors further north
for a vhrlety of reasons.

Business mon have begun to act on
this principle in advands of Latin Amer-
kcan governments. The Guggenlielma at
Chuquicamata secured a sanitarian from
Panama at the outset of thelr work. BSo
did the Vanderbilt interests at Portoweo,
Excuador, In thelr gold minlng there,
while the Measraa Amsinck are doing the
same thing In thelr new work at Buena-
ventura, 1 had the pleasurs of recom-
mending an experienced sanitarian to
their egmineera just hefors leaving Pan-
ama | June.

But the Rockefasller Foundation 1s do-
ing par excsllence the poblest work of
Its kind in the world in affording direct
cooperation, inspiration, exampie and
tralining In Latin American countries,
whers funds are scanty and experienced
agents wianting, It seema llicely that
this work will react upon the govern-
menta conearned evantuully and, by giv-
ing concrets evidence in specific com-
munities of ths advantages of sanita-
tion, secure the needod popuiar political
mupport for the Inclusion in the budgeta
of tha countries In question of appro-
priations for purposes so indlspensable
to the progress of the nations of troploal
America.

plucen he came out from cover,

Later the Minister of War dismissed
hundreds of ofMicera from the army, as
waoll an the navy, on suspleion that they
were implicated in the plot

The Government Aa @& precaution
agalnst further troubls placed machine
gun men at strategic polnts In ths city
and in the Government bulldings. As
soon &g the peo lea of the ssnsa-
tional events thousands rushed to the

Prealdential palace to express thelr
loyalty to President Brum.

The chlef renson for the growth of
this importation from Feru in to be
found in the fact that during the war
it was very difficult for us (o, secure
Egvptian cotton. ‘This fibye Is very
essential for weaving the cloth used In
the manufacture of automoblla tires, and
when it was found that the Metafifi
cotton of Peru was very similar the
Egyptian product a strong demand for
it sprang up Immadlately, This proved
advantageous to Peru, for about 60 per
cent. of the cotton exported la of thls
variety,

As to whether Peruvian cotton will
continue to have a good market in this
ooun no predictions can be made., 1t
dependa entirely on e Peruvian
plantera In the past they have falled
signally to follow the demands of the
trade, and for this r thelr product
has not galned the Importance owed to it
Ly ita natural value

Price Fixing Efforts Fall.

The planters have tried to fix the
prices of thelr shipments withoul regard
to the fact that the muarket price de-
pends entirely on the demand. They
have Insisted that they be consulted by
cnble as to the prices they will accept,
not reallzsing that thess are subject to
hourly fluctuations in the varioua mar-
kets  of the world. ‘They have also
falled to understand that it would be
batter for them if they would retire
their lota from the market whenever the
prices ,quoted do not suit them, rather
than to attempl to impose upon the
purchasers prices not in wooord with the
matket value of their product,

Peruvian planters have also falled to
follow the exampis of thelr Egyptian
compatitors, who always can sectre &
good market through the care with
which they classify and grade their cot-
ton, he former sell their output to for-
olgn buyers who classify and grade It
after having bought it and are thus in
a position to obtain the highest price,
salling the best grades separately. This
difference In prices would fall to the
Peruvian planters themselves If they
mada the grading,

One very important advaniage which
might he theirs and which they have
falled to make use of les In thelr ability
to se]ll thelr cotton at the time of year
when the demand for it is very great.
Beat Egyptian cotton in scarce from May
till the end of August, and this period
{= the best for selling Peruvian cotton,
The new Egvptian cotton cannot come
upon the markat till Septeamber, and with
a little efMort tha early Peruvian output
eould arrive several months befors that
diate,

CHing to Antigquated Methods

In the past the Peruvian planters have
walted until the completion of their har-
vest befors making any shipments and
so have not secured the prices which
thay would have obtained had they
shipped the first plckings immediately.
In the same way they fall to get the
prices for thelr poorer qualities which
they could reallge If they would ship
tham befors the Inferlor Egyptiana ar-
rive upon the markel In November and
December.

With the growth of the automoblls In-
dnstry the usa of long fibre ootton will
Iherease unless msome substitute ia pe-
cured for the fabrication of tirea. Ae-
cordingly, then, If the <nrveating of the
Peruvian metafifl is put on a modern
basis and is carried out ater the Egyp-
tian methods it can be sold quickly and
at & good price in the Unlted States
The plantéra, however, must be willing
to go to soms troubls. Anclent methods
will not sufMes, and until tha Pearuvian
planters decide to pay attention to M-
clent metheds of cultlvation and ship-
ment the milifons of dollars which
should be galned by tham will All the
pockets of forelgn purchasers who are
disposed to take upon themselvea the
burden of worting It and placing it on
the market at advantageous times.
