CHICAGO IS WORST
l STRIKE SUFFERER

' Shopmen Stand Firm and
Trains Move With Difficulty.

Chicago, Aug. 11. Chicago Is more
seriously affectied by tho strike of rall-,w-

shopmen than any other city In
the country, according to railway of- -'

flclals: Most of the roads centering tn
this city are. operating to-d- under
difficulty v.whlle no additional passen-
ger trains have been cancelled the serv-
ice Is'slowand uncertain on a number
of roads. The railway officials have
managed to keep fuod and other perish-
able commodities moving but all other
freight Is being accepted subject to the
shippers' risk. It was said that out
side of Chicago In the middle West
there was a slight Improvement In con
dltlona. .Word was received from 35
points that about 2,000 additional shop
men returned to work y. In
Chicago not more than 300 men returned
to their posts.

President L. II. Hawver of the
Chicago District Council Federated
Railway Shopmen, said to-d- that the
strikers .'were standing firm for their
original demands and that they would

.'not return to work.
, He feald no action would be taken
by the local .leaders until after the mass
meeting of strikers called for next
Thursday has been held. At this meet-
ing it Is said the strikers will definitely
decide whether they will obey the

. President's suggestion that the men re-
turn to work before the Government
will consider their request for higher

. wages.

NEWPORT STEAMERS
DO HEAVY BUSINESS

It was reported yesterday that twen
ty-o- road companies which the Woods
office planned to send on tour have
been held up pending the termination
of the strike., One of the most Interest-
ing Incidents of the strike was staged
by Mr. Woods In connection .with "Too
Many Husbands."

A. E. A. lias Statement.'
The A. E. A. yesterday Issued a state-

ment in reply to that of the managers
on the day preceding. In this prorfucla-ment- o

the actors, after stating that the
managers had frequently rejected their
efforts to solve the mutual difficulties,
declared :

The managers have claimed at va-
rious times that their reason for attack-
ing the Actors' Equity Association' was
their objection to Francis Wllsojj. our
unreasonable demands, our affiliation
with labor, the dictatorship of Harry
Mountford In the A. E. A. and our breach
of contracts. Some of them now deny
that they objected to our entering labor.
They told us repeatedly we would be
degraded by so doing.

"Neither Mr. Mountford nor any other
has any voice In tho policies

of the Actors Equity Association. No
one has a rlgnt even to advise us except
on our express Invitation.

"Now, as to the breach of contracts:
Clause 18 In the 'Equity contract calls
for arbitration m caso of dispute between
the Actors Equity Association and the
manager.

"Their now contract calls for arbitra-
tion between actor and manager. In
other words, they Insist on dealing with
the actor as an Individual, and deny blm
the right of organizing for hts protection.

"All the members of the Producing
Managers Association have announced
that they will not recognize the Actors
Equity Association. Therefore, they have
publicly stated that they will not com-- ;
V'Y wmi clause io- - oi me iLquiiy con-
tracts that they have signed.

"When a party to a contract announces
that he will not abide by it, that party
has broken tne contract."

The meeting Is yn accordance with the
action of the twenty-nint- h convention of
the brotherhood, held rtJcorrUy to Dnver,
and Is expected to last tbe greater part
of the week, according, to Ttootliy Shea,

The delegates oroobne to establish a
minimum rate of wagw to meet the In-
creased cost of living. The conference Is
scheduled to convene nt 10 o'clock to-
me rrow.

"An increase of B0 fc'or cent in the
wages of our men," said Mr. Shea,
"would not restore pre-w- ar conditions
and the, wages paid prlolr to 1MB were
Inadequate. The wage pttld t that time
was not commensurate wnth service per-
formed. Our last Increase) in wages has
been entirely wiped .out by, the Increased
cost of living. Tho incretxae In wages
granted firemen since 11S has been ap-
proximately 45 to 60 per omt, and tbe
increased cost ot living for5 that period
has been almost 100 per ceut Is it any
wonder there la discontent and unrest
among our menT"

ASKS REMOVAL OF

MASSAD'S SHERIFF

County Association Charges
Neglect in Wilkins nnd

Other Jnil Cases.

Charges of malfeasance tn office have
been Bled with Gov. Smith against
Fhlneas A. Seaman, Sheriff of Nassau
county, by the Nassau County Asso-
ciation, which Is composed of many of
the wealthiest residents of tho county,
including J. P. Morgan, Mortimer L.
Schlff, Henry P. Davison, Ogden L.
Mills and' others. The association has
asked the Governor to remove tho
Sheriff from office.

The complaint charges that Sheriff
Seaman Is guilty of "gross mismanage-
ment, negligence nnd carelessness In hli
conduct of the Nassau county Jail, and
cites specifically the suicide of Dr. Wal-
ter Keene Wilkins, who was convicted
of the murder ot his wife in their home
at Long Beach. It Is charged' that the
Sheriff "allows prisoners to go out of
the Jail, wander about tho streets with-
out guard, and as a result of his mis-
management allowed Dr, Walter K. Wil-
kins to remain unguarded and commit
suicide."

Tho charges also cite Instances In
which. It Is said, the Sheriff has per-
mitted prisoners to leave the Jail, to
meet women, receive parcels at the
post office nnd generally do as they
pleased. The charges are signed by
William M. Baldwin, a director of the
association, and John A. Albertson as
ccretary. Other directors are Paul D.

PROSECUTOR TOKS

The Holly Arms, a roadhouse at

Hewlett on the Rockaway-Cedarhur- st

road, between Lynbrook and Far Rooki-wa- y,

which catered after an expensive
manner to persons whoso tastes run to
jazz muslo and private supper rooms,
watt raided early this morning by Dis-

trict Attorney Charles R. Weeks of
Nassau county and a squad of private
detectives.

The District Attorney arrested Rena
Kuppers, who Is known as Countess von
Kuppers, alleged proprietress of the
place, and Oeorge Slppl, head waiter.
