Moran's prospective Ked champions
defeated New York In the first game
of the twin bill with Hod Elter pitching
by a score ot 4 ' to .3. The Cincinnati
liurlcr nlso lifted a home run Into the
left fielder bleachers with two of his
comrades on the base-path- s. In ttie
second game, Hay Fisher, for years a
member of the New York Yankee twirl-
ing staff, shut out the Giants by a score
ot 4 to 0. ,

The double victory cave Cincinnati
four games out of six, and Increased
their lead to six and a half games with
less than a month and a half to play.

The Giant management had expected
a big crowd, but nothing like the mob
that came tearing down on Its plant
and brushed aside turnstiles. Iron gates
and "specials" as though they were
guarding a toy house.

About 40,000 got in by paying, through
Jhe pass gate or by Just crashing
through, and as many more were in
Eighth avenue trying to get In.

It was the same old story of tho
Olants before a big crowd. Somehow or
other New York fans always must drink
the dtegs of defeat on these big occa-
sions. There was the play off game of
190S, the crucial games of the 1911, 1912,
1913 and 1917 world's series, and the
double headers with the Reds In the
last week on which practically hinge the
league pennant. And by a craxy twist
of fate the only average crowd of the
aeries was the one that saw New York
win twice last Thursday.

The Giants fought hard In both games,

but there was nothing to It They had
to take defeat as their portion. The
Reds took a commanding lead In the
fourth Inning or the first game when
Elter bumped his homer, and after that
they were saturated with confidence.
That Is one of the strong features ot the
Cincinnati play this year. They can
get severely trounced one day, as on last
Thursday, only to come back next day
fresh as a daisy and continue on their
ferene way of winning the pennant.

division.

In conquering the Cubs on Wednes-
day Mamaux waited till the thirteenth
inning before he delivered the blow that
Jammed across the winning run.
Grimes started earlier, doubling home
Miller with the tying count In the third
frame and singling home Myers with
the triumphant tally In the seventh. Af-
ter Burleigh had won his own game In
the seventh the Dodgers, with the help
of an error by Barber, added another
run for good measure In the eighth.

It was a great day for Grimes. Be-
sides batting 1000, getting a double and
two singles oft Speed Martin In thrco
Jlmes up, Burleigh twirled gilt edged
ball. With his spitter under good con-
trol he was well nigh Invincible In the
pinches. Three ot the seven hits har-
vested by the Cubs were bunched along
with one of the two passes Issued by
Grimes for their lone run in the second
Inning.

A Tight Hole.
Burleigh clambered out of a deep hole

In the second, and the feat gave him
confidence In the remaining Innings
when he had the Cubs Jumping through
and rolling over. The Cubs filled the
bases before a batter was retired In
the second, and the next man up sin-
gled, yet Chicago only bagged a lone
run out of the barrage.
