Men Disperse.
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' The uproarious acceptance of the
settlement terms by the striking mem-
bern of the Brotherhood of Interbor-
~ ough Rapid Transit Company BEm-
. ployeea was a rare example of the
ficklensss of crowda.

A fow minutes befors the men who
packed the New Star Casino, crowd-
ing the alsles in violation of fire regu-
lations and perching on the ralls of
tho balcony and on the window ledgea,
had greeted the reading of the agree-
ment with a cyclons of hisses and

Jeern,

They . had repeatadly Interrupted
thelr leaders, who Iald the plan before
them. KEven their hero, Patrick J.
Connolly, haggard and strained to the
polnt of breakdown from loss of sleep,
seamad to plead with them In vain. M,
J. Mangan, their secretary and the
Marc Antony of the organization,
could not make himself heard above
the chorus of hoots.

“Fifty per cent. or nothing I they bel-
; lowed from all parts of the hall. Bhouts
for nn immediate rejection of the termas
and adjournment of the meeting found
approval from thousands of lusty lungs
Committeemen using a ten pound plece
of lead pips for a gavel pounded and
banged agnin and again for order.

“We've heard enough!® chorused the
men, “We'll stay out "till hell freeses
over. To hall with arbitration! To hell
with Red Mike! To hall writh 25 per
eant.! To hell with the agreement!”

John La Salla, one of the committes-
men, shoutsd above the din that he
knew there wers some radicals present
who would hever bs salisfisd with any-
thing. Ha was answered by several
from floor and gallery, who shouted:
“Thers aln't no radicals herel Wa're

AMangan ygiled : “Hples from the Amal-
gamated are here trying to break uwp this
meeting. They want this settlement to
fall through because it's better than any-
thing their organisation ever got for its

What caused the crowd, more than
five thousand smrong, suddenly to re-
werso itself In a mystery. Connolly, who
told them that he had not bean to his
wife and child In Yonkers since lasi
Wedneaday and that he had slept only
six hours since that day, began Lo read
the brief agreement signed by Frank
Hedley, vice-president of the Intarbor-
ough, and Public Service Commisaioner
Nixon, His volce was nearly drowned
by hisses nt the arbitration clauss, and
he gave up for & moment

When Mangan for the tenth time ex-
plained that the men were (0o got 36 per
cent. increase of wages at once, to the
aatonishment of all on the platform
there was a thunderous outburst of ap-
plause.

When he repeated for tha tenth time,
“All othar questions, including the de-
mand for an kdditional 35 per cent In-
treuws, Are to be mads the subject of
negotiations betwaeen the Intarborough
and the brotherbood, and in event ot
disagreement are to be submitted to ar-
bitration,” thers ware for the first time
yelle of “Accept IL!"

Newnpapers were thrown on high,
were waved on umbrella ends, the
drose en muasss, the big fag on the
form was waved. There were yells
vots snd when It was taken the ho
statnpeded In favor of acceptance of the
settlement.

Cannolly was pushed to the front and
prociatmed by Harry Post and other
laaders am “the best fighting Irishman
that ever walked ths earth.” He told
the men that they must be ready to re-
turn to their jobs at midnight. "We
must show the public that we can stop
the service and start it without any
trouble one way or the other.” hs said.
“A mass of people want to got to thelr
joba in the early morning and we must
got them there®™

He told them that they owed a great
debt of gratitude to Publlo Service Com-
minsaloner Nixon for his cooperation with
them. “Lewis Nixon is the best
man from here to —"

He shoutad this, but his last word was
drowned In cheering from the crowd that
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to give us what we want”

Big Jim MoGrane of the West 8lde
molormen’s ch got this oft his cheat:
“It's time Hy! t wise to himself. Of
course we Kknow

out, no mattar what you win, no matter
what you force them to give you In the
way of wages, you must be obedlent to
thoss In authority. TYou've got to give
your bosses the right to maintain dls-
glpline, or the whola system will be
ruined,

Must Give a Sguare Deal.

*If you want a square deal you must
give the company and the publia the
sams ghing. Remember that they've got
rights the same as you have. No com-
on this sarth was ever squarer
‘its men than the Interborough,
that's why I belleve them when they
they haven't got much money, Men,
and let live is the only doctrine for
and every one else. IlU's the only
wWay you can get along.”

“Blg Jim" also sald some pointed
thinge about municipal ownership of the
subways, to which the Mayor has been
trying to convert the men. He suid that
ity jobe were all controlled by district
“If you want a job in any
he mald,

must be In right. You must contribute
lo campalgn funda And when your
party slips out you go. That lsn't the
way with private corporations, It lm't
the w with the Intarborough. And
pleams may it naver by the way.”

When he finished every one under-
stood why “Blg Jim" had been intro-
duced as "“some orator.”

During the day the strikers were kept
Informed of the progress being made by
the committes down town by reports from
A newa tioksr which ware read from
the platform, As it becamae evident that
these negotiations were taking a wuc-
ceasful turn, serious addreases gave WAy
to light entertainment in the form of
character impersonations and buck and
wing dancea There wers numerous
jokes about “Red Mike."”

It was lesrned that befors the offer
of an immediats ralse of 25 per ocent
was mads Lo the men, they had recelved
an offer of 16 par cent, and Commis-
sioner Nizon had offarsd to go over the
Looks of the Imterborough for them for
the purposs of amcertaining whether It
was in financial position to pay aay
more. This had been flatly rejected.

The men consdsred [nst night that
they had won a decisive victory., They
pointed out that the Amalgamated As-
sociation of Btreet and Eleotric Rallway
Employees, which conducted the Hrook-
Iyn strike, had obiained nothing but ar-
bitration and that the men over thare
are recalving to-day no mors than thay
did befors the walkout. They also
peinted out that In the Amalgamated or
any other outside labor organization
they would have to pay §1 & month dues,
ageregating for all the Interborough em-
ployses §16,000 a month, whila in the
brotherhood they pay no dues at all

They oonsidered thelr victory addi-
tionally remarkable becauss they had
been sble to put it over without aMiiation
of any kind with any large recogmised
labor body. They themselves are not a
union in the usual sense, but & cOOpera-
tive inside orgmnisation fostered and
nourished by the oocmpany which em-
ploys them.

SAYSL R.T. LAWYER

Quackenbush Asserts Road
Will Have 85,686,460 Short-
age on January 1.

$10,000,000 SURPLUS GONE
Denies Fare OConspiraey, but
Says Campaign for Increase
Will Continue.

After the agreaement had been reached
by tha Interborough employees and the
Publle Hervics Commimsion James L.
Quackenbush, nnn;nl counsel for the In.
tarborough, gave out a statement In
which he predicted bankruptey for the
company unless better credit Is pro-
cured for it Immediately, and also re-
tallated against D.strict Attorney S8wann,
who threatened to pr “eartain
officials of the Interborough for con-
splracy to ralse rates by calling the
wtriios. "

The wtatement sald:

“The 18 por cent. Increass granted to-
night to the Interborough employses in-
cluden the 10 per cent. Increass voted to
them recently, All other mattars are
submittad to arbitration. .

“Mr., Hedloy assures me that tha ser-
vics will be resumed during the night
Just as moon as a sufficlent number of
men are got togethar to oparats tha
tralne properiy ana safely, Normal ser-
wvica should be reached In the early
morning hours, probably by 8 o'clock,

“The result of this meeting Is that
service is restorsd to the publie. But
at thess rates It will last only so long
as the cash on hand holds out. If the
credit of the company is not Improved
immediately so that It ean borrow

enough monhey to run on the result will
be bankrupoy in the near future

Denies Fare Conspiracy.

““The company regrets and deplores
the Inconvenlence to the publfe that the
striks caussd. Wa have been conaclous
of the Injury to the city and Ia Inhab-
Itants, and In order to stop thia ocondi-
tion we have hurrisd on the period when
we will come to the end of our re-
sources.

‘“Thank you I haven't read the
papers this afterncon, I've been so
busy,” Mr. Quackenbush mid.

posa of compelling an Increase in fare,
Thern oan be no crime without eriminal
intent. No one connected with ths com-
pany has had or will have an intent to
commil crime.
