The Orchard, with its formal gardens
and the orchard from which It takes Its
name, lends Itself to decoration, and the
jlsce with Its myriads of gay colored
lanterns and electrlo lights had a fairy-
land aspect. The trees on the lawn
were hunc with blue lights, and the
driveway was done in red lights. The
long arbor through which the guests ap-
proached the house, was hung with
orange colored lanterns which were
placed among the festoons of oak leaves.
Tho house Is of Colonial design, and the
Imposing white columns at tho front
were wound with garlands of oak leaves.

The gardens with their hedges of box

and statuary were Illuminated with blue
lights, and along the deep paths were
rows of red, yellow or oiange lights
and a mixture of Oriental colors.

TROOPS ESCORT BODY
OF CUBAN MINISTER

Remain of Gonzalo de Que
sada on Gunboat.

Military and civic honors were paid
yesterday to Gonzalo do Quesada, first
Cuban Minister to the United States, at
tho funeral held from the Funeral
Church, Broadway and Sixty-sixt- h

street, and .during the procession that
moved north on Broadway to NInetyr
sixth street, where the body waa placed
aboard the gunboat Cuba, which will
convey It to Havana for burial.

As the cortege reached Ninety-sixt- h

street and tho Hudson River the United
States cruiser Columbia fired a salute.
The procession was led by a detachment
of mounted police, the police band and
an escort of sailors and marines. There
followed Police Commissioner Enrlght,
representing the city; Gen. Thomas H.
Barry, Admiral Charles D. fllgsby, Dr.
Luis Baralt, Cuban Minister to Peru;
Dr. M. Brul, secretary to the Cuban
Legation at Washington ; C do Quesada,
nephew of the deceased and

of the Cuban Government In Wash-
ington : Victor Barranco, special repre-
sentative of President Menocal of Cuba ;
ttnrce Aldermen ot tho city of Havana
and members of the late Minister's
family.

The brief funeral service was con-
ducted by the Rev. Father Caballero. a
Jesuit priest of Fordham University. The
body will lie in state aboard the Cuban
gunboat for a week before It is moved
under escort to Havana. Senor de
Quesada was In Berlin as Minister to
Germany at tho time of his death In
1914.

UNDER WILL'S TERMS

Heir to Million Must Not As
sociate With Relatives.

Under the terms of the will of Loute
A. Herrman, a wealthy handkerchief
manufacturer who died at Long Beach
July 11, his son, Atlolph, Is Instructed
to have nothing to do with hta relatives
until he Is 21. Ills mother, who la
named ns his guardian for the estate, Is
to enforce this provision. It read:

"It Is my desire that my son, Adolph,
during his minority shall be free from
the Influonce of his relatives, and I
therefore prescribe as one of the quali-
fications which shall be subscribed to
by his guardian upon appointment, that
such guardian will not authorize or per.
mlt my son, Adolph, to reside with or
visit any of said relatives during hla
minority,"

The estate Is estimated at 81,000,000,
providing an Income of 125,000 a year
for the son, the remainder being left in
trust to the widow.
