Americans returning from service In
the British army made up the Caronla's
third cabin passengers when she reached
Now York. They numbered 435. Among
the number was Jack Harris of Chi
cago, who enlisted in the British army
In September, 1914, at tha age of 17
and fought until last August, when he
lost a leg at St. Quentln. He had suf-
fered five othor wounds In his four years
of service.
