Therefore, um & matter of course, George
Burns, who waa chiefly Instrumental in
the achievement of the 1 to 0 vietory of
tha Gianta over the Pirates at the Polo
Grounds  yest afternoon, s re-
garded with feslings of sincers admira-
flon by the 18,000 enthusiasts who saw
bim check a batting streak of the Bue-
caneers through the medium of & thought
and an act that cams like & flash of
lighthing. The play was tha brighteat
feature of a game that sparkled with
brilliant performanses, and that It saved
tha Glants from Impending defeat can-
not for an Instant be doubted.

The Glants and the Pirates had bat-
tiod for seven innings withdut a run,
due to the faot that the herculean Fred
Toney and the resourceful Harold Carl-
son were pitching in a most pussling
manner. The humid atmoaphere asemed
o have Increased the flexibility of their
salary wings to an extent that made
thelr curves practically unhittable, Four
scattered singles was the sum total of
the batting efforts of the Giants, and
only one man got B8 far as sscond and
one as far as third marked the progress
of tha Polo Grounds heroes toward a run.

Hers was a young stalwart of
twenty-two who never befors had gone very far in match play for any
title whatsoever, lst alone the national amateur, earning the top honors
in a fleld that had included such famed golfers as Chick Evans, Francls
Oulmet, Jerome Travers, Bob Gardner, John Anderson and every so many
other men who had earned their laurels on a hundred courses.

It was indeed & momentous occasion when the unheralded and hitherto
unsung name of Herron took Its place at the bortom of a list which started
with that of Charles B. Macdonald, winner of the first national tourney at
Newport in 1885, and ran on to ineluda Findlay 8. Douglas, Walter J. Travis,
Chandler Egan, Eben M. Byers, Jerome Travers, Bob Gardner, Willlam Lof
Fownen, Jr.; Harold Hilton, Oulmet and Fvana. Never before in the history
of the national amateur had a golfer so littls known natlonally as Herron
won the title. Elther we are correct in our diagnosis that we had an off
vear due to a varlety of circumstances, or a new and great star has risen
in the golf Airmament—a star truly worthy of a place in the Travers-Travis-
Hilton-Oulmet-Evans constellation.

Herron played the most consistent golf In a tournament in which
brilliant golf was dlscernsd only hers and there, John Anderson blamed the
wall known mental hasard for the fallure of the veterans, but we are inclined
to put the greatest blame on the rainy weather of the first two days, After
that we blame that fickle fade, Dame Fortume, for putting Evans and
Oulmet Into the same half of the draw.
