Williamson's Alleged Home linn Record Does Not Up.
John Doyle, who passes editorially on Spalding's Baseball Record, cime

to bat yesterday with the Information thnt his volume contained the authentic
dope that Ed Williamson of Anson's Chicago Colts mado twenty-seve- n home
runs during tho season of 1883, Since the Colts played In the National
League Williamson's mark, It correct, might take precedence over Buck
Freeman's twenty-fiv- e Home runs In 1899. However, we .will have to have
additional dope before we accept Williamson's record. We are told that In
the old days It waa customary to Include performances In exhibition games.
If exhibition games were counted Ruth already has passed the Williamson
mark since ho hit ono terrific homo run against the Giants at Tampa last
April, four homers In ono day at Baltimore, and few In Richmond. We
nre loath to accept Williamson's record not because we hate to give tho old
days their due, but because the Williamson mark has "phoney" look.

According to old Xlck Young's official National League batting aver-
ages for 1883 Williamson played In ninety-eig- ht games and hit for an average
of .276. He hit for.a total of 175 bases and his record Included 111 singles.
This would sixty-fou- r extra bases. Williamson hit twenty-seve- n

home runs then he would have had tjlglity-on- o extra liases. It therefore
becomes evident that Williamson never hit twenty-seve- n home runs hi
National League games In 1883 and that there Is something wrong with the
ntfeepted dope on Pago 202 of tho record book. Williamson was only
twenty-nint- h among the league batsmen In 1883, the top notcher being
Brouthers of Buffalo with .371. Even

better average than Williamson. We will have to be shown beforo wo
take any stock In the record. Even Williamson's mark
wero genuine It would not compare wltli Freeman's twenty-fiv- e home runs,
since the pitching rules In 1883 were different from those In vogue 1899
and the ball waa of the lively variety. The season of 1883 belongs In the
ancient era of baseball.
