LAID TO PROFITEERS

Knit Goods Men Fight
Maintain Present, High

Prices.

to

Government authorities, na well as
semi-offici- al committees, have had their
attention attracted to what they declare
la substantially a threat on tho part of
certain knit goods manufacturers to
curtail production In order! It Is alleged,
to bo In a position to dictate high prices.

This was disclosed yesterday when
statements purporting to represent the
opinions and attitude of tho knit goods
Industry In general toward tho Govern-
ment price revision programme first
came under ofTlclnl notice.

As explained by one of those charged
with the duty of detecting and exposing
attempted profiteering In this particular
line, the knitters now seem to have
agreed to close their mills If necessary
rather than give prlco concessions either
to Jobbers or retailers who buy direct.
Such - Inquiry as Federal officials have
thus far had time- to make has developed
the fact that .tho knitters may try to
bloxno the situation on their customers,
especially attempting to involve the

What has done most to arouse the Ire
of certain 'official and semi-offici- quar-
ters Is the fact that the manufacturers
appear so assured of being able to dic-
tate knit goods prices that what Is con
strued as an open threat of production
curtailment has actually been puuusnca
broadcast In their behalf.

Germans Seek V. S. Goods.
The American Association of Com

merce and Trade In Berlin has been
called upon to supply large quantities of
American goods of every description.
according to a communication Just re
celved by the American Manufacturers
Kxport Association.

Tbe Association of Commerce and
Trader in Berlin states In the communt
cation that It Is desirous, of renewing
pre-w- ar connections with the Export As-
sociation. The letter says :

"The pressure brought to bear upon
us by the German business world Is
enormous.' Wo have a very largo num-
ber of calls for American goods of every
inscription, as well as many requests
for all kinds of agencies.

"The one great hindrance at present
Is the question of payment. A few
American agents have already been here,
but their terms of cash In New Tork
against documents makes all dealings
Impossible. The German buyer cannot
get permit to Import unless he can show
evidence that the Amerloala shipper will
give him credit Consequently the Amer-
ican business pioneers In Germany have
not. been able to close any deals. It Is
believed that Americans will be able to
give credit as soon as arrangements for
a loan are effected and as soon as they
haw moro confidence- In the German
situation."
