A Significant Omission.
He went on to show that' the same

"From the fact that this proposal led
to no action," he said, "I shall not draw
the inference that it received no atten
tion. I am therefore romnelled to be-
Cere, until further enlightened, that It
m considered Inexpedient for the conf-
erence to recognize any International
law making authority outside the limits
ot the league Itself. Either, in the pur-
pose of the conference, there is to be
no review and revision of international
law or such revision is to he exclusively
the work of the .league, a minority .body
In the Society of Nations: and, theref-
ore, incapable of making law for that
society without Its consent.
It is a part of the theory of this

league that henceforth there are to be
neutral nations, and hence no neutral
rights: rights of which the President
said, In his appeal for a declaration of
war, that no modern publicist had ever
before questioned them or the right to
liefend them; rights for aie defence of
which, this country has more than once
tngaged In war.

"Until it Is assured ot the protection
cf all its rights no free nation, great
or small, can wisely surrender either Its
right of or Its right to re-
main neutral In the auarrels of others.
No combination of great Powers Itself
unregulated by fixed principles of law
can give this assurance.

I offer no criticism upon an effort
to preserve tho peace of the' world by
the consultation and cooperation of the
rreat Powers, or to an organized agree-
ment on their part to pursue, condemn
and punish an outlaw, even though the
Mlprit may claim the prerogatives of
a sovereign State. Such an agreement
's imperatively demanded : but It should
be dedicated without equivocation or re-
serve to the service of the law, which it
should aim to reestablish, to render more
perrect and to enforce whenever It is
inreatenea with violation."

Indorses Punitive Pence.
Nor does Dr. Hill believe that he Is

dressing a technical point In such a dis
cussion.

The
noted Jurist, who has been mentioned
as likely to be Great Britain's choice
ror presiding officer at the trial of Will-
iam Hohenzollern if tho former German
Emperor is brought before an Inter
national tribunal, said that the legal
profession ot England was proud of the
development which the common law of
England had received In the United
States.

It Is Indeed a great herltase. that of
the common law of England, to which
we of both sides of the Atlantic have
fal!6n heir." Viscount Flnlay said.
"You. like ourselves, are croud of its

traditions and of the spirit of liberty
which It breeds."

Tribute to Supreme Court.
"The recent war." he continued, "has

given a signal illustration of what In
ternational law owes to the Supreme
Court ot the United States. It was by
that court that the doctrine of con-
tinuous voyage in its aDDllcation to con.
traband and blockade was worked out at
the time of your civil war on the lines
originally traced by Lord Storey in
another connection. These decisions of
the Supreme Court formed the subject
of a great deal of controversy, but after
tne lapse or more than half a century
and the experience of this last war, I
think we may sav' that Urn rinotrlnn
there laid down has Ceen' finally estab- -
iisnea as part or the International law
or the world."

Viscount Flnlay said that the rela
tions between the Judiciary bench In
juigiana ana the judiciary benoh in
America have ever been' most cordial,
and that the same was true of the
relations of the bars of the two countries.
"we recognize to the full." he added.
"the assistance which reference to Am
erican decisions In the Illustration ot
points of difficulty ha afforded,"

ueciamg that "we live In an age
of International arbitration." the
speaker said that It had been his for
tune to take part In a good many and
to rorm friendships with many mem- -

The remarks of Viscount Flnlay were
applauded by the convention. As the
cheers died away there were cries for

to tne greetings of the English jurist.

--i agree." ne sam, "tnat the friendship
and united action of the two great
tsngusn speaking peoples, from whose
fathers came the rulers of liberty and
a system ot laws under which the hap-
piness and "peace of the people are
promoted, must be the safeguards of
tne democracy of the world.

"Believe, my Lord, and say to the
bar of England- upon your return, that
under all the doubt and distressing con-
fusion following the great disturbance
of habit produced by that great struggle',
America, which rose above all thought
of ease, comfort, wealth and property,
by her loyalty to the principles of the
British and American constitutions re-
ceives those Inestimable gifts and has
made them guide and guardian of the
growth of prosperity and liberty."

George T. Page ot Illinois, president

The committee on commerce, trade

The committee also condemned the
lack of specificity In the averments of
the trade commission's present form of
complaint, and advocated legislation to
compel greater specification If the com'
mission does not voluntarily accede to
this recommendation. It indorsed bills
aimed at the punishment of bribery and
corruption or agents in interstate busl
ness, a bill strengthening the bankruptcy
law and asked for additional time to
report on a codification of the law on
common carriers or interstate freight.

DENIES THAT CANADA

IS A RUBBER STAMP

Premier Bordon Says Parlia-
ment Has Bight to Reject

Treaty.

BUT THE KINO CAN SIGN IT

"V. S. Fielding Anises Inter
esting Point in Debate Over

Versailles Document.

By a Slag Corretpondtnt of Tut. Sex.
Ottawa, Sept. 3. Members of the

Parliament of Canada are feeling their
way on the road to national sovereign
right In International affairs. The
opening debate to-d- on the govern-
ment motion to ratify the peace treaty
and. League ot Nations covenant dealt
clearly with this Issue. Vf. 8. Fielding,
who gave Independent support to the
coalition .government on Us war policy,
but now sits on the Liberal opposition
side of the House, raised the subject

The Prime Minister Introduced the
question with the following motion:

"Resolved, that It Is expedient that
Parliament do approve of the treaty
of ne&ce hetween the nlllerl and asso
ciated! powers and Germany (and the
protocol annexed, thereto) wnicn was
signed at Versailles on tho twenty-eight- h

day of June, nineteen hundred
nnd nineteen, a copy of which has been
laid before Parliament and which was
signed on behalf ot His Majesty, acting
for Canada by tho plenipotentiaries
therein named, and that this House do
approve of the same."

Sir Robert Borden made an exhaus-
tive statement of the terms and Justice
of the treaty, saying the final text had
been unanimously adopted by the
representatives of thirty-tw- o nations.

Designed In All Sincerity.
I do not assert that there was no

hesitation or even that there was no
protest'' Sir Robert proceeded. "Prob- -
ablv there was not a single nation
whose representatives were absolutely
satisfied with every disposition contained
in the treaty. I do not except tne repre
sentatives of Canada from that sweep
ing assertion. But there was tnentreat
outstanding fact that thirty-tw- o na
tions of varying and sometimes con-

flicting Ideals and aspirations, widely
divergent In status. In power and In
political developments, and separated
sometmes by ancient antagonisms and

Jealousies, did finally
give their undivided assent to a treaty
which, whatever Its Imperfections may
be. was designed In all sincerity to

the future neace of the world.
"Whatever doubt may exist in otner

rs9. It la unauestlonable that tms
treaty should be submitted to Parlia
ment for Its consideration ana approval
be fA re ratification on behalf of Canada
takes place. The formal ratification is.
of course, in the name of the Sovereign.
but In giving that ratification on behalf
of Canada His Majesty necessarily acts
at the Instance ot his constitutional ad'
vlsers in this country. We gave our
nledge to submit this treaty to Parlia
ment before ratin:ation, ana mat pieage
Is now fulfilled.

"There Is the greatest urgency for
procuring ratification at the earliest pos
sible moment, The period witnin wnicn
Germany Bhall carry out many of her
undertakings under the terms of tho
treaty dates from the period of ratifica
tion by three of the allied Powers. It
Is anticipated that two other of tho
Powers referred to will ratify within a
very short time and we have been ur
gently' requested to usjs every .possible
expedient in navmg tne treaty con
sidered by the Parliament ot Canada. I
hope, therefore, that the .resolution
which I propose may be adopted. If
the House approves, with the least pos-
sible delay."

Fielding; Makes a Point.
Mr. Fielding, member for Shelburne

and Queens, and the Premier then en
gaged In the following colloquy:

Mr. Fielding Might I ask the right
honorable gentleman to supplement tho
very Interesting, Instructive and helpful
statement he has given by answering
a questfon I am about to put nad whlcn
I hope he will regard as reasonable? J
a question I am about to out and which
fusal or failure on the part ot the Parlia
ment of Canada to ratify the treaty. In
wnat manner anw in what edgree woull
the Interests of Canada, of the empire
and theworld be effected.

Sir Robert The failure of Parliament
to ratify this treaty would, of course,
Involva the fate of the Government
which presents It to Parliament for
ratification.

Mr. Fielding I had not that in mind.
Sir Robert That Is what would be

Involved, and then It would devolve unon
my honorable friend, or those associated
with him. If they should occupy the
treasury benches, to answer the ques-
tion which he has Just now asked.

Mr. Fielding I had not that In mind
at- - all. The fate of one government or
of ono party Is a small thing In the
presenco of the story of tho League of
Nations. My question .was not how
will It affect the state of the honorable
gentlemen on that side or this, but what
effect will It have upon the Interests
of Canada and the Interests of the
Empire? What would be the conse-
quences as affecting any one of the
nations concerned In this matter? What
dlfferenco does It make to us, the Em-
pire, or the world. If we never ratify
the treaty at all?

Would Be Acllngr Apart.
Sir Robert It makes this difference:

Canadi would stand out of and apart
from the rest of 'the Empire ratifying)
the treaty. It would virtually, I think,
commit Canada to such absolutely In-

dependent action that she could not be
regarded In the future as acting In
cooperation with the other nations of
the Empire.

Mr. Fielding Would not Canada, as a
part cf the Empire, be affected In all
her Internal affairs by the ratification
of His Majesty the King, and the
British, Parliament

-- Sir Robert His Majesty the King, and
his advisers have recognized the right
of this Parliament to express Its opinion
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upon, this treaty. I made that
to Parliament, and tho British Govern'
ment has been informed of
pledge. It recognizes the situation,- and
is not disposed to deal with tma treaty.
so far .as Canada Is concerned, apart
from the approval of tne Canadian
Parliament. ,

SEES RATTLESNAKE
ATTACKED BY CAT

Erie Employee Tells of Battle
Fatal to Both.

William Lesslg, a gateman for the
Erie Railroad at the grade crossing east
of the bridge over the Ramapo River at
Rimapo, N. J., told yesterday a story
of a battle he tiaw bulwetut a rattlesnake
and a pet cat It ended In the death of
both reptile and feline.

Looking up the tracks Mr. Lesslg was
surprised to see a rattler about four feet
In length winding its way toward the
river.' He picked up a club and was
about to start for It when, he declares,
a cat leaped out ahead of him and set
ujvon the snake, assuming full charge ot
the affair. The cat got a fine hold on
the back of the rattler's head, according
to Mr. Lesslg, and he figured the battle
was as good as won. But the snake
fought desparately and in a supreme
effort succeeded in getting In a sting
which caused the cat to release Its hold
and crawl away. In twenty minutes the
cat's body had swollen almost awlce its
slzo and the poison finally resulted in
its death. The snake had been do se
verely wounded that it was unable to
find cover, and when a large crow nla
covered It lying In the open field he was
too weak to oner any resistance ana,

Hostilities between Mayor Hylan and
Lewis Nixon, Public Service Commis-
sioner, became more acute yesterday,

The Mayor charged that increasing
fares on traction lines seemed to have
become an obsession with the Commis
sioner, and that tho latter was "ap
parently" ready to grant applications of
that character on the slightest provoca-
tion.

All this, and more, was contained In-

a letter that the Mayor wrote to Corpo-
ration Counsel Burr, asking him to see
If It were not possible to get a court
writ prohibiting the Commission from
granting the application of tho Man-

hattan and Queens Corporation for a
zone' system. '

Tho Corporation Counsel said last
night he would apply for such a writ
as soon as the court papers could be
Jiciiaicu,

to comment on the Mayor's
criticisms. Commissioner Nixon replied:

'A favorite method of escaping the
consequences of libelous and Irrespon
sible statements is to embody them in
letters to appointees. All my acts are
open to review by tho courts. In the
meantime I shall not descend to the
level of personal altercation with the
Mayor of this city."

The Commissioner poke rather
sharply of the publicity jglven by the
office of the Corporation Counsel to
statements that It had made a request
for a rehearing on the decision to grant
a zone system to the North Shore Trac
tion Company.

Veracity Issue Invoiced.
"No such request has been received

by the Publlo Service Commission," said
the Commissioner, "and upon official In
quiry at tho Corporation Counsel s of
fice It was learned that the request had
not been prepared yet. A ruling of this
commission Is that letters arc not given
to the press unless correspondence Is
disclosed by others, and under, no (Cir
cumstances Is a contemplated action
made fubllc In advance of the receipt of
notice by the party concerned.

This Is the part of Mayor Hylan's let
ter to his Corporation Counsel that
aroused tho Ire of Commissioner Nixon:

"Increase of fare really seems to
have become an obsession with the-Pu- b

Ho Service' Conimlesloner and he Is ap
parently prepared to grant an applica-
tion of this character on the slightest
provocation.

"You will remember he had not been
appointed more than twenty-fou-r hours
"before he commenced to tell In the pub
lic press of the necessity which he
thought existed for helping the poor
traction companies and said he was de-

termined not to have any more receivers
appointed If he could prevent It These
statements from a quasi-Judici- al officer

appointed to sit as a judge In' the case
between the people of the city and the
traction companies, without having
heard tt solntllla ot evidence In tho case,
showed plainly tho trend of the Com-
missioner's mind.

"So It Is plain that you must reckon
with this undoubted disposition on his
part to grant theso applications to tho
railway companies. Ho heard the appli-
cation of the New York railway compa-
nies for a charge ot two cents for trans-
fers and after sitting all day listening
to the testimony and the arguments he
pulled out ot his pocket tho decision In
the case deciding against tho city and
in favor 'of the companies."

Mayor's Chnrste Afcnlnit Company.
The Mayor declared that the Manhat-

tan and Queens Trnctlon Company was
the same concern that refused to carry
out the provisions of Its franchise for
tho construction of certain lines. It
has enjoined the (Board ' of Estlmato
from rescinding Its franchise,

"Publlo Service Commissioner Nixon
has made a law unto himself," said the
Corporation Counsel on the receipt of
the Mayor's letter, "whereby (he claims
the power to abrogate municipal fran-
chises. Increase rates and abolish trans-
fers notwithstanding the Court of Ap-
peals has emphatically eald tho Publlo
Servlco Commission has no such power.
Ho has absolutely reversed the Court of
Appeals and the decision of his pre-
decessor Publlo Service Commissioner."

The Corporation Counsel cited the de-

cision of tho Cqurt pf Appeals In the
Qulnby case to uphold his declaration
that tho Public Service Commission had
no right to Increase ares.

. R. T. REFUSED OFFER
OF STRIKE BREAKERS

Grand Jury Hears Story in
Collusion Inquiry.

The offer of 1,600 strike breakers to
the Interborough Rapid Transit Com
pany two days before tho calling o? the
recent strike was made by George D.
Barnltz, formerly a member of the Po-

lice Department's bomb squad nnd more
recentljconnected with a private detec-
tive agency,- - for which he mado tho
offer. Mr. Barnltz was summoned yes-

terday before the extraordinary Grand
Jury which has been hearing testimony
upon the charge that tho strike was the
result of collusion between officers of
the Interborough company and men of
the Brotherhood of Interborough Em-
ployees.

After Mr. Barnltz had gjren testimony
District Attorney Swann announced that
he would summon officers of the Inter-
borough and ask them to testify, after
signing waivers of Immunity, In the
event that Indictments are not returned
upon the testimony of other witnesses.
So far none of the Interborough officers
had appeared at the Grand Jury In-

quiry. A subpoena was served upon
Frank Medley, and gen
eral manager, two days befoie the strike
started, but he did not respond.

According to Mr. Barnltz he recalled
to II. M. Norrls,. the company's repre
scntatlve "to whom ho made the offer
of the strike breakers, his success in
tracing strike sympathizers who tried
to dynamite sections of the subway In
1916. Ho was told, Barnltz said, that
Mr. Norrls could .not say at the time
whether there would be a strike, and. If
there was one, whether It would be nec--sa- ry

for the company to use strike
breakers. Other witnesses were em-
ployees and former employees of the
Interborough, who told ot the methods
employed In conducting the brotherhood.

MOTON SAYS NEGRO
"HATRED INCREASES

Warns Against Unjustified
, Anger Against Whites.
Tuskeocb. Ala.. Sept 8. R. R. Mo- -

ton, Booker T. Washington's successor!
as head of Tuskegee Institute, declared
In a statement to-d- regarding recent
race riots In North and South that "It
was difficult to understand why there
ctiould be so much aonarent suspicion
nnd bitterness on the part of whites and
negroes.

"I have never, known the colored neo- -
plo to have more Intense feeling toward
the white people- - that at the present,"
jioton saia, "ana I have never Known a
time when there was less reason. I
never knew n time when the white peo
ple of the South, not only the leading
white people but tho averago white man.
were more anxious than at present to
bo absolutely fair and' Just to the negro.
This is also true of tho North.

"There was never a time when the
South, and the North, too, saw more
clearly the value of the negro as an
economic factor In Industrial operations.
I never knew a time when Southern
white people felt more chagrined and
humiliated at the awful crime of lynch-
ing than they do y, and I never
knew a time when they were more .de-

termined to put down mob rule, whether
aimed at black or white, than now.

"We, North and South, should make
up our minds that there Is room enough,
thfre Is opportunity enough for colored
and white to work peacefully and har-
moniously here In America, each living
his life unhampered by an act or any
untoward attitude of the other, and I
hope that our leaders In every com-
munity, white and black, will get to-
gether and tmootli out matters that are
misunderstood, so that Amerlra. can
teach the world that black people and
white people can live peacefully and
harmoniously In our great country."

Bnarrnved Watch, Glorifying Ad- -
mlral's Deeds, Presented to Illm.
Admiral Albert Gleaves, In command

of the cruiser and transport force dur-
ing the war, was guest of honor yester-
day nt a farewell luncheon given for
him by the Hoboken Chamber .of Com-
merce prior to his starting for his sta-
tion In command of the Asiatic fleet.
Palmer Campbell, the president pre-
sented to him In behalf of the members
a gold watch. The case had the four
stars of a full admiral upon It. Ad-
miral Gleaves's name and rank were en-

graved upon It, together with the words:
"Ho took 'em over and he brought

'em back."
In response Admiral Gleaves referred

to the admirable manner In which the
citizens of Hoboken had cooperated with
the navy during the war.

Spanish Steamship In Distress.
