It matters
pet only in the prize rings of com-
mérce, where the Englishman will be
the American's chief oppounent, but
in those subtler arenas of the Intellect
in which the writer at least belleves
America 1s about to challenge the
world. Tuside the squared circle of
the six ounce glove the knowledge of
the human factor s half the battle.

Arenas.

The war has changed the American
tuman fuctor itself, despite the as-
smrtion of A young Englishwoman who
has passed some yoars in the States.
who sald to me the other day: °

“The war hasn't changod the Amer-
fean save to imbue him still more
geeply with a feeling of invulnera-
bllity and self-satisfaction. Some of
g8 had hoped In the States that suf-
tering would bring a new spirit. But
America has not suffersd enough. Bhe
has not to mourn her milllons lke we
have in England.*

The war has changed the human
factor In England. The man the
North American had to meet in 1914
s not the man he will have 1o meet
pow, The effect of the war upon the
Englishwoman has been even more
vital, hut she demands & separate
chapter.

That “Sublime Self-Confidence.”

In the first place, the war has
shaken the sublime self-confidence of
the Englishman. What the famous
ethnographer, Prof. Keane, once wrote
sdmiringly about the Englishman:
". his quiet belief In the su-
periority of England and all that is
Fnglish verges an the sublime. Hence
that complacent self-assurance, that
Ingralned national and personal con-
eeft which prevents him from unbend-
Ing and jolning as an equal &l
could not be written to-day, and at no
time did it apply to other than a small
minority.

The war has taught him the danger
of lsolation—the entrance of America
the significance of brotherhood, It
has taught him that the “sticking
powes" which he had always thought

I believe the war s going to force
these young, tame middle class men
oul into middle class trades unlonism,
perhaps in some cases into the Labor
Party, which for the first time has
widened Its constitution to Include
“workers with brain,” and in the
ranks of which even baronets and
professlonal men are enrolling. And
yet It was only flve short years ago
when the bank clerks refused to join
the Clerks Unlon becauss a bank
clerk was more of a “gent” than “a
common clerk.”*

But In nothing s the metamorphosis
of the Englishman since the war be-
ing shown so much as in the daily
strike. The new strike, which literal-
ly comes each day, Indicates not only
a spirit of dissatisfaction but =
"jumpiness” which contrasts strangely
with crganized labor's ordered pro-
tests of before (he war. Mon strike
to-day sometimes with an object—
eften without. Sometimes they know
why they etrike—sometimes they
don't—generally in deflance of their
own leaders. The hall mark of the
1914 worker was his respect for his
leaders and for constitutional action.
The hnall mark of the 1919 striker s
his contempt for leaders and pre-
ference for “direct action,”

This change in the human factor
has manifested Mself In two other
wuys, apparently antagonistic,

New Impulse for Rellgion,

The war has given new impulse to
religion, which in 1914 scemed to be
dying. It s not that it is driving
people back into the strongholds of
orthodoxy—but {t has meant the tear-
Ing of the wveils between the two
worlds—created, If you will, the con-
aciouaness of the immaterial. It has

realizsation.

Most slgnificant is the constant dis-
cusslon of “paychic phenomena” and
the rising of a great Spiritualist
Church under ths leadership of lead-
ing scientists and leading authors like
Sir Arthur Conan Doyle. Whether
such a church is in {tself good or bad
is not here the guestion.

On the other hand, the reactlons
from the war have made the English-
man feverish for pleasure. Every one
grumbles’ at the high prices. Many
look hungry. But it is dificult to get
a scat at a pleture palace, The cricket
grounds are packed at any hour of the
day you visit them. The music halls
and theatres are gorged. The Eng-
lishman has become Hurope's Lover of
Life.

But all this {8 not to say that we
are sseing the rebirth of a nation. The
Engilshman {s old ‘material upon
which to work. The centuries have
moulded him into certain set forms.
But what we are seeing s the chank-
ing of such forms {n certain classes or
strata. Just as during the last few
YeArs wWa vo seen a tendenoy
throughout Europe for people to di-
vide themselves by classes rather than
by nation, leading te “class standardl-
zation,” s0 we are secing the accentu-
ation of this process in England, It is
the working class which Is in the
throea of disintegration,

The twentleth century does not hold
A more Intpresting secret than the
working out of the results of the new
hum&n fuctor and ite reaction upon
America,

Cronin as an independent candidate for
the Board of Aldermen against the or-
ganization candidates.

T0 STATEN ISLAND

Committee From Three Bor-
oughs Plans to Press Tun-
nel Projeet.

In an attempt to spur the Board of
Estimats to aation, the joint commitiee
of fifteen representing Brooklyn,
Queens and Btaten Island, which has
as its object the promotion of one
frelght and one passenger tunnel com-
nectipg Brooklyn with Staten lsland,
will hold its first meeting soon.

Tha object of the commiftes Is to
induce the Board of Estimale to appro-
priate sufficlent funds to bulld rapld
transit connections from the Fourth
avenue subway In Bay Ridge In the vi-
einity of Sixty-fifth street to a to be
deslgnaled place on Staten Island, thus
linking up the Manhattan, Brooklyn
and Quecns tubes.

It would give Staten Isiand direct
connection with the Long lfland Rali-
road and would lkewise connect Rich-
mond with the proposed marginal rall-
'road alomg the HBrooklyn waterfront
as far as Newtown Cresk. Through
the proposed tubes the resldents of
Staten Tsland would only be thirty
minutes from the Manhattan fnancial
distriet without change of cara Fur-
thermore, It would eliminate the loss
of time, business and money that (s
incurred every winter by balls In ferty
service due lo lce In the bay. The
freight tunnels would enable Brooklyn
and Queens manufacturers to recelve
and ship goods direct In carload lois
without the delays and expense inci-
dent to transportation by lighterage and
ear Aoats

The committes thinks that both im-
provements would more than pay for
themselves through the nataral increase
fn taxable wvalues in the thres bor-
oughs. Roughly, the cost of the tun-
nels |8 estimated at §16,000.000. Mayor
Hylan, In & mors or less general wny,
has approved the project.

Questions Which May Cause
Church Division Face De-
troit Meeting. ,

UNITY ACTION OPPORED

Revision of Prayer Book and
Administration of Pension
Fund Disputed.

When the 900 bishops, priests and lay-
men of the Episcopal Church meet three
woeekns hence In Detrolt they will have at

least seven major questions to settle for
thelr constiiuency of a milllon aAnd n
half members. Unrest attributed to the
reconstruction period, the anclent dif-
ferences between high church and low
church followers and questions of policy
confront the delegates, acenrding to
church authorities, who declare that a
division 1is threatened throughout the
country on aome of the {ssues under
discussion.

Chargea of one man domination, of
unifalrness of adminlstration and of
commercialism are made in connection
with the §8.600,000 pension fund, which
was ralsed under the leadership of
Blshop Lawrence of Massachusetts. This
fund, of which Monell Sayre of New
York fs expert adviser, was alded by the
sale of hymnals, and new ones were
then published and churches urged to
buy, The pension fund committes will
report et Detroit

The commission on revislon of the
prayer book Is reported to have of-
fended large numbers of churchmen by
preparing virtually a new prayer book
and eliminating Trinity, Sunday and sea-
pon and substituting the Catholle ob-
servance of Pentecost. A third question
before the delegates will be the subject
of the proposed unity of churches to be
effected later at Geneva. The Episcopal
Church led In this movemant, and J.
Merpont Morgan contributed $100,000
to ald in Its accomplishment. With the
exception of the Roman Catholic Church
no churches objected to the plan. How-
ever, following an attempted unity with
the Congregationalists, certain groups
of Episcopallans are openly declaring
that they will form a new church If
thesa endeavors are not ended.

Efforts begun ten yenrs ngo to have
the sessione of the House of Hishops at
the general convention open to the publie
will be renewed this year, it I8 reported,
when several newly consecrated blshops
are expected to vole for open doors. A
fifth question will be whether the elght
provinces adopted by the Episcopal
Church after the Roman Catholic plan
are to have soparate legisiative houses
with real power, Opponents contend that
the next step would be archblshops, met-
ropolitans and the accompanying train
of eccleslasticlam, .
