“Simply Wonderful” Is Outlook, Says Official of Union
Bank, Back From Orient—Canadian Exhibit

The speakar wan CGeorge Wilson, as-
sistant general manager of the Unlon
Bank of Canada, who has just returned
to America after seven months In the
Orlent ‘In behalf of the Park Union
Forelgn Bank Corporation of this city,
and whoss views of conditions on the

Phenomenal Progress.

“Japan has made phenomenal progress
internally and externally during tha last
five years,™” Mr. Wiison went on, “its
total Torelgn trade baving inoreased
from 1,360,000,000 ysn in 1913 to 2,300~
000,000 yen in the year ended August
81, 1918, During the period of only
sixty years Japan has evolved a whole
new Industrial system, a esystem which
it may be sald compares to-dny quite
favorably with those of many of the
Western  countries. The progress
achleved by Japan since 1864 forme a
marvalloys example of human progress.
“An unblased visitor to Japan for the
first tima cannot help but ba Impressed
with the alertness, the indusiry and the
courtesy of Its le. The country Is
intensively cultivatsd throughout, liter-
ally not an acre of cultivable land—
sven to the mountain tops—belng
neglected. Reforestation s & fina rrt
with the Japaness, strict regulations
that a new tres must bae
planted whenever ane has heen felled
and It is & common sight to ses mcres
of recently planted tress high up on
what appears to be an almost Inaccess-
ihle slops. Men, women and children
are seon averywhers working in the fields
throughout the land.

“The population of the country is to-
day 70,000,000 and it is increasing at
the rate of 600,000 a year. As a re-
sult, of course, unlversal industry is an
absoluts napesstty. Under these oir-
cumstances It I8 to he expectsd that
Japan shotild be looking for an outlet
for her surplus population In the con-
tiguous and comparatively undevelopsd
Manchurln, Mongolla and other parta of
Chinn™

Canada, aocording to BMr. Wilson, i=
repr 4 tn Jap by several buy-
inx houses, but so far no organized
effort has been made to sell Canadian
products—this In spite of the fact that
there s apparently a splendid marke?
tn Japan for a number of commoditier
manufactured In Canada. THowever,
the Canadian trade commissioner In
Yokohama has done, and is doing, valu-
able work, largely in the directlon of
sdvertising Canada, although his hands
are tled somewhat hy tha restrictions
placed on his activitiea by the home
authorities,

Mr. Wilson suggesis that the Cana-
dian Manufacturers Assoclation milght
with profit to (itself, arrange an at-
tractive exhibition of Canada’s produgts
eithar in Tokliq or Yokohama, This ex-
hibition should be in the hands of ex-
pert salesman, who should periodically
vinit diffarent parta of the country. As
ons of the chief alms of the Canadian
Government at Ottawa should be to do
all In its power to promote the growth
of Canada’s export trade, such an enter-
prise should be subsidized by the Gov-
ernment. In wiew of the fact that the

Japanese are already very favorably
disposed toward Canada and Canadians,
such an  undertaking, If properly
handled, could do much to Improve
trads beatwesn the two countrien.

Conditions in Chins,

Speaking of China, Mr, Wilson said
that althoungh financial conditions are
#tlll more or less chaotle, matiers are
mending rapidly. Americans had, he
believed, no conteption of the extraor-
dinary commeroial and Industrial possi-
Vilitles of the country; and In the face
of these, and the fmet that the Chi-
nese nre capable and adaptabls people.
thera was no question of the eventual
recovery of the couniry.

China possesses anormous areas of uns
developed minerals of every descrip-
tion, and Ita agrioultural resources are
Iimitloan. The oountry wsuffers from
lack of modern transportation facilities,
of course, there baing under seven thou-
sand milas of rallroad In the whole of
China

But the ohe great hops of China lles
in the fact that the number of aducated
Chinamen s increasing yearly. “These
wideawnke man fully reallzs the possls
bliitias of thelr native land mnd are
making vigorous attempts to rouss thele
more apathetic countrymen,” sald Mr.

Wiison. *"These men are Intensely pa-
triotie and lopk with dislike uvpon
‘spheres of Influence’ and simllar de-

tices of foreign policy.”

Everything posaibles should ba done by
Canadians and Americann allke, In Mr,
Wilson's opinion, to win the conflldence
af the Chiness business men and people
The distrust of the predatory instincls
of the forelgner which Is abroad among
the more Intelllgent classes in China
must he removed at all costs. This ean
bo done best by cooperating with the
Chiness, helping them with thelr fnan-
clal and political problems, frankly and
freely. untll they are in'a position to
manags without nssistance Lheir own
affaira

Dominion Parliament Analyzes
and Criticises Various
Phases of Treaty.

ARTICLE X. IS ASSAILED

Right of Country to Act on
Covenant Is Upheld by
Premier Borden.

OTTAWA, 8opt. 5.—Canada Is consid-
ering her first peace treaty in the wpy
that an intelligent democracy should.
Brought to Parliament for ratification
by the Prime Minister last week, both
the treaty with Germany and the
League of Natlons covenant are being
subjected to keen analysls, coritjcism
and discusasion. ‘Ths House of .
monn, in particular, has svidenced Orm
determination to withhold sanction of
the League of Nations untll tharoughly
selzed of the obligations to whiah it
commits the Dominjon, the famous Ar-
tiele M. belng singled out for especial
examination and critiolam.

Unguestionably the treaties will be
ratiflad in the and, but the debate has
made It clear that thers ls & not in-
conslderable group in Parliament that
s sincerely doubtful regarding the wis-
dom of Artlele X. and that would go
to almost any lengih, short of reject-
ing the loague altogether, in withdra§-
ing Canada from |ts obligations.

This group, largely composed of
French-Canadians, but also Including a
falr number of Emglish-speaking Lib-
erals, maintains that it {s both danger-
ous and foollsh for Canada to bind her-
self to help with blood and treasurs
in maintaining the status quo among
warlike peoplos of Europs and Asia for
all time to come,

They argues that Article X. ls an-
tagonistic to other articles In, as wall
as to the whole spirit of, the League;
that by guaranteeing tha Integrity
all existing territories it permits reac-
tionury natlons to perpsetrate any kind
of injustios within thelr own boun-
daries, including the oppression of mi-
noritles; that it establishes an litere
national formu's behind which every
enemy of progress and change can bar-
ricada himsalf; that it robs the Cana-
dian peoplo and Parllament of the
right to declde for themselves when, or
upon what side, they wshall fight; that,
In short, it obliseies Cavsdians to de-
fend other count ies agalnst “external
aggression” no matter what the cause
of that “external aggression” may be

Right of Treaty Making.

The answer to all of this, of course, In
the same as that which has been made
to simlilar criticiam In Great Britain and
in the United States, namely, that Artl.
cle X. of the league I Its teeth; that
without it the league would resoive it-
pelf into a mere debating soclaty of na-
tlons, unable to make war and impotent
tw malntain peace.
