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SON'S BLOOD FAILS

TO SAVE MITCHELL

Labor Leader Dies During
SuAldcn Hclnpso Despite

Transfusion.

BEGAN CAREER IN MINES

Ohnmpion of Workers Refused
Nomination of G. 0. P. for

Vico-Prcsidc-

A transfusion of the blood of one of
his sons failed yesterday tb savo the lite
of John Mitchell The labor leader who
once refused the nomination for nt

of tho United States suffered
a sudden relapse, and died at a time
when most of his friends thought him
to be on the high road to' recovery.

Tho transfusion was mado late Mon-
day night from the left arm of Robert
Mitchell, who Is 22 years old, and who
gave thirty-fiv-e cublo centimeters of
blood In this effort to rally his fast, fall-
ing parent James, another eon, who Is
24 years old. begged that ho might sup
ply the life fluid, when the consulting'
physicians announced that It must De
done, but they accepted the ,offer of
Robert because he was the younger of
the two. The physicians had planned a
second transfusion, but Mr. Mitchell's
condition yesterday would not permit

The end came at the Post Graduate
Hospital at 303 East Twentieth street
where he was qporated upon a week
ago for gallstones, and whither he had
been rushed when taken suddenly 111 at
his tasks as a member of the Federal
Milk Commission. In "fcampltance with
a request made by him before he en-
tered the hospital, he will be buried at
Scranton, Pa., where be began work at
the age of thirteen as a bov In the
mines.

Mr. Mitchell's wife, his daughter,
Margaret Katherlno Mitchell, and
his sons, who had visited him dally
since the. operation, were at his bedside.
A few minutes after he had passed away
Gov. Alfred E. Smith, who had been
his friend for many years, called at tvo
hospital for the purpose of Inquiring as
to his condition, and was greatly
shocked to learn the news.

Tho report was also a blow to his
many friends In this city who learned
of it last night for all the reports from
his physicians had been very encourag-
ing.

Dr. John F. Erdmann, who was In
charge of the case, had been very opti-

mistic over his patient until yesterday.
Ills condition during the first few days
following the operation had shown such
rapid Improvement that ho had laid
plans for going to his home at Mount
Vernon. It was a sudden attack of
pneumonia that caused tho physicians
to abandon hope. The labor .isader
lapsed Into unconsciousness early yes-
terday afternoon and died at 4 :4S P. M.

Officials of the American Federation
of Labor, of which Mr. Mitchell was
second for fourteen years,
were Immediately notified. Telegrams
wero also sent to officers of the United
Mine Workers of America, of 'which
organization he was formerly the head,
and to the New York State Food Com-
mission, Federal Food Board, State
Council of Farms and Markets and Fed-

eral Milk Commission for the Eastern
States, in all of which he was a mem-

ber.
Mrs. Mitchell and their three sons,

James, Richard and Robert, said last
night that they would Issue an an-
nouncement of the funeral arrange-
ments somotlme y.

Always Firm In alls Opinions.
There was never a labor leader with

more courage, greater tenacity nor
deeper sincerity than John Mitchell. He
was as sturdily honest as ho was coura-
geous. 'When he differed with men he
left nothing to the Imagination. It made
no difference with Mitchell who his op-
ponent was. It might be a capitalist
as generally It was, or It might have
been another labor leader. Where
Mitchell's convictions were at stake
Mitchell stood firm. If his friends ral-
lied to him, woll and good. It' they
didn't he let It be known where he stood
and why, and It was up to the publlo to
choose.

He was born of Irish parentage In
Braidwood, 111., February 4, 1869. Ill
schoolroom education was a matter of a

oia. wnen it ceaeea uuogeiner. iiwhen Mr. Mitchell became national pres
ldent of the United Mine Workers of
America In 1899 ho had mastered and, it
seemed to those who privately Inter-
viewed him. had wellnigh memorised
the works of Bentham, Mill.

His suc-
cess caused great rejoicing among his
fellow miners and his methods promoted
vast respect for his ability.

Elected a member of the Illinois State
Executlvo Board In 1897, Mitchell was
appointed general organizer when tiogeneral strike became effective. One
year later the United Mine Workers of
America elected him national

In September, 1898, ho was ap-
pointed acting president by the national
board to succeed M. D. Ratchford, who
resigned to become & member of the
United States Industrial Commission.
Three months later he was elected fourth

nt of the American Federa-
tion af Labor. In 1900 he became sec-
ond nt of the A. F. of I

Won Success tn Strikes.
It was in Pittsburg In 1899 that

Mitchell was elected president of the
United Mine Workers of America, and In
tho same year ho was appointed a mem-
ber of the advisory council of the Na-
tional Chic Federation. The successful
manner tn which he conducted the labor
side of theN anthracite strikes of 1900
and 1902 added so much to his fame
that he was urged by the trade expan-
sionists, of whom ho was tho leader,
to oppose the Indorsing of Samuel Gom-pe- ra

for the presidency of the A. F. of
L. Mitchell, however, saw no value In
an Internal fight suoh as his candidacy
would Inaugurate, and sacrificed any per-
sonal ambition he may have cherished bo
as to keep harmony within tho organiza-
tion.

In 1904 the Republicans went into na-
tional convention booming John Mitchell
for the Mitchell, a taci-
turn, studious looking man with a small,
whimsical smile, wrote to the Republican
campaign managers that he thought he
could do more for his own people In
the position he then occupied than be'
could as President of the United States.

Meanwhile, Mitchell's successes had
not been confined to workmen's organi-
zations. At least five times he refused
lucrative positions in mine owners' or-
ganizations. He ignored chances to go
into business that would have made him
a wealthy man. He had the success habit
from the very beginning. He was presi-
dent of the Spring Valley Board of Edu-
cation before old enough to vote and
despite the fact that he had never grad-
uated from any school. Incidentally ho
was an excellent school board head, and
later caused the passage of much legis-
lation making the road to erudition
much easier for the son and the daugh-
ter of the miner. And, unlike so many
self-ma- and successful
men, he was an ardent advocate of uni-

versity training and higher education
generally.

The Republicans having failed to In-

dues Mitchell to seek the
the Democrats tried to lure him

with the same sort of bait In 1908
ho was asked to run for the Governor-
ship of Illinois on tho Democratic ticket
The chances of his winning wero more
than ordinarily bright But Mitchell de-

clined, saying:
"I have no right to seek political

honors. I will not be a candidate for
the nor for Governor
on the Democratic ticket nor on the
Republican ticket. I am conscious of
the honor, but it is best for a man to
cling to the plan that he has adopted
as his own life's work."

In lsll Mitchell, then chairman of
tho trade agreement department of the
National Civic Federation, was told by
tho United Mine Workers that either
ho would resign from the Civic Fed-
eration or from the United Mine Work-
ers. This ultimatum was forced through
the U. M. W. A. by the Socialists, whose
more radical views Mitchell opposed.
He let It be known that whatever his
decision might be It was to be under-
stood by the radicals that he still op-
posed them and would continue oppos-
ing them.

He resigned from the federation and
clung to the United Mine Workers, where
his work was devoted to maintaining Its
equilibrium whenever there arose the
menace of tho I. W. W. and the anar
chist of other breed. One of Mitchell's
most memorable of speeches contained
the following worth while lines:

"I am not an advocate of strikes.
But there are times when strikes are
necessary to clinch the argument of
truth. Strikes are a" development of
civilization ; a means to an end in the
great social evolution that we are fac-
ing. Strikes are the sledge hammers
that weld the connecting links of labor
and capital and make the endless chain
of commercial prosperity."

Mr. Mitchell held the presidency of
the United Mine Workers of America
for ten years. Ho resigned because of
contlnued 111 health. He had never met
with a failure as a strike organizer and
conductor, yet he had always won by
clean methods and fair play.

Physically ho was a spare man of
muscular build and about flvo feet nine
inches tall. He weighed probably ICO
pounds no more. His physical ap-
pearance was so wholly indicative of
the character of the man It Is worth
while describing him.

Had Force, Power, Perception.
His faco was clean shaven. He had

rather deep set eyes that possessed a
hard, direct gaze. His face was not
mobile but there was a Are In his eyes
that betrayed his thoughts. From and
Including the nose up Mitchell's face was
that of the intellectual. Below there
was the suggestion of greater animal- -
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ways, a basis on which to build. He was
not of the sort whose sole weapon was
a heedless desire to Inflame the passions
of disgruntled workers. Yet he would
not have scorned such methods had he
found them necessary. He had. how-
ever, wonderful magnetism and he did
not fall to command an audience nor
quiet It no matter how turbulent It had
been previously, ne could sway men
when he had calmed them Into reflec-
tion and thought Therein lay 'John
Mitchell's greatness, for he was truly
groat In his profession.

Those who called him a labor agita-
tor did eo thoughtlessly. He was any-
thing but an agitator. He was the most
forceful of all his contemporaries as a
labor leader but his forcefulness was
tempered with tact and sane conserva-
tism. He openly opposed the I. W. W.
and the Haywood type of demagogue
and they were bitterly his enemies. But
he won for the working man where the
radicals lost He remained a power and
raised his followers "with him while his
anarchlstlo opponents deserted their mis
led fallowingsr to seek refuge from the
law.

During the war Mr. Mitchell was the.
chairman of tho New York State Food
Council. In this capacity he further
demonstrated his leadership characteris-
tics.

DR. GEORGE II. RICHARDS.
Dr. jjeorge H. Richards, former presi-

dent pt the Board of Health of Orange.
N. J, died of heart disease yesterday
morning In his home. He had been sub-
ject to attacks of this sort and on Sat-
urday had undergone nn examination at
tho Homoeopathic Hospital In Newark,
where he was advised to take an Imme-
diate rest Dr. Richards said he wished
to continue his practice Uie rest of the
month.

He returned to his home and on Sun-
day and Monday responded to several
professional calls. A brief note was
found shortly after his death containing
Instructions to the family which he had
written evidently in great pain.

Dr. Richards had enjoyed a large prac-
tice In Orange for many years, and as
a medical reserve officer had been
stsUoned during the war at Fort Ogle-
thorpe, Georgia. His Illness finally com-
pelled him to retire from this service. He
was born in Orango' January 7, 1863, and
was graduated from New York "Homo-
eopathic Medical College In 1885. For
olghteen months he served orr the medi
cal stiff at Ward's Island hospital, leav
ing to complete his training In Berlin,
Vienna, Edinburgh and London. He was
president of tlie'Orange Board of Educa-
tion at one time and for ten years was
an officer of the New Jersey Society,
Sons of the American RevoluUon. He
lived at 424 Main street
