The new organization, which ls to ba
koown a8 (Ne International Sporting
Club of New York, will as n matler
of fact outshine the Engiish Inetitu-
tion, aa it will have n Iarger member-
l.hb. A groater wenting oapacity and
will supervise more branthes of sport
than the British club

Plans for the bullding already have
feen ‘rawn, and the structure, which
8 to be erscted on a plot of ground
100x100 at tho northenst corner of
Fifty-Nth strect and  Sixth avenue,
will be rendy for ocoupancy by Feh 1,
21020. The cost aof the bullding will be
$600,000 and the seating capacity will
be 8,500

A unique feature of the club will Be
& movable ring, which will b so con-
ptructed that the boxers will enter It
fn the bamement of the bullding, Ele-

mechanism will ralse the ring
to the lovel of the main floor, and the
contestants then will be ready for Lhe
gone.

The Broadway Sporting Club  of
Brooklyn haa n basement In which the
boxers prepare for the ring and enter
the auditorium by means of a stairway
lemding to the ringside, hut the mov-
able ring appears to be an entirely new
fdea

Interpreting the statutes uffocting the
legality of boxing in the State of
NWew York have bean closely exnme-
fned, and an unqualifted opinion has
Bect glven thatl boxing is within the
lnw If conducted In bonn fde mem-
bership clubs to which admissions
are not charged at the doornp

Clubs of this class have becn com-
Aucting boxing contests for several
yeoars In Rochester, Buffalo, Syracuse,
Albany and muny pther citles in thin
State. with the full sanction and ap-
proval of the authorities

Authorities Not Hoatile,

The holding of boxing entertain-
ments st ‘which professionals com-
pete, as at the New York Athletie
Club, although only oecasionally, af-
fords concluslve proof that there I8
ne hostlle disposition on the part of
the authoritles to clubs which are
properly ‘conducted and provide clean,
wholesome boxing: on the contreary,
thay encourape and pasist them, but
they nre sternly oppossd to the en-
tertatnments in which the public are
victimiged either through the inain-
oerity of the contestanis or the du-
plicity of the promoters,

In the remote contlngency of the
suthorities at any time declding
otherwise, theres are abundant re-
sources ot hand for Interesting and
exciting boxing, entirely Independent
of professionals who box for monesy
prises. There will bo no less than
one hundred Industries "(with fiva
¢lassen In each), and forty State
champlonships, the final bouts of
1 mch will be held at the Interna-

al Bporting Club of New York
These, with the army, navy, marine
and alr force champlonships, will
represent upward of six hundred
champlonahip finals, In which con-
tonts will he held for trophles only

The charter which has been granted
to the International Sporting Club of
New York by the American Hoard of
Boxing Control s of the same kind
ak that granted by the British Hoard
of Boxing Control to the Natlonal
Bporting Club of London, investing it
with the exclusive right to hold all
the champlonship contests for the
Lonbdide belts and other trophles
under ita roofl
