The reasor aesiened for such bids is
mimost Invariably the same: "You suraly
do wot expect me to pass with meven
trumps and a singleton?™ The reply
should also be invarlably the samet
‘They are not trumpe. They are nothing
but seven small cards In one sult and
nothing in another suit.””

It seema to be extremely diMeult to
make pome peraons understand that bla-
ding o wult does not malke It the trump.
The nnal declaration s settled by the
three other players at the table, and they
may have ¢ntirely difforent views as to
the proper trump sult for that deal
and may be willing to back up thelr
oplnions by their blds,

The onlyperson to whom these weak
bids on long weak sults gives any troubla
in the partner. He does not know
whether to stpport them or not. He
cuannot take ndvantage of them to make
A hetter or safer bld without running the
riak of finding he s fishing with n rottan
drop line. If he gets n bite the only
result is that he loses hook, slnker and
balt.
