MANY NARROW ESCAPES

joss nt Grccnpoint Put at
Over a Million Firo May

Burn Several Days.

Great clouds of black smoko ascend-

ed all day yesterday and last night

from tho burnlnu tanks of the Sone

and Fleming Oil Works, at Greenpolnt,

In the flro which started with an ex-

plosion Saturday afternoon and will

continue, flro officials say, three or

four more days. At 6 o'clock yester-

day afternoon about all the damage

tnat could be done to property other
than oil had been accomplished by the
flames. Tho flro then had been under
control for somo tlmo. and continued
only In tho big tanks having sufficient
rcsiduo of oil to defy the efforts of
firemen.

The loss, estimated last night at not
more than l,500,O0O, it was said was
largely in the amount of oil consumed.
The plant is badly damaged, but somo
of the tanks, the contents of which
burned, will be serviceable again with
new roofs. Upward of fifty persons,
so far accounted for, were injured and
200 of the firemen suffered blistered
feet because the burning oil soaked
through their boots.

Mayor Hylan, on a visit there early
jesterday morning, was doused with
water and oil but not hurt. When with-
in 150' feet of the heart of the flro two
tanks exploded near him. Ho was being
conducted by Capt. Edward Walling of
the Herbert street station. Out of the
itie caused by tho splash of Are, the
trnoke and the whisking sound of It all
Mayor Hylan suddenly realized that
firemen were on the opposite side of the
tanks and that thoy wero sprinkling In
his direction. The water sailing across
the tanks brought with it murky oil.

Promlars Firemen a Ralae.
Mayor Hylan was on the scene at 2

o'clock In the morning for an hour and
acaln for somewhat longer at 8:30
o'clock. In tho afternoon he returned,
with Mrs. Hylan, their daughter Vir-
ginia and John J. Slnnott, his secretary
and to be. On this occasion
he promised the firemen a raise In pay.

At o'clock
In the morning yesterday Chief Kenlon
and Commissioner Thomas Drennan left
the scene, announcing there was little
danger of the Are spreading. Every
precaution, however, was taken through-
out the day to prevent the flames from
communicating to eight or ten tanks
which were within 150 feet of the Are.

Many of the tanks have crumbled and
buildings In the fire zone have been
levelled or wrecked. In all there wero
about 100 tanks, large and small, at the
plant, which occupies twenty acres. The
plant backs on Newtown Creek and
fronts on Klngsland avenue. About
twenty-fiv- e tanks, mostly filled with
crude oil, have been destroyed. At one
time It was feared the Greenpolnt
Bridge across Newtown Creek would be
destroyed. A shift In the wind saved
the bridge proper, though the flooring is
ro badly burned It cannot be used for
three or four days.

The Newtown Creek Is 125 feet wldo.
On the Queens Borough side the com-
pany's oil tanks extend for a mile anil
number 300. It was at 8:10 o'clock
yesterday morning-tha- t the flrW of these
tanks exploded. Two others caught fire
and arcburnlngyyet. Fire fighting there
was confined to eight adjacent tanks.
Large lumber yards In the vicinity made
the situation exceedingly dangerous
throughout tho day, for a veering of the
wind from north to northwest possibly
would havo given the conflagration fresh
Impetus.

Loss of Three Lives Averted.
Loss of three lives yesterday morning

was narrowly averted when Firemen
Thomas Whltcome of tho New Yorker
fell Into the creek, which was ablaze,
Whltcome was fighting the Are in a
tank. At 6 :30 o'clock the tank exploded
and tipped over. The man tried to Jump
to the hold of the flreboat but was
blinded by the smoke and fell overboard.
Ills screams were heard by Benjamin'
Moore, another fireman, who Jumped
Into tho creek to the rescue.

While Capt. Gelger and others of tho
crew threw ropes to the struggling
men, Frank Lannon Jumped in with a
rubber coat He struck both of them In
the plunge and all three floundered.
But the splash temporarily extinguished
tho flames and all three were, hoisted
aboard alive. Whltcome was scorched
on the right foot and on the head.
Moore's hair was burned almost en-
tirely off. A surgeon from the Qreen-pol- nt

Hospital treated the men and they
remained on duty.

Other physicians from tho hospital
and from the Williamsburg and Bush-wic- k

hospitals gave aid to tho fighters,
most of whom refused to leave the
scene. Bed Cross workers provided new
socks for men with blistered feet

Chief Kenlon, arriving late from out
oftown. told later of how tho two

New Yorker and Abram S.
Hewitt barely escaped destruction.
Both ships were stationed at the south
side of the Grecnpolnt Avenue Bridge
at one time in the night when it was
burning. Both caught fire In the for-
ward superstructures. Blazing tanks
were behind them and oil on the creek
all about waa burning. Efforts to tiirn
the swing bridge so that the ships could
escape were unavailing.

The fireboats William I Btrong, Cor-
nelius Lawrence and Qeorge B. Model-la- n

were on the north side of the bridge
and could not reach "them. But these
steamers managed to extinguish the fire
on the bridge so that It could be turned.
Then steaming through, the boats put
out the fire on the water and made
If possible for the New Torker and her
companion ship to take, care of them-
selves and, continue the work on the
tanks.

Chemical Offer Is nejected.
A scheme to extinguish the fire In the

tanks by dropping barrels of chemical
Into them from an airplane was proposed
to "Smoky Joe" Martin last night by
Lieut Merrill K. Blddlck. air mall pilot.
The assistant chief rejected the plan as
not being feasible, on the grounds that
sufficient chemical could not be handled
In the fifty-fiv- e gallon chemical tanks to
have effect on the oil tanks, which con-
tain 30,000 barrels. Martin said also
that men working about the fire would
be endangered by the 'questionable aim
of the aviator making the attempt, or
the uncertain course of tho chemical bar
rel in case the aim were exact, but the
wind were to blow the barrel from its
course.

SEE MISS LIBERTY

liegnlar Air 'ScrVico Is Inau-
gurated With Help of

Shimmy Queen.

COSTS ONLY $1 A MILE

Daylight Spin Abovo and
Around Manhattan Seta

One Back" $50.

The first aerial taxlcab that ever
buzzed over. New York city went whizz-
ing down the Hudson River yesterday
afternoon with Miss Gllda Cray, shimmy
queen, and C. Nicholas Relnhardt, gen-

eral passenger agent of tho Travellers
company, In the limousine compartment,
and Pilot Bob Howltl operating the Joy-

stick.
On the rail of a little launch far down

below on the placid boson of the river
Imp, the black bulldog of C. Nicholas,
scratched his left ear with his right hind
foot in perplexity as he watched the
white wings of the flying boat contract
In the distance. Imp had Just emerged
from the shelter of the engine pit of the
boat, where ho had been playing stone
dead. But now, as the flying boat dis-
appeared In tho distance, Imp scratched
and pondered and pondered and
scratched. For Imp was deep In the
dpths of canine retrospection and was
scanning his soul anxiously.

Imp was to have had the high priv-
ilege of accompanying Miss Gllda Gray
(of the "Galtles of 1919" and the Bal
Tabarln Restaurant Adv.) and C, Nich-
olas himself on the inaugurating flight
of the sightseeing and taxi company. In
fact Imp and Gllda and C. Nicholas had
been all battened down under the
hatches of another flying boat for the
triD. Imn had been, after snuffing vig
orously and searchlngly a couple, of
times, the first of the three passengers
to board the strange boat with Its queer
white things sticking out uselessly on
either Bide of the body.

He had wagged a theoretical tall with
emphasis and whined eagerly to his
master to come right ahead. C Nich-
olas was at the moment very, very busy.
He was handing the lady Into the flying
boat from the tender tenderly. Owing
to the prevailing mode In skirts, a mode
which Miss Gray has no quarrel with,
he wasn't making very good progress.
And Just when the process was most
critical and most Interesting a gruff
word of command was heard and every
thing stopped by Imps theoretical tall
until the camera man had clicked to his
heart's content.

TnXles Slowlr Up IllTrr.
Well, when everything Anally was set

tled, with Imp prancing excitedly from
lap tb lap In the limousine compartment.
Pilot Bob Hewitt gave a final rub to
his coireles. somebody spun the pro- -

rpeller and the flying boat taxied slowly
on the surface up tne river to turn
around and come down into the wind.
The take off, according to the camera
man's orders, was to be near the tender.
The last view of Imp showed that he
had ceased to prance and was regard-
ing the thundering engine and spinning
propeller with interest not unmlngled
with respect.

Than thn Aerom.irine boat turned
around. Pilot Bob gave her-th- e gun, end
she came dashing down the river send
ing up great banks of white spray on
either side of her. As sho' progressed
her speed Increased, the engine roared
hoarsely and deafenlngly. and clouds of
spray dashed over the lower wing. Then
her nose tilted slightly upward ana in-

stead of ploughing through the water
she bounced heavily from wave top to
wave top.,Jlump. bump, bump, she gath-
ered herself for the takeoff. Then sud-
denly the engine slowed up, the terrific
speed of the flying boat slackened, the
spray died down and the boat dropped
back Into the water again and resumed
taxiing. She came up to the tender and
Pilot Bob eald something about magneto
brushes being slightly out of kilter.

The first passenger to leave the flying
boat was Imp. His ears Clung flat to
his head as a boarding house pancake
to a boarding house plate; he was en-

tirely Blient, and as he was lifted out
of the limousine cockpit his feet were
moving him along at least one hundred
miles an hour. Theoretically Imp was
leaving that flying boat far In the dis
tance, even assuming that the boat Itself
was chasing him at top speed, when
C. Nicholas let his paws down gently on
the flying boat little curls of blue smoke
arose under them. The other passengers
got into the tender less rapidly.

Imp Digs Under Enslne.
The launch then motored over to the

other flying boat. Imp had retired to
tho bottom of the boat after getting off
tho plane, but later ventured to poke his
nose over the rail. Then he saw the
other hydroalrplane. So he went down
Into tho pit and tried to dig his way
under the engine. He was still digging
when Gllda and C. Nicholas got aboard
the other plane.

It was not until the staccato roar of
the flying boat was softened by the dis-
tance that Imp suddenly realized that he
had deserted his master, that he had
fallen down on the most sacred of all

'canine precepts. It was then that gloom,
perplexity and Introspection descended
upon Imp and ho wrestled Inwardly as
the flying boat disappeared in the dis-
tance. He must havo decided that he
was a coward, for he was low and

all the rest of the afternoon.
Meanwhlfe tho aerial taxlcab, its

motor roaring merrily, "Dollar a mile.
dollar a mile. In lieu of taximeter, sped
down the river to the Statue of Liberty,
circled and came back and up the river
almost to Spuyten Duyvll and then re-

turned to Eighty-thir- d street. And
while It was flying It had leaked out
somehow from one of the officials of the
company, who Is a publicity director on
his own say so, that there will be dally
trips around Manhattan Island, a dis-
tance said to be fifty miles, for those
with some nerve and f GO. The taxis are
run by the same company, which op-

erates the New York-Atlant- City line.
The service will be from 11 A. M. to
twilight on days when the weather Is
good.

BREAKS BRITISH
ALTITUDE RECORD

Major Schroeder Flies 28,500
Feet With Passenger.

A world's altitude record for pilot ao
companled by a single passenger was
made September tt at Dayton, Ohio,
when Major Rudolph W. Schroeder
climbed 28,600 feet in a Le Pere biplane
equipped with a 400 horso-pow- Liberty
motor. Announcement of the record
was made officially last night by the
contest committee or tne American iy
Intc Club.

The former record was held by Capt
Lang of the Royal Air Force, who
reached a height of 27,300 feet with
one passenger on January 2 last The
altitude reached by Adjutant Casale, a
Frenchman, who made altitude flights
Jn June, has never been announced or
ftclaily, so his performance is not cred
ited.

N. Y. AIR PILOT IS
INJURED IN DIVE

James Corbett Lands in Inlet
at Atlantic City.

Atlantic Crrr. Sept 14. A tall spin
dive, begua at an altitude of 300 feet
carried an airplane crashing into the
mire of the Inlet this afternoon, seri-

ously injuring the pilot, James Corbett
a former navy flyer of New York, E.
T. Morse of Chicago, a passenger, was
slightly bruised. Corbett was taken to
the City Hospital with concussion-- . of
tho bala, internal injuries and deep
cuts about the body.

Tho accident took place before a
crowd of several thousand visitors. The
machine came up over tho Inlet chan-
nel and with a wide circle began the
tall spin. The motor was cut out, and
In the quick drop the weight of the
engine carried the machine Into a back-
ward loop. With its nose down the
airplane shot into the shallow water of
the Inlet The craft struck at an angle,
which acted to save the pilot and his
passenger from being caught under the
engine.

Corbett and Morse were brought
ashore In rowboats before two seaplanes
which had been sent to tho rescue could
Jockey to the ecene.

ALLIED FORCES URGED
FOR COAL DISTRICTS

U. S. Delegate Wants Protec
tion for Sdesian Fields.

By the Associated Preet.
Berlin. Sept. 13 (delayed). A special

despatch to the Vossischc Zeltung from
uresiau reports that the American dele
gate to the Interallied coal conference
has proposed that Entente troops be
permitted to occupy the Dombrowa dis-
trict In order to protect It, as well as the
upper Slleslan coar fields, from the con-
stant danger of labor and political dis
turbances.

The American commissioner is stated
to have declared that tt was not In the
Interests of the United States to have
similar conditions prevail In the Dom-
browa section, as In upper Silesia, nor to
permit the Dombrowa region to become
the starting place of strikes which
would then communicate themselves to
upper Silesia.

The despatch adds that a proposition
also has been maUe by the American
delegate that the troops of occupation
shall not serve tho purpose of carrying
out the plebiscite, but shall be designated
merely as "expeditionary corps and
equipped with comprehensive credentials.

BAP LEAGUE OF NATIONS

Telegrams of Protest Arc Sent
London aiid Manchester

Editors.

The Lexington Theatre was filled from
pit to rooftrce and the streets outside
wero Jammed with a crowd bigger than
that Inside last night at the mass meet-

ing called to protest against the British
suppression of the Irish Parliament and
to demand the withdrawal of the British
army of .occupation from tho "territory
of the Irish Republic" The meeting was
called upon publication of the proclama-
tion of the Lord Lieutenant Lord French,
on Saturday, but it made up in number
and enthusiasm for any lacks caused by
abort time for preparation.

fTanK t'. waisn presmeu, aim re
nounced Enirland. Lloyd George, the
Peace Conference, President Wilson end
the League of Nations, to the wild de-

light of his audiences, both within and
without the building. Col. Moynthan
and Major Kelly of the old Sixty-nint-

the Rov. Henry Grattan Mythen, an
Eplscopil clergyman of Norfolk, Va.;
Martin Conboy, Assistant District At-
torney Alfred J. Talloy and Alfred W.
McCann raised the enthusiasm of the
meeting with their pledges of American- -
Ism and their demands for American
justice for Ireland, and Brandon Tynan
started the meeting Bubeorinng to tne
Irish liberty loan about to bo raised by
Eamon de Valera.

But it remained for Father Francis
Duffy, chaplain of the Slxty-nlnt- to
startle the crowd, to set it thinking and
Anally to bring tho house about his eurs
with a thunder of applause.

'I have come to speak a good word
for England," he began, with his pug-

nacious Jaw thrust forward Into tho
chilly silence.

'I was raised In an atmospnere oi
English history, and tho most encourag
ing thing that I know In the present
situation Is the .remarkable growth of
liberty In England itself, the steady at-

tainment of freedom under the English
Parliament"

There was Kill a Bllcnce almost omi
nous as he reviewed tho struggle tor
constitutional freedom In England, men-
tioning the great Liberals from the tlmo
of Bunnymcde down.

Keep Liberty at Home.
"But" ho climaxed, "they have al

ways been remarkably successful In
keeping their liberties at home. Now,
however. Is the time when that liberty
must begin to spread. This meeting has1
taken tho right course In ad-
dressing cablegrams to two Englishmen
and a Scotchman, leaders In England's
present fight for Industrial freedom.

"It Is the same crowd in England to-

day that Is resisting Irish freedom that
has resisted Irish freedom all along.
Only now they have an eloquent, tricky
democrat, Lloyd George, for their mouth-
piece."

He pointed to the presence of clergy-
men of other faiths than his own on
the platform as' nailing the British made
lie that the Irish question Is a religious
one. He mocked at Ureat Britain for
being the only nation In the world who
feared to havo neighbors.

"Within our own timo Holland and
Belgium were separated from the large
contiguous States of which they were a
part and have got along without menace.
Sweden has permitted Norway to go Its
own way. And they have a long, long
mutual boundary.

"Spain keeps up with the British thorn
in Its side at Gibraltar as does Italy
with Malta, and In this connection I
hesitate to mention the Dominion of
Canada and the British West Indlea But
England alone of all the great nations
fears to have near her shores a neighbor
who, she thinks, one day might be hos
tile.

"Now I want to say this: That If the
Irish republic is established and tt
doesn't behave. If It gets cocky toward
tho United States, I'll be tho first man
Into the war to fight Ireland. The Moy-niha-

and the Kellys will be with me
when It s a question of right against Ire
land but It won't be."

The telegrams to Englishmen and
Scotchmen to which Father Duffy al
luded were sent from the meeting to the
editor of the Manchester Oua'rdlan, to
Mr. Lansbury, editor of the London
Daily Ilerald, and to Robert Smlllle,
president of the Trades Union Congress,
Glasgow.

Text of Telegram.
The telegram to the Manchester Guar

dian paid a tribute to that paper as the
custodian of democratic rights through-
out the war and asked It to appeal to
the English people In behalf of Ireland.

'The act to end tho regimo of British
terrorism that lately reached a crisis,
first In Ceylon, next In India, then In
Egypt and that now fast approaches
another horrifying crisis In Ireland. We
appeal through you, not to the Imperial
Government of England, tho Herod of
Infant democracy all over the world, but
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to the plain people of England, with
whom we destre to live in peace and af-
fection, but with whom there can bo no
abiding poaco so long as millions of our
fellow citizens of Irish bloom daily acne
with the wounds of their unconquerable
kinsmen in Ireland, wounds inflicted by
British soldiers conscripted to fight for
democracy and the freedom of small na-

tionalities, inflicted upon tho small na-
tionality that has given tho world the
greatest triumph of democracy, a ro--
publto peacefullyestabllsnca upon ino
democratic basls'of the ballot, the re-

public of Ireland."
The telegram tb the iionaon ijeram

praised it for an editorial demand as to
what British labor would ao tor iroianu
after It had compelled the withdrawal
of a British army of occupation from,
Russia. It pledged the aid of those at
the meeting in exerting economic pres-
sure to help the British labor party
bring this about

The meetlncr also adopted a sei oi
resolutions addressed to tho American
Congress protesting against further
loans to Great Britain for wars In Ire-

land, Egypt, India and Afghanistan. It
was 'as follows:
To TUB CONQRESS or TUB UNITED

States :

'Whoreas. the Government of Great
Britain refusing to recognise the right
of the Irish people to
guaranteed to all peoples by the Govern-
ment of the United States in the avowed
war alms, which alms have been written
Into the law of nations, by tho victory
of our arms,

'And, whereas, tho British Govern
ment has declared war upon the whole
Irish people, Is attempting to suppress
thoir duly elected national legislative
body. Is arresting members therof, is
committing unspeakable outrages against
the persons of the men and women of
the nation, and Is murdering many of
them ;

And whereas theso autocratic acta
of tyranny aro being committed by a
government maintained only by tho force
of 150,000 conscript troops, the support
of which army Is being financed by
money loaned to Great Britain by the
American people;

And whereas a further loan of
J4, 000,000, 000 Is being asked of the
American people further to finance wars
against Ireland, Egypt India and Af
ghanistan;

Therefore be it resolved by this mass
meeting of American citizens that Con-- .

gress be petitioned immediately to rec- -
ognize the established Republic of Iro-- i
land;

"And be it further resolved that Con
gress bo petitioned to refuse further
grants of money to Great Britain until
such time as the army of occupation be
removed from Ireland and the republic
thereof be permitted to function."

Guerrilla War Exists.
Declaring that guerrilla warfare al

ready existed In Ireland, a warfare in
which tho Irish volunteers frequently
bested the British troops In defence of
their rights, Mr. Walsh cried :

"We are here to warn England that
she cannot use any of the $9,000,000,000
sho owes us, the 39,000,000,000 you've
given her out of the sweat of your brow.
In this warfare. And she asks us now to
ratify a contract which will bind us to
her own disposal of those nine billions
forever 1

He was Interrupted by wild cries of
"Never! never!" from the audience. He
declared that BrlUeh tyranny would bo
riveted on Egypt and India In the same
way. He quoted William C. Bullitt's
testimony before the Senate committee
on Friday, In which Bullitt said that
Sir William Wiseman, Lloyd George's
confidential man with the American Mis-
sion, had told him that he had got Presi-
dent Wilson to agree to the authentica-
tion of the British protectorate over
Egypt one morning between breakfast
and lunch.
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15,000 HEAR DE VALERA.u
Ileaolntlonn OppoMlnnr Leairne
Adopted at Providence Meeting.
Providence, It I., Sept 14. Fifteen

thousand persons gave Eamon de Valera
a rousing reception at an open air mass
meeting In the old Providence baseball
grounds this afternoon.

Resolutions were adopted expressing
unalterable opposition to the proposed

League of Nations." The resolutions
were ordered sent to Senators Colt and
Gerry of Rhode Island. De Valera de
nounced tho suppression of the Sinn Fein
Parliament by the British authorities.

Then with a guard of yeowomen and
naval post members drawn up at atten-
tion three shots were fired over tho boat
and the last glorious taps sounded.

BLAMED FOR STRIKE

Walkout at tho 'Publishers
Frinting Co. Said to Vio-lat- o

Union Rules.

CALL BAGLEY INSURGENT

No Question df "Wages, Hours
or Conditions, and Breaking

of Contract Is Alleged.

A statement by William Green, chair-
man of the labor committee of tho As-
sociation of Employing Printers of Now
Tork, Issued yesterday, placed the blame
for tho strike at the Publishers Printing
Company, 207 West Twenty-fift- h street,
on the "Insurgent" action of James Bag-le- y,

president of Franklin Union No. 23,
In trying to force the company to

members of Pressmen's Union
No. El, which had seceded from the In-
ternational Printing Pressmen's and As-
sistants' Union.

The Publishers Printing Company was
under no obligation to recognize this
demand, said Mr. Green, and the strike
has not been recognized by tho American
Federation of Labor or any other re-
sponsible labor body. Had Mr. Bag-ley- 's

demand been granted the company
would have been liable to disciplinary
action by the International union. Mr.
Green regards the situation as Involving
tho good faith of labor to keep Its con-
tracts with the publishers.

"The present strike In the printing In-

dustry In New Tork Is a strike by the
local union against the disciplinary con-
trol of its International body," said Mr,
Green. "No question of hours, wages or
working conditions Is involved. The par-
ticular plant In which the strike occurs
is a strictly union shop and for years
has been operating under union labor
conditions.

"James Bagley. president of Franklin
Union No. 23, served notice on the Pub-
lishers Printing Company that unless
within two hours certain men In their
employ, members In good standing of
the local printing pressmen s union No.
61, who had retained their standing
and membership in the International
Printing Pressmen's and Assistants'
Union after Local No. El had seceded.
were discharged ho would call out his
men.

"No notice was given to the Printers'
League, although the contracts provide
that all questions in dispute shall be
brought up for adjustment before a Joint
committee of the Printers' League and
the unions Involved and adjusted through
conciliation and arbitration, that no
strikes should bo called and that there
should be no cessation of work. Bag-ley- 's

action was In direct violation of
the existing contracts and of tho constl
tution and by-la- of his own union.

"Tho action of the local seceding
union shows utter disregard of contracts
for temporary advantage, which can
only result in industrial instability. In
the overthrow of collective bargaining
and the destruction of confidence in the
validity of contracts.

'The principles of lustlco and safety
in collective bargaining for which the
unions have always fought is being
undermined and destroyed by these In
surgents. The present Issue has a broader
significance than merely a strike of the
Drintlne trades In New York. It will
determine the faith which the world can
have in unionism ; tt will decide whether
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labor Is to abide by its contracts backed
by a union of national scope, or whether
any group of Insurgents can, by promise
of Immediate gain, wreck completely tho'
structure it has taken honest labor yean
to build.

'The employing printers are abiding
by the contracts .made by the local
unions In New Tork which were unaer-wrltt- en

bv the International Printing'
Pressmen's and Assistants' Union. Ow
confidence in the Justice of collective
bargaining, conciliation and arbitration,
and our faith In the principle oi an
Itiinrnntlonvillv rccoimlzed local prevent
our dealing with any secession organi-
zation. The American Federation ot
Labor haa not recognised the striking
union, nor has any reliable labor body
authorized a walkout"

MASTER PRINTERS
FACE LABOR CRISIS

tho national association of master prin
ters, will open a three days convention
In the Commodore Hotel this morning.
An exceptional number of printers will
be Dresent owing to tho labor situation
which has boon caused by tho heavy de-

mands of the men employed in the big
New Tork shops that print 80 per cen
of the nation's magazines.

William Green, chairman or the com
mittee of master printers which has
conferred with the union leaders here.
will report on tho situation. The coun-
ter proposals of this committee have
been rejected by the employees and a
tleup of the entire printing Industry in
the city Is threatened should the re-

newal of the conferences next weok not
prove successful.

The convention, however, will not con-
fine Itself to tho .labor situation. Mr.
Green's address will follow that of Ar-

thur E. Southworth of Chicago,' presi-
dent ofHhe U. T. A. Among the other
addresses of special interest will be one
on "Layout and Art as Applied to
Printing," by Henry Hale, Jr., New York
city: on 'Typography That Gets
Across," by Everett W. Currier, New
Tork; "Ethics and Profits," Richard W.
Leo, special counsel Associated Adver-
tising Clubs of tho World, New Tork
city; "The Business Man In Commercial
Organization," F. N. Shepherd, field
manager Chamber of Commerce of the
United States, Washington; "Important
Aspects of tho Industrial Situation,"
Mangus W. Alexander, executive secre-
tary National Industrial Conference
Board, Boston.

A LETTER FROM

JOSEPH GANTZ
President of the Publishers Printing Co.

To the Members of

Former Pressmen's Union No. 51
and

Franklin Union No. 23, Inc.
who were formerly employed by

Publishers Printing Company
When your unions severed their connections with the

International Pressmen and Assistants' Union of N. A.,
and thereby removed themselves from the jurisdiction
of the American Federation of Labor, I felt a presenti-
ment that this boded ill both for your unions and for
the printing industry of this city. But by neither
word, act or deed did I seek to interfere in any way
with your action in this matter, realizing that your
decision was entirely in your own hands and that you
were the captains of your own destinies.

When, on September 6th, your leaders served an
ultimatum on me that I must within one hour discharge
those employees still in good standing with your own
unions merely for the reason that they had retained
their allegiance to the International and its American
Federation of Labor affiliation, there was but one course
open to me. I allowed you to go and kept those whom
you sought to oust from employment in our Company.

Up to September 9th I would, I believe, have been
willing to take you back, had I been entirely satisfied
that it would have been possible for you and the em-
ployees who had remained faithful to the company
to work together as peacefully, efficiently and happily
as in the past.

On September 9th I definitely made up my mind.
I saw that it would not be possible for two rival factions
to pull together satisfactorily under one roof. Ac-
cordingly, I issued a statement that the Publishers
Printing Company would become a strictly International
office.

There are probably many of you who will desire to
return to our plant, where I believe you feel that you
always received good treatment and where I know you
have made good money. But we cannot receive any of
you back unless you bring cards from:

Printing Pressmen's Union No. 51, I. P. P.
and A. U.

New York Press Feeders' Union No. 23,
I. P. P. and A. U.

Platen Pressmen and Platen Press Assis-
tants' Union No. 1, I. P. P. and A. U.

Paper Handlers' Union No. 1, chartered
August 2, 1919.

all of the above being affiliated with the American
Federation of Labor.

A we have already nnnounced the wages will be the
present union scale, plus 20, with the understanding
that this will not be lowered while the cost of living
is so high and which may be increased if a decision to
this effect is reached by your delegates and the Printers
League, which is now in conference on the matter.

Moreover I assure you that the Publishers Printing
Company will remain as in the past a strictly union
office.
