The Wilson Adminlstration’s Amanr~
Ing Russian Policy.

The Wilson Administration 1s send-
ing American troops to Siherla
to help the Kolchak Governucusi.
From what the public hears about the
Amerlean contingents now on duty
there, they are belng employed as
rallroad guards, and In some cases It
s nsserted that they are dolng the
work of rallroad lmborers. Whatever
their occupation at the moment may
be, they are on the ground to asaist
in the suppreseion of Bolshevism and
they are sublect to attack by the
Bo'shevikl. A number of Amerlcan
soldiers have been killed in Siberio.

While these soldlers are operating
agninst the Bolshevikl in Siberia the
Bolshevikl are maintaining In this
country an institution known as the
Russian Soviet Bureau, whose mis-
slon Is to distribute prepaganda in
favor of the Bolshevikl and thelr sys-
tem of proletariac despotism., This
bureau Is now actively engaged in the
work It was establlshed to do. It
{ssued a statement on Saturday which
was printed yesterday In certaln
pewspapers. Apparently the bureau
enjoys Immunity from suppression by
the Wilson Administration.

These facts present one of the most
extraordinary situations the Unlted
States has ever known. Americans
nre fighting the Bolshevik! in Siberia
under the direction of the Wilson
Administration. Americans are being
killed In Siberla by the Bolshevikl.
But in New York city the Bolsheviki
exercige llberty to spread thelr propa-
ganda among the Ignorant In the popu-
latlon of the United States, and thus
not only to strengthen the Bolahevikl
in Russia, including Siberla, but ac-
tually to attack the political Institu-

Yet this is exactly what
the Wilson Administration ls doing
ir it® trearment of the Bolsheviki of
Ruasin, exactly what 1t has been do-
ing, and exnctly what, from all ap-
penrances, It Intends to keep on doing
nnlese the Ameriean people demnnd
that the Wilgon policy toward Russia
be abandoned and a rensomible and
Intelligent policy substituted for it.

Influenza In 1919-19%0.

That there will be a recurrence of
the influenza epldemic in the closing
months of this year nnd In 1920 Is
expected by the Publle Health Service,
but it I8 confidently belleved by the
medleal profession that its elects wil|
not be as disastrous ase were those
caused by the disease In its lntest visi-
tation, This comparative mildness
will be due to the fact that many
persons have been rendered at least
partially, immune to the disease and
thousnds of the more susceptible fell
before It last winter.

Unfortunately the sclentists have
not been able to ldentify the germ
which produces Influenza, but the ex-
perience at hand has taught us a
great many things which should be
done to prolect ourselves from i,
Surgeon-Genernl BLue says:

“City officlals, Btais and alty
boards of health, should be prepared
in the svent of A recurrence. Tha
fact that a previous attack brings
tmmunity In a certaln percentage
of casea should allay fear on the part
of those afMicted In the previous
epldemiec.

“Influensa s spresad by direet and
indirect contact. It Is not yet cer-
tuin that the germ has been isoluted
or dissovered, and ad a consequence
there I8 ¥t no ponitive preventive
except the enforcement of rigld rules
of sanitation and the avoldance of
personal contact

“"Communities should maks pluns
now for dealing with any recurrencesa.
The most prumising way to deal with
& possible recurrence is, to sum it
up In a single word, ‘preparedness.’
And now (s the tima to prepare,

“Evidenes collected durlng  lust
winter's opldemic points atrongly to
Infocted eating and drinking  uten-
slls, espocially In places where food
and drink are sold to the publle, us
being one of the modes of Leanwmis-
slon of this disease.”

Lincoln In Manchester To-day.

The statue of Ammamam LiNcons
designed by Georoe GrEy Barxanrp
which will be unvelled to-day In Man.
chester, Englund, with ceremonies in
which Arrox B, Parger, formerly
Chlef Judge of the New York Court of
Appenls, will dellver the principal ad-
dress, |s the work originally intended
for erectlon In London as a lasting
monument of the celebration of the
completion of a century of peace be-
tween the United States aud the Brit-
Ish Emplire. This peace began with
the ratification of the Treaty of
Ghent, which ended the war of 1812,
on February 17, 1815, and the procla-
mation of that instrument by Presl-
deut Porg on the following day.

Before the war with Germany bhe-
gan u committee of Britons and Amer-
feans had made arrangements for ap-
proprinte obhservance of the era of good
relations which for nearly 100 years
had subsisted between the two nations,
In ench country sultable services were
to have been held, and oMelal greet-
ings were to have been exchanged in
a way planned to Incrense the good
feeilng between the British and Amer-
lean peoples. But in 1014 England
was forced Into the war against Ger-
many, and six months later hnd no
time for extensive formallties not
contributing to military and naval ac-
tivities, Consequently the mast pre-
tentious detnlls of the proposed cele-
bratlon were abandoned.

Adg a part of this celebration Mr.
nnd Mrs. Coances P. Tarr gave the
Barnard statue of LiNcoLN for erec-
tion In London by the committes.
To the statue objection was raised,
on the ground that the sculptor had
not produeed a work of art doing jus-
tice to LixcoLw. The admirers of Mr.
Banxano's work defended e product
of hig skill vigorousiy sand for a time
the discussion over Its merlts was
exceedingly lively and |n some of its
detalls even bitter.

Eventually it was declded to put
the Barnard statoe In Manchester and
to give to London a replea of the
“standing Lincoln" by Barst Gavoess,
a memorial famillar to all the visitors
to Lincoln Park In Chlcago. It 1s In
anccordance with this arrangement
that Judge Panxen {8 to address the
people of Manchester to-day.
