Yet the unions
are going right ahead, In obedlence
to the dictum of the Central Labor
Unlon, and balloting upon the prop-
osltion.

Unlty, peace and concord have not
been reestablished in thelr, wonted
prominence In this city by any means.
Yet the epirit of the strike epldemlc
seeins 1o have lost lts martial bearing.

Police Lose Thelr High Hopes.

The polles themselves are dlscour-

Corpus Christi Scene of Dev-
astation—Relief Is Being
Sent by Trains.

STILL RESCUE REFUGEES|

Texas Lowlands Inundated and
Huarricane Wreckage Sent
Twenty Miles Inland.

Conrus Cunisri, Tex., Sept. 16.—Re-
ports concerning the loss of life and
the damage to property caused by the
great storm and tidal wave which
swept the Gulf Coast Sunday night
are still very meagre, but from avail-
able Information It Is estimated that
at least 200 persons have been Xilled
and that many milllon dollars’ worth
of property has been destroyed.

Despatches from various Toxas
cities, however, place the number of
ostimated dead In the entire district

(as high as 1,000, a message to that

offect having been received at Austin
from the commanding officer of the
Texas National Guard, Brig.-Gen. J.
F. Wolters, who wired that rellable in-
formation to that effect had been re.
celved at Houston,

Twenty-nine bodlea had been recovered
from the ruins that line the waterfront
of Corpus Christi by noon, with every
indication that this number would be
eniarged greatly before all the debria
had been cleared away and all of the
district thoroughly searched. Forty are
reported (o have been killed at West
Port, twenly-lwo & White Point, and
four or five in the victnity of Odem.

In the opinion of the Premier some of the statements are so
ridiculous as to carry their own refutation on the face of them,
as, for example, the suggestion of an intention to send Lord Lans-

the narrator’s memory was hopelessly at fault.

Warerrowy, N. Y., Bept. 18, —8ecre-
tary of State Lansing returned to his
summer home, Henderson Harbor,
fourteen milea from here, to-day and
granted an inlerview, the first he has
given on the charges made Iuvro‘o the
Senate Forelgn Relations Committee
by William €. Bullitt last Friday, Sec-
retary Lansing has been entirely out
of touch with the world since last Fri-
day, when he started for the Galloup
1slands, where he has been flshing.
