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MORE GRAFT BARED

BY INDUSTRIAL QUIZ

Baldwin, Manager of Stato In-

surance Fund, Called In
Inquiry.

CLAIM MAUDS SOUGHT

Caso "Whoro $1,000 Was Paid
to Obtain 52,000 Told in

Testimony.

Further evidence, of the existence of
a. system of graft within the organization
of the State Industrial Commission was
developed yesterday In the investigation
by Jeremiah P. Connor, special commis-

sioner appointed In April by Gov. Smith
to Inquire Into the activities of the
commission.

Neither Commissioner Connor nor
Miles M. Dawson, the attorney who Is

conducting the examination of witnesses,
was prepared last night to say to what
extent graft may have been rampant

among tho subordinate employees, but
the trend of the testimony brought out

at yesterday's hearing seemed to Indi-

cate thaf the investigator still had many

lines of Inquiry to follow up.

So far the investigation has dealt
principally with the payment of lump
eums to claimants for Injuries received
in which remuneration may be claimed
under the workmen's compensation law.
Tho total claims thus settled during the
last year will aggregate more than
JKjO.OOO, and may reach as high as
$250,000. Individual caseo In which the
claimant Is alleged to have accepted a
lump sum at the Instance of and after
agreeing to share what he received with
certain representatives of the commis-

sion at present are engaging tho atten-

tion of the Investigator, but It was ap-

parent yesterday that Commissioner
Connor Intends to determine, if possible.
Just why tho practice of making lump
sum settlements was permitted to ex-

tend.
In this connection F. Spencer Baldwin,

manager of the State Insurance Fund,
who was the last witness called yester-
day brought Into the testimony the name
of John 'Mitchell, former chairman of the
commission, who died on September 9.

It was. Mr. Baldwin testified, after a
conference with Mr. Mitchell two years
ago that he mnde up a list of cases that
might be settled on the lump sm basis
In "order to clear the books." The wit-
ness referred to tho conference with
Chairman Mitchell nnd advanced It as
an explanation why his suspicions were
not aroused after It came to his atten-
tion that subordinates In the commission
were advocating among claimants the
desirability of accepting lump sum set-

tlements.

N'othlntt to Stir Suspicion.
This procedure, he said, had the thor-

ough approval of the commission, and
consequently there was nothing to
arouse his suspicions In regard to the
activities of his subordinates In encour-
aging lump sum settlements.

Mr. Baldwin said he would look
through his flics In search of some such
corroborative documentary evidence, jpt
added that he believed none had been
preserved. This drew the following from
Mr. Dawson:

"It Is a rule, Mr. Baldwin, In law thnt
testimony concerning a conversation
with a man now dead Is not admissible.
I permitted you to testify concerning
the different cases that you have men-
tioned of that conversation because I
did not wish to shut you off from any-
thing that you considered to be reason-
able, but do you not think that tho full
responsibility, in view of your being
manager of the State Insurance Fund
nnd therefore responsible for Its finan-
cial conduct, was upon yourself for hav-
ing permitted this lump sum settlement
evil to arise within It?"

"I do not thlnk.that the full responsi-
bility was upon me for It"

Mr. Baldwin was asked concerning
his Investigation of a charge against an
employee of the State Insurance Fund
vho was alleged to have obtained $200
from ono Samuel Cavoll for having se-

cured a lump sum settlement for 1,000
In, adjustment of a claim In November,
1918. Tho charge against the employee
eventually was dismissed, according to
the record, and among the papers refer-
ring to the case the counsel for tho In-

vestigating commissioner unearthed
what purports to be an affidavit exe-
cuted before Barney Wayneck, a former
employee of the commission, who. It was
testified on Wednesday, negotiated claim
settlements on behalf of accident vic-
tims, to the effect that he had paid no
money to any attorney or any one else
In connection with his claim. Mr. Daw-
son continued his questioning:

Q. The amount that was given up was
200?
A. Yes, the amount was $1,000, and It

was charged the claimant brought homo
only JS00 to his mother, and explained
that he had given up 200 to men In tho
office of the commission. I sent n man
out to Interview the boy and tho boy re-
peated the story.

Q. Did he make any statement as to
the person to whom he paid the 2007

A. I understand he made a description
or attempted to describe two employees.
T then had him brought In the office for
the purpose of Identifying these em-
ployees, lie came Into the claim bureau
and later he said the story was falso,
that he had not paid a penny to any one
In the office, that he had spent this
money, or, I think, he added he gambled
some of It and told this story In order to
satisfy his mother, nnd repeated It, be-
cause when the Investigator called on
him his mother was present, and ho re-
pudiated tho statement and then mado
this affidavit

Q. Mr, Baldwin, Is the file of the
Cavoll papers on your desk or In your
possession personally up In tho State
Insurance FunU at this time?'

A. I think It Is likely, because I had
it brought in.

Q. Do you remember when you had
It brought In?

A. Yesterday or the day before. Ihad Intended to mention this case my-se- lf

Asserson swore that he had been
visited by a man who said his name
was Frledlander and who represented
himself as coming from the commission,
Frledlander, t. witness said, had told
him that he couwaot expect to get more
than (1,000 for hTOump sum settlement,
but had afterward suggested that ho

Tho money, the wit-
ness said, was paid over to him by
Samuel Epstein, whom he Identified as a
former Interpreter for the commission
and who he said was now In the employ
of Isidore Herz, a private, banker of 224
West Thirty-fourt- h street, at whose in-

stitution certain of the settlement checks
are alleged to have been cashed.

Representatives of labor, capital and
the general public, members of a com
mittee appointed following the Industrial
conference held on September 3 at the
home of Mrs. Henry P. Davison, at Lo-
cust Valley, met here last night at the
Labor Temple, Second avenue and Four-
teenth street, to formulate recommenda-
tions for consideration at the Industrial
conferenco called by President Wilson In
Washington on October 6.

Despite the varying views of the mem-
bers those present found themselves In
general harmony, but It was not until
MrB. Charles Cary Itumsey, da'ughter of
E. JI. Harrlman, demanded a vote thnt
any action was taken. Then tho mem-
bers, who represent community councils

Bertram Fox Hayes Wins
Honor for War Services.

Capt Bertram Fox (Hayes, O. B, H.,
C. B., C M. a., D. 8. O, commander of
the White Star steamship Olympic, has
been knighted by King George for his
distinguished services during the war, ac-
cording to a cable received yesteroay by
the International Mercantile Marine Com-- 1

pany. Tho Olymplo was converted Into
a troopship shbrtly after the outbreak
of hostilities and carried British, Cana-
dian and American thoops across the
Atlantic and In the Mediterranean. She
Is officially credited by the British Ad-- 1

mlralty with the destruction of one sub-- 1

marine and Is believed to have accounted
for others.

The knighting of Capt. Hayes is the
only Instance where this signal honor
has been conferred upon the commander
of a mercantile steamship. The captain
who Is now enjoying a short vacation
at Newfoundland, N. J., modestly omit-
ted to mention the fact upon his recant
arrival at Nerr York aboard the Caltlo.

COP KILLS YOUTH

FLEEING GUNMAN

Finds Boy in nomo and Mis- -'

takes Him for Man Who
Shot Up Garage.

BALKED MOTOR THEFT

Lad Had Boon Shot at Fivo
Times in Garage While

Protecting Car.

Peter Jerabek, 15 yean old, flew for
his life from a gunman who began to
fire at him after he had been balked in
his attempt to take an automobllo out
of Hayden's Garage, 349 Flushing ave-
nue, Brooklyn, where Ijerabek had been
left In charge while Anthony Mathles,
one of the proprietors, went to supper.
He ran to his home, almost next door.
In 341 Flushing avenue, and was fol-
lowed by Policeman Frank O. Lisa,
thinking that ho was on the trail of the
gunman. Lisa found him in his own
room and shot him dead.

"This Is where he was killed," said
John Jerabek, Peter's father, yesterday,
standing at the doorway of the main
room, which Is a parlor, bedroom and
may bo dining room, and pointing at a
spot Just across the threshold and In
the kitchen. On the floor at the foot
of the kitchen table, which nearly
blocked the door, there was a damp spot,
as if the mopping had not dried yet

Mrs. Jerabek stood near tho double
bed, which almost filled the small room.
She was darning a stocking, although
there hardly seemed light enough In
the room, for all the sunshine that was
outside. J

"I was In bed," Bald Mrs. Jerabek,
"when he came In. I heard the door
close and I siys: 'Are you going to
bed, Peter? He sleeps right here with
his two brothers. And he says: 'Yes,
Mama' he always called me Mame,
God rest his soul he says: 'Yes,
Mame, In a few minutes,' I heard
him movln' around and then the door
opened and the policeman come In. No,
my boy didn't come in In a hurry
and he wasn't on the fire escape.
He walked In Just like you'd walk in,
ordinary like. An' the policeman comes
In an' walks across the room an' shoots
him without a word."

"Right on the nose," said his father.

Boy Carried No Gun.
"Peter had no sun," went on Mrs.

Jerabek. "He never had any of those
things. They didn't find no gun on
him. Him. with his one arm In a aline;.
Yes; he fell off a truck." She cried
a little. "He was a good boy with all
the trouble and care we took with him
and ho was big for fifteen and a half

as big as you."
She went downstairs to have her pic-

ture taken.
"All the cops In the district knew

Peter," she said on the way to the
street "It it had been one of the
men on the beat It wouldn't have hap-
pened. We've lived on Flushing avenue
for fifteen years. But this man was
from another precinct He didn't know
Peter."

Next door. In Hayden's garage, the
proprietors of which, the police say, are
Anthony ilathles and Joseph and
Julius Halno, the two Halno brothers
said that they knew nothing of Uie
shooting until they returned that night
from a trip to Coney Island. Mathles
was out

Over in Capt Richard Gray's office
In the Clymer street station house tho
captain told of bits of the case as he
had picked them up on Wednesday night
and of what had been brought out at
the hearing yesterday' morning before
Assistant District Attorney Goldstein In
Plaza Court Brooklyn.

"There were three others In tho
garage beside the Jerabek boy at the
time of the shooting by the gunman.
Their names are Felix Jablowekl don't
know how old ha Is he Uvea at 300
Wallace street He told a pretty good
story this morning. He was scared yet
The other two, are Joseph Waverno,
York street and Hudson avenue, and a
fellow by the name of Freddie. I don't
know his last name.

"None of these lads works In the
garage. They Just, hang out there.
Jerabek. was left In charge of the garage.
Now, according to Felix, a man came
Into the garage and tried to take out
an automobile owned by John Bruck.
Brock's ton had brought tho car Into
the garage a short time before with
six or seven passengers. Well, Jerabek
told him he didn't know htm and that
he could not take the car. It seems
that the man had started the engine.
The argument shifted to the office, and

yea, they were all In the office this
man said to Jerabek: 'If you don't
let me take that car out I'll break your
other arm.' "

Five Shots at Jloy.
The captain Interrupted himself to

sign two papers, and "went on:
"Some of the shooting that followed

must have taken place Inside the office.
There's a hole In the door and the splin-
ters of glarn are on the outside. I
guess those "boysere too scared to do
anything. The man fired five shots, nnd
Jerabek ran out am' up Into his house.

"Lisa, the policeman, was attached
temporarily to this station for strike
duty over on the gas tanks. He was
making a tour when he heard these five
shots. Now, any kind of a policeman
hearing five shots Is going to assume
that some one has been hurt, and It's
his duty not to look for the person to
find out how badly he's hurt but to find
out who did the shooting.

"That's what Lisa thought he was
doing when he went after Jerabek. He
was hunting around In the house when
a man by tho name of William Dalley,
84 Suydam avenue, told him that he had
seen a man on the fire escape of tbe
third floor. Well, this morning Mrs.
Jerabek said tlje boy was going out
again after he came In. She Bald to
him: 'Where are you going?" and ho
said : 'I'll bo back In n few minutes.'

"Lisa went up stairs. It was pretty
dark up there. No one noems to be sure
whether thero was a light or not If
there was, from what I can learn It was
dim. He saw a form near the window,
and he says that he oYdered him to
throw up his hands. According to the
testimony, Jerabek mnde a movement to
draw a weapon and raised his arm In
Lisa's direction. Lisa shot him. At the
autopsy this morning the bullet was
found lodged .at the base of the brain. It
went in through the nose. No; Jerabek
had no gun.

"Mrs. Jerabek said this mornlnr that
she didn't hear the shots outside, and I
questioned her closely on this ; she snld
she had to wake up her two sons, Charles

he's about 21, I guess and William, 8
years old, who were In the room where
the shooting was done. She sent them
out to get their father who has a res-
taurant at 422 Flushing avenue.

"Lisa was paroled in custody of Capt.
John Relth. The trial comes up on Sep-
tember 24."

Indignant dwellers In the High Bridge
section of The Bronx told Magistrate

"You'd better shut up," advised Pa-
trolman Schuber, who regards the Ital-
ian operatic school as obsolete. Alanso
did not even pause, the policeman said,
so a summons Was handed htm to ap-
pear In court

"In, tho old country I could sing as
much as I pleased and I, didn't know
there was a law against It here," the
cobbler protested to the magistrate.

"There Isn't" admitted the court "but
when it prevents others frqm sleeping It
becomes a nuisance and must be sup-
pressed, even though the suppression be
a crime against art It you must sing
closo your doors and windows and lower
Vour voice."

ARMY POULTRY

SALES HASTENED

Detail Butchers Are Asked to
Buy Government's Boast-

ing Chickens.

A drive to aid the city of New York
In disposing of the army's surplus frozen
poultry, which Is being distributed by
A. Sllr. Inc. 416-42- 2 West Fourteenth
street, was started yesterday afternoon
by Arthur Williams. Federal Food Ad-

ministrator for this city, and tho Retail
Master Butchers Committee of the Fair
Price Committee.

The drive got off to a swift start when
the decided to appeal to
each of the 8,000 retail butchers in the
greater city to buy one or more boxes
of the roasting chickens and help the
Government give consumers a chance to
eat chicken at prices below the pre-
vailing market rates.

There are 1,500,000 pounds of the Gov-
ernment poultry In the freezers In tho
metropolitan district and If tho 8.000
butchers will guarantee to buy for re-- 1

tan sale three boxes apiece Uncle Sam
will be ablo to get rid quickly of his
big mess of roasting chlnkens among
New Yorkers.

The chickens are being retailed at 37
cents a pound and the butcher gets four
cents a pound for handling.

The distribution of the army poultry
began Monday and up to lost evening
only 1.000 boxes, weighing 50,000
pounds, had found "their way Into tho
shops. If this rate of ln was kept
up 13,500 pounds a day It would take
five months to dispose of all this food.

It came out at the meeting of the
retail butchers committee that one of
the reasons why butchers are not gob-
bling up. the roasting chickens Is because
the market la being flooded with cold
storage chicken that had to bo released
owing to the expiration of the cold
storage twelve months limit These
chickens are smaller than the army's
surplus roasting chickens and aro sell-
ing for less. P. Q. Foy, the market re-
porter, who accompanied Mr. Sllz to
the committee meeting, explained that
these smaller chickens are being sold
24 cents per pound below the price they
once .commanded. Mr. Foy said every
pound of these birds sold In the market
means a loss to the big packers, who
are releasing them, of 7 cents a pound.

One member of the committee said
he had been able to buy a large quantity
of fresh killed chickens on Wednesday
at 28 cents a pound.

There, has been an lncreaso In the
wholesale price of beef, ranging from
one-ha- lt to one and a half cents a
pound, but the committee of master re-ta- ll

butchers agreed to reduce their
margins so that the price to the con-
sumer will remain unchanged.
