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CITY'S JAILERS NOW
ASK FOR MORE PAY

Matrons Join in Resolutions,
Siting Dangers of Jobs.

Failure by the Commissioner ot Cor-
rections to ask for salary increases' for
employees of his department has elicited
resolutions from the 400 members of the
Keepers and Matrons Association. They
are addressed to the "People and Off-
icials" of the city of New York, and wore
made public yesterday.

The resolutions recite that while the
police are paid from $1,200 to $1,600 for
eigne nours work, tho keepers and ma
trons are compelled to work from twelve
to eighteen hours a day and frequently
oeniea tno privilege of seolng their fami-
lies more than onco In three weeks. The
keepers complain that ono man Is fre
quently compelled to guard fifty crlml
nals, whereas three policemen are de
tailed to guard but one.

"And yet" the resolutions continue,
"we receive the miserable and slavish
pittance ranging from $600 to $1,420
year, regulated by our years of service.
We also point to tho dangerous character
of our employment Wo aro frequently
attacked by criminals, our lives are con-
stantly In danger, members of our force
nave been killed on duty and large nun
bers of them have gono Insane from con-
finement Although wo havo boen phys-
ically exhausted from long hours and
tense vigilance, we havo been fined and
discharged after years of service for
what tho Commissioner has called care
lessness on duty."

Thirty city or county departments or

divisions were represented by the dele-

gates In yesterday's meeting of tho Mu-

nicipal Employees Association. Ono of
them said repeatedly that "wo are go-

ing blindfolded, we are going at ran-
dom, we don't know what wo'ro here
for," until it wan made known posi-
tively that while tho association was in-

tended to be permanent, tho only
object was more money. It

was evident that 10 or 20 per cent, in-

creases would, not satisfy; In fact men-
tion of thoso figures excited laughter:
several voices cried "Fifty per cent,"
whereupon one of the speakers re-

marked that he did not see any use In
chasing the moon and bespoke reason-
able consideration ot the problem. At
one stage of the discussion a mah
shouted: "The delegate from the De-
partment of Education doesn't llko your
methods and would like to. havo his
name stricken from the record."

SO Per Cent. Inorcaso , Advocated.
"I move thnt the gentleman from the

Department of Education be wished
godspeed," chirped another delegate.
Another speaker, Insisting that the cost
of living was up 125 per cent and
wages had almost stood still, said the
association believed that "the city of
Now York was bound to pay Its

a living wago and that Is all
they are asking for." Dr. T. B. Collins,
who has charge of employment at Belle-vu- o

Hospital, testified that It was sim-
ply Impossible to hire scrubwomen and
others ot the lower grades of labor for
what the city offers. He favored 60 per
cent advance for everybody.

A. B. Brandon, who had been reading
an evening newspaper meanwhile, turned
to the assembly and Bald: "Seo that.
The Mayor says that the men who are
working, to hotter our conditions are
agitators and have got to bo fired. You'll
not get anything from the Board of
Estimate. You gotta get out and make
a lot of noise. You have got to concen-
trate on the Legislature. You know the
salaries of members of tho Legislature'
aro going to bo Increased from $1,500 to
$3,500 this winter. We'vo got to ask
each candidate If he favors an Increase
for us. We'vo got to go over the head
of tho Board of Estimate like the
teachers did."

The reply to this proposal was that
tho meeting was not political, that no
campaign pledges were being exacted
and that the city employees would ex-
haust every normal method of appeal be-

fore attempting "any action that tended
to alienate the sympathy of the public."
This view, set forth by C. A. Weiss of
tho Department of Charities, was
generally applauded
