LENOIR REPRIEVED-

LewoTr was convicted, The execution
was puspended and the condemned man
remalned in his cell,

Nothing has been'given out ofMclally
concerning the personages who may be
nffected by noir's death door mocusa-
tions, but members of the Chamber of
Peputies, In discussing the matter to-
day. nsserted that the Calllaux cuse wis
mentloned and also that the nama of
Erncest Judet, formerly owner of the
Yaris newspaper L'Eclair, whe is under
indictment here on a charge of hating
had dealings with the enemy In the pur-
chasge or founding of French newspapers
with German capital, enme up.

The arrest of another member of the
Chamber of Deputlea and alse of A
prominent newspuper owner l= sald to
be expected shortly in connection with
Lenolr'as statement, and it was even as-
werted that his revelatlon might cause
a gopening of the Humbert case.

Lenolr's escape from ths walting

coed, to enter the waiting automoblle
which was to convey him to the Vin-
connes Wood and death., M. de Molines,
Lonoir's lawyer, nearly had an alter-
ration with Capt. Jullen whils endeavar-
ing to procurs a few minutes resplte
for the prisoner that he might tele-
phone to M. Ignace, Under Becretary of
State for Military Justice.

OALLS LEAGUE ONLY HOPE

Both Great and Small Nations
- Must Join in Bringing
Peace to World.

Pams, Sept. 10, — "Germany came
through this war a perfeal dynamo of
atrength.

“I'io natlon has been compressed Into
a concentrated masa, which Is surcharged

“It will not matisfy the militarints of
flermany to return to the factorles If
tihelr war worp nelghbors weaken thems
telves further and deliberately offer
themselves as prey to the Prussiun
spirit.

“What ie to encourage the Democrata
i Germany who are trying to get away

m militarism? Europe rapldly Ia
driving on toward a situation which
eventually must result la a coalition be-
tween Russin and Germany and the
abealute destruction of many of tha
newly created Powers unless steps be
taken to prevent It ».

1t went to the table,
whence Mr, Norris will call it up when
he ls ready to tell what he knows and
why he thinks the Inguiry necessary.
It in known ho Is determined to press
the matter and that he belleves good
reasons for an Inquiry can be shown,
The resolutlon reads:

Retrenchment be
and 1t Is hereby Instructed to Investi-
gnta such charges and reporta, and re-
port to the Senate, first, the actlons of
the Civil Bervice Commission in such
examinations and certificates, and pec-
ond, If the committe finds that the Post-
master-General s guilty of such
charges, then was such actlon on the
part of the Pastmaster-General taken
with the consent and the knowladge of
the President of the United States.”

RUMANIANS LOOT AS
THEY QUIT HUNGARY

Country Being Laid Bare and
Civilians Robbed.

Buparest, Sept. 10— The situation
here Is growing more coritical. Aws the
Rumanians withdraw they costinus to
Jrrquluonn raliway equipment of all
kinda It 1s stated in Hungarian quor-
ters that the food in Budapest is Insuf-
folent to care for the needs of the
peopla,

Not only have the Rumanans falled to
arm the Hungarian police as they were
fequested and promised 1o but they
have losted the polios equifment and
arrestod the policemen. The telephone
equipment has beéen removed [rom the
ministerinl offices so In case of disturb-
ancos the situation will be aggravated
by lack of communieation.

The Rumanlans are taking with them
dlmost everything movable on which
they can lay their hands. It #s learned
from the lnes of withdrawal that they
have been selziag jJewelry from women
and children and confiscating live stock,
fodder and agricultural lmplements,

What appears to be the gravesl aspect
of the eltuation, however, ls the great
number of locomotives and cars the Ru-
maninas have taken away, praotically
istripplng the country of tha means of
mdlway transport. ‘They also have
selzed an enormous amount of artillery,
pmmunition, alrplancs and other mill-
| tary material,

Assert Their People Did Not
Approve an Alliance }Vlth
Germany.

Panmn, Bept. 18,~The trenty of peace
between the allled and associated Powers
and Bulgarln was prerented to the Buls
garian misslon at the ¥rench Forelgn
CfMes to-day. After the delegittes had
ndsembled Georges Clemencoau, presi-
dsnt of the Peace Conference, spoke
briefly In opening the session, He was
followed by Gen. Theodoroff, head of the
Bulgarian mission.

M. Theodoroff spoke for fifteen min-
utes, pleading that the Bulgarian people
were not responsiblo for the war, but
that the Bulgarian Government had
thrown the country Into the Struggle.
Ha realized, however, he sald, that the
poopls must ghare the responaibility,

“They are willing to do go" he sa"ld.
“but feel that In no way have they com-
mitted such a orime as will compel them
to necept mervituda''

King Ferdinand and Vaseil Radosla-
volf, Bulgarian Forelgm Minister In 1514,
wora blamed for Bulgarin's entry Into
the war by M. Theodoroff. Hé sald the
Bulgarian people did not approve of the
Cerman  alliance, which, he declared,
"eame to them as a cataclysm,” but they
realized they must anccept part of the
responsaibility.

Faulta Are Admitted.

"We have semymitted fuults,” he sald,
*and we shall bear their consequences
within the bounds of squity, but there
I3 a punishmeént no crime can justify,
and that s servitude.™

Each of the twenty-seven Govern-
ments participating in the conference,
Ineluding Rumania, was prosent, Frank
L. Polk, head of the United States dele-
gntlon, Bat on M, Clemenceau's right
and Biy Hyre Crowo, the mnbw British
plenipotentinry to the Peaco Conference,
sat on the president’s left.

The Bulgarian delegat AL Theodo-
roff, M, Ganeff, M. Bakcixor, M. Stam-
builweky and M. Horzoff, entered after
the other delegates, who ross when the
eremy representatives appeared, The
Bulgurians showed courtcous confldence
in thelr demeanor.

Twenty-five dnys are allowed Bulgarin
to presont observations on the treaty
terms.

The dellvery of the treaty wan marked
by little ceremony, Let by Gen, Theo-
doreff the Bulgarinns entered the For-
elgn Office, thelr dark visages showing
not trace of emotion, contrasting sharply
with she pale, drawn countenances dla-
played by the Garman plenipotentiaries
at the Versailles ceremony and with Dr.
Renner's almost jovial appearance on the
pccasion of the Austrlan treaty signa-
ture at 8t CGermain.

In the letter Villa sald heShad large
quantities of ammunition and twice an
many mén unider wnng as ot any time
sinco 1815. Villa almo suys he has
planty of money, having eaptured more
than 1,000,000 pesos In gold and silver
Government eoln and bulllon from a
traln betwsen Chihuahua and Durango,

The revolutlonary leader called Gen.
Gonzales, & Carranza officer, a “most
arrant coward,”” and eald Gonzales
would have surrendered to the revolu-
tlonista at Juarez within fifteen minutes
it the United States troops had not
cromsed the border. Ha declared he had
explalnod enrefully the dunger of shoot-
ing woross the border and that not a
bullet from his guns entered El Paso,
But, ha sdded, when CGen. Gonzales saw
that he had lost tha olty hie sent an urg-
ent appeal to the Amerlonn commander
begging him to Yntervens. Fearing his
appenl would not Le heeded, Villa sald,
Gonzales ordered his men deliberately
to fire Into El Paso.

Also [t devel-
oped some interesting viewa of the re-
Intlons of the peace treaty to the status
of the $760,000,000 of German property
solzed eince this country went loto ths
War,

When Benator Calder called up hin
reslution Senntor Jonea (N, M) op-
posed It and moved Its referance to the
Judiclary Commitice.

Senators Borah (1daho) and Under-
wood (Ala.) foined in opposing the
resolution, the latter declaring that the
Allen Froperty Custsdlan had been In-
ventignted and that the experts areynow
expmining the office, ik proceeding that
would have to be duplicated If a Benata
committes also made an Investigation.

"Tha Allen Property Custodian has
takon over $750,000,000 worth of prop-
erty In some 30,000 estaten” declared
Senator Calder, “and If a quarter of ths
charges that are heard are true, there
ghould be an Investigation.”

“All this was the subjeot of an in-
quiry before the Judiclary sub-commit-
tes that eonsidered Mr. Palmer’s noml.
nntion for Attornay-General,” sald Sen-
etor Underwood, “and It declarved In
faveor of his nomination.”

“Many of the charges thn‘t are mude
wore not Investignted at that time,” re-
piled Senator Cualder, "because they
were not of a charncter that ocould be
considered In that inquiry.”

“This fund which the Allen Property
Custodian has reallzed from the sale of
German propertles Ia a trust fund to
meet all pre-war clalms of Americans
agalnet the German Govarnment, such
as thoss arleing out of the ¢lalma of the
Lusitanic and other outrages,” nald Sen-
ator Lodge (Masw), *It should cer-
tainly be safeguarded with all care.”

“Thero 18 no doubt that the German
Government l& trying to break down the
atatus of the Allen Property Custodian's
ofMee,”” Senntor Tnderwood then sald
“The report of the custodian was sent
n Germany, translated Into German“and
publithed as & propgeanda document,

"Among other things, It attempted to
exousa tha Lranafer of German property
In the United States to Amerlean clti-
#ens In anticlpation of the war ns &
means to protect It It deglared alsn
the hope that the Senate Investigation
would lead to a review of the mibject, to
the advantage of the owners of German
property. The Germans have admitted
thelr desire to destroy this trust fund
from which American' claims are to be
pald. 1 do not belleve thut It ecan be
accomplished, but I do hellave reflac-
tions on the conduct of the Allen Prop-
erty Custodian'e oMice are calculated to
play into thelr hands.'

“If the treaty ia not ratified,™ iInter-
Jeoted Sanator Hitcheock (Nebhl), “the
United States will be deprived of the
great benefit which is conferred upon it
in the treaty In Germany's agreement (o
valldate all the acts of the Alfen Proper-
ty Custodian., There Is no Inw under
which thesa thinga enuld have been done
nnd our only protection fa the German
agreement to nccept them.

“In 1828 Germany and the United
# renewnl of n tredty of 1798 setting
forth the methods of handling In each
ebuntry, In cake of war, the property of
nationals of the other. It provided that
the natlonnls of each country should
have all protection, be permitted nina
months in which to leave and that thelr
property should be sacred from selzure.
Under that treaty provision wo have no
right to take this fund for the claims
of Amerlcans ngainst Germany, and only
the agreement which haa been written
futo the treaty could make this legal”
