go pioneer automobiles cut their way.
Spectacular as the race Ik, there Is n
rery sober and practical Men baclc of
it, for In a few years a transcontinental
path through the sky will bo needed for
commercial and pleasure voyagers.

As Lleut.-Co- l. H. M. Hlckam of the
Army Air Service announced yesterday,
the feeling of tho Air Service Is that the
people are entitled to nil tho benotlts of
the knowledge and experience of the
service that can be turned to commer-
cial advantage. Tills race, with tne
.consequent quickening of Interest In al

matters throughout tho coun-
try, and the establishment of tho one
necessity of commercial aviation, land-
ing fields, will cut down many Of the
difficulties In tho path of aerial tram a
and aid the United States to ieep her
place among the other nations In aero-
nautical progress.

Details and rules of the race were
made yesterday by the American Flying
Club, which, with tho army officials, IS
to manage the race.

Up to the present tlmo It Is known
that at least nfty-stve- n army filers will
start from MIneola, while twenty-thre- e

will take off at Sun .Frahcleco. The
rules are much the fcnma as those In the
highly successful New York-Toron- to

race. 'Each pilot must stop for at least
thirty minutes at each of the following
control stations t Blnghamton, Roches-
ter, Buffalo, Cleveland, Bryan, Chicago,
Rock Island, Dea Moines, Omaha, St.'Paul, North Platte, Sidney, Cheyenne,
Wolcott, Green River, Salt Lake City,
Salduro, Battle Mountain, Reno and
Sacramento. Pilots from the Paclflo
sldo will use tho sarno stations.

Longest Flight ISO allies.
The longest hop between stations Is

the gap of 180 miles between Cleveland
and Bryan. Tho other stations nre as
evenly spaco as posslblo over the 2,700
mile route. Tho route Is practically
that selected by Capt Itoy N. Francis.

Eighteen prizes are to be given by
the American Flying Club. As machines
of many different types nnd sizes are
entered, Including a number of British
and French planes, the winners prob-
ably will be the speediest planes for
this type of work, although the skill,
daring and endurance of tho aviators
themselves will play a very largo part
in their finishing order. The prizes are
divided among three classes of perform-
ance. These are:

L Time competition. First place to
be awarded to the pilot crossing the
continent In tho shortest time, Irre.
epectlvf of stops and actual flying time.
The machine I hit makes the flight first
gtts tho first prize In this class,

1. Speed contest. In this there will
t6 as many clOBses as thero are types
ot machines. First, second and third
will bo awarded the pilots having the
shortest flylnB time. Rules of the Amer-
ican Flying Club will be followed.

rZ. Handicap Competition. This will be
based on actual flying time, but each
class (type of machine) will be given a
handicap percentage based upon its re-

ported speed as computed by the techni-
cal section In their official tests. Here
also the rules of the American Flying
Club as used In the New York-Toron- to

contest will bo folowcd.
Concerning the value of the race, the

statement of tho American Flying Club
tays:

"Tho Army Air Service, under the or-
ders of Gen. ilenoher, has arranged this
race as tho greatest reliability test of
modern machines ever made. Data com-
piled from the various machines, the
pilots of which will keep log books. Is
expected to bo of great value. As practi-
cally every type of machine now In the
possession of tho array will be flown by
the best and most experienced pilots, it
la probable that the long looked for 'Ideal
machine' may. be evolved as the result
of the test

pnrnlon From Army Desired.
Practically every pilot entered In the

race Is an advocate of tho separate
air service department. All aro mem-
bers of tho American Flying Club at
T.hlch a poll was taken of Its 1,100
members last week on the Question of
whether or not there should bo a
separate government devoted to the air
service. This poll showed that pg per
cent, of tho practical fliers were In'
favor of separate service. As 80 per
cent, of tho club membership Is com-
posed of men who are actual pilots and

have had long xprlee In the air,
this poll Is taken, to show what the
real fliers want

"In addition to b a greal reliability
test of the present machines, the race
Is oxpected to develop widespread In-
terest In aviation, as tho whole public
will bo enabled to see the machines
cither In flight or at the controls. There
Is n possibility that tho Southern air
route may bo followed on the return
trips, owing to the likelihood of there
being cold weather toward the end of
October. The distance by air between
New York and Ban Francisco ns the
race Is planned Is 1,701 miles, making
the total air distance to be covered
fi.40mlles.

In his statement Meut-Co- l. Hlckam,
Chief of the Information Group, Army
Air Service, said :

"The principle on which I am work-
ing Is that as) n result of the war the
air service has now centred In It most
of the material, experience and per-
sonnel In aeronautics, and we feel that
tho people of the United" States are
entitled, as a salvage from their Invest-
ment In the air service, to alt the benefits
of our knowledge and experience that
can be turned to commercial advantage.
Naturally one of the most Important
things In developing commercial aviation
Is to have a well recognized and well
organized transcontinental routo from
New York to Ban Francisco. As a re-

sult of this race we will have such a
route In a practicable, workable condi-
tion. It seems to me that (he Import-
ance of this to commercial aviation
cannot be overestimated,

"A board recently has been Appointed,
consisting of members of the Army and
Navy Weather Bureau, for systematizing
the gathering and dissemination of
meteorological data to every contestant
at least twice a day, And thta Includes
not only a forecast of general weather
conditions along the routo, but nn ac-
curate description of the weather at each
station, which will bo'.nvallable to tho
man flying to that station. The Im-

portance of this step to commercial
aviation Is easily seen.

"We are getting excellent results from
our requests forcooperatlon In the muni-
cipalities along the routo and I fee'
that we will have no difficulty In getting
emergency landing fields marked In each
town. Having these will perpetuate the
route and make It possible for commer-
cial Arms to take some advantage of It
All these municipalities Want to know Is,
how often ships will call at their field.
If they could bo sure that the ship could
call very frequently there would be
Rcarcely any difficulty In getting tht
necessary facilities."

STEEL BRIEF CITES WAS.

AUs Anti-Tru- st Halt Decision on
Present Condition

Washington, Sept 27. In a supple-
mental brief filed to-d- the United
States Steel Corporation asked the Su-

premo Court to decide the pending anti-
trust case brought by the Government
under tho Bherman act on the basis of
the situation In tpe steel Industry grow-
ing out of the wv.1- - Instead of upon con-
ditions twenty years ago. The cLse is
to be argued soon after tho court recon-
venes on October 6.

The corporation pointed out that In
1001 It produced E0.1 per cent of tho
steel, while In 1911 Its proportion was
only 40.7 per cent

Potrfttng out that despite Its failure
to have the suit decided before the
war, the corporation had proceeded to
expend enormous sums of money en-

larging Its plants which enabled It to
meet "every requirement of the Gov-
ernment to the end of the war," the
brief askew.

Can tut,?oiM doubt that the cor?
poratlon's ublllty to meet it was due
to the very size and strength of which
the Government complains as 'concen-
trated ftconomlc powert" And ought
this paver so efficient and so useful
to tho public In time of stress and so
easy of public control be ruthlessly
destroyed on a mere theory that It may
possibly Jo .abusejHJ'

RUMANIAN PLOT BLOCKED.

Effort to Belie Budapest Phones
Defeated.

Vienna, Sept 27. The Rumanians
havo attempted to seito the telephone
equipment at the palace at Budapest
according to despatches from that city.
The palace attendants, however, warned
In tlmo, removed the Instruments and
gave them to the American mission.

When the Rumanians arrived, the
Budapest advices ray. a small British
detachment with 11: d bayonets com-
pelled them to leave the palace grounds.
