Advisory Conncil Indorses

Plan for Exempting Mort-gag- a

Interest From Tax.

ArrnovES $10,000 limit
bolds Moasnro Would Bcmovo

Ono of Principal Oausos of
Housing Shortage.

' The Advisory Council of Real Estate
Inltrests has Joined with tho Merchan,ts
jlitoctatlon of New York In Ha Indorse-

ment of the proposed Federal legislation
ejenptlne mortgage Interest from the
Federal Income tax law.

The council after a careful study of
tilt situation has concluded that there
It grave need for doing something to
remove one of the principal causes of
lb present housing shortage In the city,
State and nation. Although mortgage
security was of unquestioned value duri-

ng; the war period, the necessity for
new Federal revenue brought as high

t (0 and 70 per cent taxes from all
sources onto the heads of the larger tax-

payers, with the result that they were
compelled to seek relief through tax ex-

empt securities. With this, the coun-

cil says, came a marked Increase In the
amount of tax exempt bonds for sale,
pirtlcularly municipal bonds.

In view of these conditions the coun-

cil has Issued the following statement:
"The disturbed condition of the mort-jjg- e

market and tho responsibility felt
by many members of this council for
their Inability to handle as largo an
tmount of mortgage money as appears

n be expected of them has led us to
take a special Interest In the proposal of
the housing committee or ine aiercnanis
Association of New York that exemption
from the Federal income tax shall bo ex
tended to all Interest on mortgages
owned by a taxpayer to a principal or
1(0,000 or less.

"It Is well known that municipal Issues
tnd good real estato mortgages usually
offer about the same Interest return.
Discrimination against the real estate
mortgage was Inevitable when half or

of the Interest was taken by
the Federal Government by direct taxat-

ion and the municipal. State and na-
tional bonds were made cither entirely
or very largely exempt Delng of the
opinion that the exemptions accorded to
the other securities will not be materially
modified within the next few years, the
advisory council urges that the discrimi-
nation against mortgage Interest shall be
removed to the extent proposed by the
Merchants Association. It believes that
the real estate market can be ade-
quately financed by allowing an exempt-
ion on no more than $40,000 of mort-
gages In one ownership, and such a limi-
tation obviates the charge that mort-
gages will be made available for evad-
ing the heavy Income tax on the very
wealthy classes.

'The council therefore approves of the
McLaughlin bill now pending before Con-tre- ss

and has assured the Merchants As-
sociation of Its support and cooperation."
