PRISONERS IN PERIL
GIVE NEGRO TO MOB

Sheriff Tells of Scene in
Burning Court House.

OMARA, Sept. 20.—8herlt M. L. Clark,
who had charge of wbout 100 prisoners
at the cousty jall on an upper floor of
the Court Houme when the mobh last
night set fire to the bullding 'n Its search
for the negro who later was lynched,
told to-night how he trisd 10 fNght off
the mob,

dolng 80 by the SherlT and his deputles.

Sailings of Shipping Board's
Vessels Suspended Owing
to British Strike.

84 CRAFT ARE RECALLED

Altogether 221 Are Affected—
Few Chanees for Diversion
of Cargoes.

WasminagTon, Sept. 20.—The British
rallway strike has tled up considerably
more tham a milllon tons of American
shipping. The Shipping Board to-day
suspended all snilings of Bhipping Board
veaseln for British ports, and In to recall
to homa ports eighty-four vemssls which
are outbound, londed for varlous desti-
nations in the British lales

The following telegram was sent out
to-day by W. F. Taylor, assistant direc-
tor of the divislon of operations, to all
operators :

To avold congestion und bunkering
diMoulties as result of Impending
rallway strike, and in line with aso-
tlon lkely to be taken by British
owners, all silingn of Shipping Board
vesseln for United Kingdom ports are
hereby suspended and vessols ordered
held in port. Discontinus at ones
further bookings, loading and clear-
anoes for United Kingdom ports,
This mesaage wan prompted not by the

tle.up- in all' British ports but by an
order In souneil lssued by the RBritish
Government. The order In council pro-
hibited the furnishing of bunker coal or
the giving of bunker licensas to any Yes-
peln in United Kingdom ports except those
under the British Mag.

There are now sighty-seven American
vessels in various British ports, They
will be held there Indafinitaly unless they
have bunkered. In addition to this there
nre fifty vessels of §50,000 deadwelght
tonnage loading carge’in American ports
destined for United Xingdom ports,
Theso vessols will be held up and lond.
ing #toppwl. The slghty-four veascls
putbound umler lond aggregate 429,000
deadwelght tons, makitg in all 221 ships
of 1,354,000 deadweight tons of Ametl-
ean shipping effectively tied up, The
veasels that may be able Lo leave British
porta may eut this figure down, but the
cut Is notl exps-ted to be appreciable.

Just how long the tle-up will last,
Shipping Board officials do not know,
Offhand there appear few posaibllities
for diversion of the oargoes. Vessels
ullocnted for curgoes for the United
Kingdom which have not started to ioad
ean be divertad to other uses, but op-
wrating officials are in a quandary as Lo
what to do with the vemsels loaded and
outbound,
