HENKES'S SENTENCE
CUT TO FIVE YEARS

Wilson Inl‘t-r:cnu-in Case of
Pro-German Captain.

Wassuinaron, Sept, 30, —Sentence of
twenty-five years Imprisonment Im-
posed Ly milltary court martinl on
Capt. David A. Henkes of the SBixteenth
Infantry, who attempted to resign from
the army during the war to esoape
“making war on my kindred upon their
soil"” has been reduced to five years by
President Wilson.

Henkes was tried at Governors
Island, N. Y., In February, 1918, and
the reduction of the sentence was an-
nounced to-day in speclal army orders.

He was brought back from France
and convicted of “attempting to avold
eervice, demonstrating disloyalty to the
Covernmont of the Unlted Etatea and
sympathy with its enemien” Henken
is now serving his semtence at the Dis-
ciplinary Barracks at Fort Leaven-
worth, Kan.

Three lottars wers writtan by Henles,
one to the Bearetary of War and two
the Adjutant-Gencral, He asked that
his resignation as an army ofMcer be
pocepted on the ground that his wife
was an Austrian and his father a Ger-
man,

Henkes was sent back from Gen,
Porshing's army for trial because of
thesa letters, The sevority of his sen-
tence, according to ofcers of the Ad-
Jutant-General's department, was dues
to evidence that he was in touch with
Von Bernstorfl's agents and that he
contributed funds for German propa-
ganda here and worked for peace at
eny price up to the time the United
States entered the war,

Thia evidence was discovered nafter
he was brought back from France. On
Innding he was permitted to telephone
his wife. Officera who listened in heard
Lim instruct her to burn all his papers,
Before she could do so they were selzed.

He had sérved in the Hegular Army
nineteen years when he was convicted
and dishonorably discharged. He be-
gan his milltary lfe as a private in
the First Wisconain Infantry in 18508,
His homes wias In lown.
