Enw. mare convineingly than anything
hich wo could say, that the head of the,
United Staten Steel Corporation stands
stubbornly for autocratic control of ine
dustry. He belleves In the system un-
der which a small board of directors
pave absolute sway over the conditions
of labor in un industry, while the great
srmy of workers who are vitally con-
eerned have nothing to say,

“The Judge's talk about the danger
of domination of the steel Industry by
trades unions Is just a smoke soreen
thrown out to obscure the issues. The
workers I the steel Industry are de-
mandifg the right of collective bargain-
ing in the only practical way It can
be had—through the trades union move-
mant.

“Judge Gary Is openly and positively
refusing them this right. His statement
that the Steel Corporation ls willing to
deal with individual employecs smacks
of the eighteenth century. In the frst
piace, how can his corporation make
even o preience of ‘hearing complaints’
from ita 260,000 employees individually?
In the second place, what chance has an
fndividunl employee Wwhen dealing with
thls monster corporation?

dustry, which in normal times produce
66 per cent of the country's steel, are
operating “100 per cent.”

Further light on the situation with
regard to the production of steel was
cast to-dny by an examination of momsa
of the collaternl markets in Pittsburg.
The market for scrap, for inmtance, is
practically dead. Since the war rush
the steel makers have made n practice
of mizing half heavy melting steol scrap
with thelr heatsn, The dealera In L]
commodity here have been advieed to
stop all shipmenta on coniriots and no
Males except In Inmignificant lots to small
plants unaffected by the strlke have
beent mude within the last ten days.

" An Index te Produetion,

Just before the strike wan called Steel
officials ndmitted that they were short
of this scrap. The cesfiation of activity
In Ita purchase s therefore taken as
in excellent Index to the cut In steel
production.

The mgst encournging reports which
reached the steel men, however, came
from the Shenango Valley, hitherto hard
hit by the strike. Thence It was ro-
ported that 2,630 out of the 3,000 em-
ployees of thes Shenango plant of the
American Sheet and Tin Platd Company
were at work, From the Newoeasile
plant came a report that 1,7000 out of
2,000 were on the job,

) Amother Furnnce Starts,

One more furnmce was blown In at
the Edgar Thomson plant at Braddock
to-day, giving the company elght out
of eleven furnaces wolng. Sharon aleo
reported “good progress following the
suppreasion of disorder.”

One factor which has helped the steel

crimination. The United States Steel
Corporntion in its dealings secures what-
ever experts it chooses to represent it
but it refuses to grant Its employees the
same right. It derfes them the privilege
of hiring skilled representatives who are
eapable of presenting the ‘'workers' case

did now want a strike, We will let the
facts speak on that. We feel safe in
mying that ind the rights of free speech
and peaceable assemblage not been de-
nled the steal workers In the Plttsburg
district, the steel strike all over the
Tnited Stafes would have been practls
cally 100 per cont. In-every steel centre
where they were enabled to come to-
gither and discuss thelr grievances the
serl workers struck to a man.

“If the Judge cares to delude himeolf
thut the men are returning to work, well

They
have Issued big posters to be placed in
all labor centres announcing that many
forelgners have left well pald jobs which
It wonld ordinarily take men
years in the steel bualness to attaln,
They call on all Amerieans to jump In
and take advantage of {(his situntion.
The companies have agaln stressed the
Amerlcanism issus In the strike by In-
sisting In several plants that all appll-
cants for jobs have either citizenship
papors or give evidence of thelr inten-
tion to become citizens.

Foster Goes to Washington,

Willlam Z. Foster left/for Washington
to-night, accompanied by M. F. Tighe
of the Amalgamated Assoclation of Stesl
and Iron Workers, to testify before the
committes to-morrow. He was accom-
panied by several aids and by 5 mass
of documentury evidence as to conditlons
here. Ho seemed not the least worried
over the grilling with regard to his own
radicallsm which every oie expects he
s to get.

Foster had telegraphed the committes
that he would ke to walt to appear un-
til the committes comea to Plttsburg.

Pittaburg generally Is of the oplinien
that the indusiry has been crippled by
the sirike and that some means shelld
be taken (0 settle I. This should not be
taken to mean, however, that Pittsburg
and the distriet s In sympathy with
the uniens and thelr leadors, Quite the
contrury seems to be the ease. The
unions are getting thelr support almost
exclusively from thelr own ranks,

The big plant of the Jones & Laughlin

The erux of the whole problem soams
to be the fixed Iden among labor men
that the Government Is committed to
the polley of smashing the unlons. Any
such Intentlon Is repudiated in behalf
of the Government, but apparently the
trinde unlons want some more effeotive
Ruarantee onp this paint and they are
dissatisfled that the Goyernment resists
the agitatioh for calling Parllament to-
gether,

Abont 2,000 Tralnse Operated,

Thare han besn a remarkable Increass
in the traine operating to-day, accord-
ing to the Ministry of 'Traauaport,
amounting to 2,000, or double yester-
day's totml, exclusive of the tubes and
underground roads In London, which
provided & much improved service, and
promise still bwtier to-morrow, as hun-
drede of men are ‘belng trained,

It s puserted that the men are golng
back to the rallwaya In large numbers,
but it Is diMoult to say whether traine
are belng operated by volunteers or re-
turning strikers

The food and other publle services
vontinue efficlent work, and the people
of Londom were much leas inconven-
leneefl to-dny owing to the resumption
of the underground services, while there
was & complete absence of disorders.

Nohody has yet attempted to estimats
the financlal loss the strike has Infllcted
on the country, nor the number of per-
#ong thrown out of work, In addition o
the striksrs thameel Facteries and
business houses everywhers are rulning
with depleted staffs, many of the London
houses closing nt 4 o'clock. The London
newspapers with the largest circulations
are printing only four pages and for-
elgn newa Is almost ignored.

“All departments of all our pinhts,

WORKERS' DEMANDS
CLOSE PRINT SHOPS

pasted the following notice In thelr aMops
yesterday | .

"Fending the completion of negotin-
tlons now in progress, wage scales, hours
and sub practices In effect October 1,
will be maintained, At the request of
the president of Typographioal Unlon 6,
another conference will be held Friday,
Oatober 3. In all the propoeals made by
the employera there hfia been an offer
to marbitrate any of the gquestions In-
volved, If the negoliations go to ar-
Mirntion wages, hors and working con-
ditlons will be adjusted In ncgordance
with the arbitrators’ Aindingm.”

John Adams Thaytr.{n::utlvn secre-
tary of the Perlodieal Publishers Asso-
clntion, sald It was Impossible for the
radical element not affiliated with the
International to win. Thelr demands if
granted would prevent publishers from
continuing in business at a profit, he
anld

“Of course It can be understpod reand-
lly that the advertising rajes could be
inoreassd and will be Increased as time
goes on for reasona other than the in-
crensod cost of manufacturing,” he went
on. “But advertising rates seldom nre
incresded over night. What ia desired
by publishers and employing printers I8
that stability which comea from cone
tracts made with local unions and guar-
antead by the Internatlonal.

“Inasmuch as labor In the printing
business s nt leaat 30 per cent, below

the componitors will have so much time
lo spend with tholr wives and families,
for the printing officea will pay overtime
for the four hours that they out off the
forty-eight Hours This will .nake the
Incrense to $567 a week Instead of 850,
which they demand.”

discusning advertising ratos Mr,
Thayer sald :

“While not speaking oMelally, I am
firmly of sthe bellef that those publica-
tlons charging one-half a cont a llne per
thousand of clrculatior are making &
rate much lower than conditiens war-
rant:"

Mr. Thayer referred to the high price
of paper and the cost of pecond class
postage and sald that publishors would
have to Increass thelr rates nhaut 25 per
oenL, :.1- meet the abnormal conditions
now nfronting the business, Mr,
Thayer sald that not only had all the
pubileaflons represented by the Perlodl-
onl Publishers Assoclation determined to
stamp out Bolshevik unlonism, but that
they had bben jolned by Independent
publighern as well,

According to Mr. Thayer, the publica-
tone which suspended yesterday Include
Collier's, many of Ythe muagazines lssted
by the Frank A. Munsey Company, the
Christian Herald, the Motvopolitan, Ours
rent Opinion, Good Hewsekeoping, Hore
pev's Hazaar, Hearst's, Howse and Gor-
den, Imdependant, McUall's, MeClure's,
Coamopolitan, Owutlook, People’s Home
Journal, Pitorial Review,” Theatre, To-
day's, Housewifn, Vanity Fair, Vopue,
