A "bomb” that proved to consist only
of two electric bhatterles wired together
gave a mall clerk In Mount Vernon &
ad pcare yesterday and a few anxlous

momenta to Inspector Michasl M., Landy
of the Yonkers police, whose job It waa
to test the thing. The mall clerk, re-
calling  the precedent established in
Manhattan by a brother clerk in folling
the July 1 bomb plot, sensed something
docidedly wrong when he came upon
the package with the ends of electric
wires protruding.

The bundle was addressad to N, E.

The clerk discovered
that the package had been malled In
Mount Vernon. He notified his super-
intendent and then lit owt for Yenkers,
where the only officlal expert on com-
bustibles could be found.

Inspector Landy took the package and
boldly tested the wires with an electric
detonator. Had |t been a bomb the
Inspector would probably have vaniahed
simultaneously with thes explosion.
Nothing happened und the joker was
unwrapped.

The pressrooms of all of the plants
where thess men quit had been closed |
since Wednesday morning by order of
the Printers League, which answered the
ultimatum of the suspended pressmen’s
and feeders’ unions by banishing them
from thelr establishments. The employ-
ers had endeavorad to find work for
thoss employees who remained loyal to
them, and were doing their best to keep
the componing rooms open even though
thare was no Immediate prospect of re«
opening tha pressrooma. The componsing
room walkouts, It was sald, did not
therefore harm them, and as the men
have decided to give themsalves “a holl-
day," as they way, they are merely re-
leving the employers of unnecessary ex-
pense.

Offer of Complete Surrender,

The actlon wna decried, however, by
Col. Willlam Green, chairman of the spe- '
elal committee of empioyers in charge
of strike arrangemapts, as being an ex-
ample of the mob spirit which Is respon-
wlble for all of the local troubls. 1t was
pointed out that Mr. Rouse and other
heads of “Big Six" had stated that the
trouble makers were acting on thelr own
inftintive, and that the union had vir-
tually washed its hands of all responsi-
bility for the actions.
