"Jlr. Fltrpatrlck said the unions wero
not seeking to get alt tho men Into the
uninnn nnH in nfnm h irtftrt hnn
lule." said Senator Jones (N. M.).
"Tou seem to agree, at 'any rato you
don't object, to the unions as ouch ; you
art willing that anybody who likes may
belong to a union, and they donic insist
that everybody must belong or tho shop I

be made a closed one."
'It's a question of facts," was the re-

ply. unions will get In all the em-
ployees they can. IUIb not truo that
they seek to get onlyn representation of
them. Whenever they have the power
they will compel the owners to contract
with tho unions, as they do1 all over tho
world, wherover It is In their power.
Then the non-unio- n men cannot work ex-
cept through the union.

"I wish you gentlemen would learn
the facts. In this and other countries,
where the unions have claimed that
thoso not members can still get employ-
ment In union establishments. If that
is truo anywhere it is a new' plan that
i have not known of. The shop that is
partly union and partly non-unio- n will
toon- - be made a closed shop, in their
opinion. That Is the Intention."

"You have no objection to men be-

longing to the union," said Senator
Jones, which I assume that you
mean that a proportion of them, but
not all, may belong to the union?"

Affiliations Not Questioned.
"No, we do not question whether men

belong to tho union. We don't know
tho number who belong except as the
mep have said that they did not want
to, strike and wanted to work. We do
not apk who belongs. I couldn't even
have told you whether the witnesses
from among our employees who appeared
here yesterday were union men or not."

"You recognize the right to organize
and you have no objection to your men
belonging to unions, but you refuse to
meet and negotiate with tho representa-
tives of .unions. Of what use. then, is
tho union?" asked Senator Walsh.

"If 10 per cent of the men could Join
the union and secure a contract with the
employer dealing with the labor of that
10 per cent., that minority would havo
the right to force tho remaining 90 per
cent to join. That is the Inevitable
result"

"But why should you not say to the
leaders of this 10 per cent of union men.
You represent only 10 per cent, t I want

the 90 per cent also to be represented,
pursued Senator Walsh.

"I said in my letter that I didn't
think the committee represented our
men. With ordinary intelligence, tha
foreman, if the men came to him say-
ing that they did not belong to the
union, would be Justified In believing
that they didn't"

"Would you refuse to recognize the
union If 90 per cent of the men were
in it? You have said that you wouli
not meet Mr. Gompers. Do you refuse
because he represents a minority or be-
cause, those he represents are organized!
It must be one thing or the other."

Closed Shop I Big Question.
"I refuse to substitute the closed for

the open shop," replied Judge 'Gary.
"And If 90 per cent of the men be-

longed to the union, you would not ne-
gotiate with them?"

"I have not said that" rejoined Judso
Gary quickly. "That case has not been
presented to mo."

"Will you confer with the representa-
tives of organized labor to settle this
strike?" demanded Senator Walsh.

"I will not" replied Judge Gary
shortly.

"Will you arbitrate the matter? If
not, why not? You say they represent
n minority. They say they do not It
you would agree to arbitrate this point
wquld. you not stand better before the
country? If it proves that they have
a largo number of members If it should
develop that they have over 50 per cent
of the men would you confer with
them?"

"No. I am not called upon to answer
what T would do In different circum-
stances than thoso actually existing.
I am sorry, Senator, that it is not pos-
sible for me to meet these men. I dis-
like to disagree with those people who
think I should meet them.

'We stand squarely on the issue of
the open or the closed shop, and we
must decide on the facts as they ap-
pear to ua At present there are many
things to consider. The public Inter
est, I agree, is the highest considera-
tion,

"At present according to my informa-
tion, the union labor leadero, or some
of them, acting under existing circum-
stances, are utilizing a small minority
in order to secure control over the inter-
ests of thi majority of the workers
and of theemployers."

"But they say that they do repre-
sent a majority. Why not' arbitrate
whether they do or do not represent
a majority? Will you meet the repre-
sentatives of labor under any circum-
stances? Yes or no?"

Will Wot Answer "Yet or No."
"I will not answer yes or no,'' replied

Judge Gary. "I was interrupted in
answering your former question. The
rest of my answer Is that If the unions
had forcibly got .control thajwoujd have
meant the closed shop,

"At this tlmo conditions In this coun-

try are different from any heretofore,
j doubt if- many of our people realize
the danger that confronts ur of forcible
.control of our Industries. I am willing
to meet our men but not to deal with
outsiders." --s

"You decline because you' consider it
would be a step toward the closed
shop?" asked Senator Walsh.

"I cannot answer that in the affirma-
tive."

"But you said It --would be a step to
the closed shop," Insisted Mr. Walsh.

These men were outsiders." declared
Judge Gary. "Only a minority were in
the union. The majority of our men
were perfectly satisfied and happy with
their conditions, and did not want to
have the union leaders represent; mem.

"I have a high opinion of you. Judge
Gary, and of your ability, sincerity and
frankness." declared Mr. Walsh. "But
wouldn't it have avoided this strike had
you been willing to meet tho men? In
that case you could have said that you
had seen them, that you had learned
that they represented only a minority,
that In your Judgment it would be bad
for the country and for the Industry and
for a majojrity of tho men to deal with
them and could have refused to go fur-

ther. You ratMer anticipate what you
think might have happened if you hod
done that"

"There is no difference between you
and me as to the publlo interest in this
siatter," said Judge Oary. "I have
reached my determination as 'a result
of wide experience and am confident of
Its correctness," '

'It is my experience that nothing is
ever lost by giving even a personal
enemy a personal interview," replied Mr.
Walsh.

What Union Men Threatened.

"It seems to me there is a chance for
us to reach a common ground of agree-
ment here," persisted Senator Jones.
"It the men disclaim, as they do, their
Intention to enforce the closed shop rule.
would you consider, on that basis a dis-
cussion of their twelve points of gr!ev
ance and other matters that they want
to take up?"

"That would not satisfy me," replied
Judge Gary. "It is contrary to all ex-

perience, and if these leaders make such
a proposition in good faith, it would
mean that before long they would be
eliminated from their leaderships and
others substituted who would be ex-
pected to organize, all the men Into the
unions. A mere statement of that sort
would not satisfy me, I have been In-

formed that their plan Is to unionise the
entire Industry. I don't know how accu-
rate my information Is, but it comes
from an Important member of their or-
ganization."

"Nevertheless, the men have said that
tho closed shop was not even suggested
by them," said Senator Jones. "You
object because, first, you say they repre-
sent only a minority of your men; and
second, because you believe they are at-
tempting to establish the closed shop.
If we now eliminate the question of the
closod shop, it Beems to me- - that we
might reach a basis for dlscusslbn and
agreement on tho other matters."

Gary GlTca Jones a Foser.
"Will you tell mo how you could elimi-

nate the closed shop proposition?"
asked Judge pary.

"Not being an authority on such mat-
ters, I do not know the practical work-
ings," replied Senator Jones.

"A mere statement doesn't elimlnnto
it,' insisted Judge Gary. "The history
of unions and of strikes shows that It
can't be done. I have no, good opinion
lit the conduct of strikes by unions, nor
of some of tho demands that are ad-
vanced by unions. I have no faith In
the union claims concerning the present
strike. ,

"My information is that there are two
elements at work in tho American Fed-
eration of Labor, and from the manner
in which "this strike was started In the
effort to unionize the steei Industry by
getting a minority of the men Into the
union, then calling tho strike and hand-
ling the situation through threats, in
timidation and assaults which. I may
say, except for the courage of the officers
of the law In vindicating tho community's
right to proper protection, would have
developed conditions in this country that
we would have greatly regretted I must
say that I cannot deal with this subject
from the point of view which you take.
I believe in' the exceptional circumstances
now exisuns every i air union man
should havo said: There must be no
strike at this time.'

"We cannot talk compromise or ar-
bitration now. I am compelled to say
that, though I dislike to differ with the
apparent sentiment of this committee."

"On the record that has been mads
here the representatives of the unions
have said that the closed shop was not
an issue," said Senator Jones. "You
have said that you were willing to main-
tain the open shop, with union and non-
union men working together. The public
Is profoundly Interested to havo this
strike settled.

'Jit. is unfortunate for tho public and.
for the steel corporation as well, I
Judge. We are seeking for ground on
which all interests can be protected.
This committee Is not taking. sides. If I
understand you, there is only one solu-
tion that seems possible' to you.

"If I understand you correctly we
might ai well end this examination right
here. If we can only permit this strike
to wear Itself out, If no other solution
can be considered, then we might as well
quit this examination now."

Sees No Ileanlt to the Inquiry.
"That is a clear and comprehensive

statement of the situation," replied
Judge Gary. "You and I may differ as
to the Interpretation of existing public
sentiment You may be right and I
wrong. But we are acting on our best
Judgment and Information ahd wo be-

lieve we aro as loyal and faithful In
considering the rights and interests of
the public as are you gentlemen.

"True, wo are not as disinterested as
you are. The natural method of settle-
ment Is to leave everything open and
free, everybody at liberty to act on
natural laws and regulations as long as
all shall observe the law. I believe that
If the attitude of the publlo shall be to
Insist on strict observance of the law
and rigid prevention of breaches of the
peace, so that all shall be protected in
their rights, this difficulty will work It-

self out
"If either side is transcendently in

error publlo sentiment will ultimately
correct It The fullest publicity has al-

ways been our policy. I am sure that
one of the reasons for the publlo confi-
dence that has been reposedjn our cor-
poration Is that we have always given
the fullest Information to the public, and
that we voluntarily allowed tho Govern
ment's representatives to examine all
our books and accounts. Publlo opin-
ion Is our strongest support

"If gentlemen like yourselves want to
accord speolal consideration to particu
lar Interests, you can accomplish your
purpose by passing general laws. Speak,
lng for myself alone, not for the corpo.
ration for although I have very much
power I use it very sparingly I would
not object to a law providing for incor
poration and license, requiring- - the ap-
pointment of a disinterested commission
of qualified members to determine the
conditions on which a corporation should
get Its charter or license, and to super-
vise tho management even to the con-

duct of the labor ; provided, that ques-

tions of fundamental principle, the
fundamentals fixed by law, could bu
dealt with by a court of law; prefer-
ably a Federal court of ample authority
and Jurisdiction.

Final Decision With Courts.
"The final decision must be left to the

courts, which are disinterested, im-

partial and qualified to represent and
execute the constitution and laws. I
have no sympathy with the disposition
in Borne quarters to condemn the courts.
Such charges are as false as they could
be when they allege that decisions of
the courts have been partial and In
fiuenced."

"It is certainly encouraging to hear
you say something favorable to the plan
of licensing great business," observed
Senator Kenyon, adding:

"It seems to me, Judge Gary, that in
making this suggestion you certainly are
rot representing tho general opinion of
big business. We have had bills intro-
duced here looking to the license plan,
and they have brought down upon us
the most insistent condemnation."

"Oh, they don't represent my views If
they provide for a license plan," replied
Judge Gary, "Federal incorporation
would be preferable. If there is objec-
tion, it Is because the people and the
industries ought to be left free so long
as they operate within the law.

"Such a plan might bring increase!
prosperity temporarily, but it would not
permanently. The power of concentrated

Leave It
for them. If at any time you think the
United States Steel Corporation Is doing
wrong, come and see me and I will sat-
isfy you if I can."

Then, Judge, you would be willing to
meet the committee?" suggested Senator
Kenyon.

llovr He'd Meet Labor Lenders.

"Yes, and I would be willing to meet
union labor leaders in the way that I do
your committee." ,

'Certainly you would," replied Sena-
tor Kenyon. "So. why did not you an
swer the letter Mr. Gompers wrote you
two months ago?"

"Because he knew I would not answer
him in his capacity as a union labor
leader. He was asking for something I
had Just and he knew why I had
refused It"

"Isn't that a good deal like the atti-
tude of some labor people who refused to
recognize you because you are a repre
sentative of organized capital V said
senator Walsh.

"I don't think it is," replied Judge
uary.

"Have not capital and labor made
eomo mistakes? When that is so, is not
arbitration the right procedure?" asked
Mr. Walsh.

'That depends upon the circum
stances," replied Judge Gary. "If 'I
should come to you, Senator, and say I
think you have been making a mistake
in the training of your family, and you
should deny It suppose I should then
propose that we arbitrate. I imagine
you would pretty promptly refuse."

"You don't consider then," Senator
WalBh replied, "that the relation of the tosteel Corporation to its employees la
parallel to the relation of tho parent to
the child r'

o, out it is an intimate and a
friendly relationship and constantly be In
comes more so. We treat our employees
fairly, In no patronizing way, but as
our associates In the industry In 1908,
when our general solicitor called our
casualty managers together to organlzo
tor the prevention of accidents, I ad-
dressed them. I said we would like to
take a part In any movement for the
better condition of employees and that
if money waa needed It would be pro-vldc-

to carry out recommendations
looking to the greater safety of workers.
I told our legal department that we
should expect It to do everything pos-
sible to promote safety and prevent acci-
dents. We wanted recommendations
mado that would furnish a basis for
action in this direction.

Bflorts to Prevent Accidents. i
"Later, in 1912, In a letter I stated

that we expected every effort to be made
to prevent Injuries in the works. If new
types of machinery were needed for this
purpose we would furnish them, and the
need of money would not (rtand in the
way of achieving greater safety.

'As a result of that policy there has
been a wonderful 'decrease In the num-
ber of accidents. In my talks with our
managers and presidents I have always
put forward the consideration of our .

employees'. interests. I do not say this
boastlngly. It Is simply our policy, as
It Is to our Interest"

On yesterday, Judge Gary, you said
something about a plan of maintain-
ing relations between employers and em-
ployees through a scheme of shop com
mittees," suggested Senator Kenyon.
'These committees were to represent the
men In their dealings and presentation
of grievances and suggest them to the
employers. Can you develop that plan
somewhat further for us?"

I said that some of our companies Ihavo plans which the unions oppose isalong that line, and that we are watch
ing tneir development in the hone of
learning what will be beneficial to the
men, In order that we may be guided
In determining what we may do."

Are you familiar with the legislation
pending in the British Parliament for
the creation of a royal Industrial com
mission?" asked Senator Kenyon.

"jres, i nave heard, something of it."'
replied Judge Gary. "I think there is
danger of going to extremes. Lloyd
George, as you know, has a good deal
changed his views in recent years."

"yes, wise men do change their minds
at times," replied Senator Kenyon.

"And some men never do," retorted
Judge Gary. "I would like to know Just
what you think of Lloyd George of to-
day."

"Well, as for me, I think he comes
near to being the man who saved the
world,'" replied Senator Kenyon emphat-
ically.

"Of courso when there are various
evils from which to choose It Is desir-
able to do that which is least bad.

land Is going further than the United
States Is going because It Is compelled

Judge Gary replied by saying he had

Tney an wanted to go
back, but a crowd of men from the
neighboring town of Mingo marched
over to Steubenvllle and "broke up their
meeting. Generally, however, he said
the local authorities were providing
satisfactory protection and the company
had nothing to ask of the Federal Gov-
