Mayor's Actions Blamed for
Ignoring City in Jour.

Chicago, Oct. 2. King Albert or his

counsellors may be like the Indian who
never forgets a wrong and remembrance
of Mayor William Hale Thompson's ss

In the war with Germany and
his refusal to extend an Invitation to
Marshal Joffre when the latter was tour
ing the United States In 1917 may have
been the cause of the omission of Chi
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cago hi the Itinerary prepared for King
Albert' and Queen Elizabeth on their
visit to the United States. Mayor
Thompson Is still In office.

When word reached here that the
royal pair had not Included Chicago In
the list of cities they will' visit an In-

quiry was mado as to the reason. The
Belgian officials who planned the tour
replied that no Invitation had been sent
to the King by the city and for this
reason Chicago was omitted. Tho City
Council then passed a resolution to In-

vite the Belgian ruler. The reason, In
glowing terms, recounted the magnifi
cent deeds ot Belgium and their King
during tho war.

But Chicago still remains oft the
Itinerary of the foreign potentates. It
s tne cause of keen regret by leaders
n society and business. Preparations

for their reception already had been
started here before It was learned that
Chicago would be avoided. There Is no
doubt that If King Albert nnd Queon
Elizabeth came to Chicago they would
bo received with tho greatest respect and
acclamation,

Tho fact that Milwaukee also Is not
to be visited by King Albert Is signifi-
cant In showing that the dominant
thought of those who mapped out the
King's Itinerary' was the attitude of the
Mayor.
