In & letter to Col. Friedsam Mr, Wille
fame satd "Though It la npt practicable
in your judgment to now Issue such a
liat 1t would seem that, in effect at least,
thin ds belng very well accomplinhed in
the advertising now appearing in the
dally papern of thia clty, Soon after the
organizution of your committee the pubs
lieation of many seemingly moderate and
falr pricen began 1o appear to an in-
cressing extent In the advertising of the
duily nowspapers. Nearly all of to-day’s
larger advertising , of shoas, hats and
clothing contains pricea and quality ref-
eronces, and one of the larger adver.
tisers refers directly to *falr prices’ giv-
ing & humber of listings In connection
with this heading.

Hits Extravagant Clalms,

*Ono result I think you may justly
elalm 18 that extravagant and alarming
wstatements regarding the cost of these
sasentiale In alothing—or at least the
cause for such statements—must disap-
pear with splendid puoblicity such as
thin With careful shopping In making
one's personal expenditures, pomewhat
hike that observed In making business
expenditures. with eareful studying of
the advertising appearing In the ddlly
papers, and by following the rule of
making purchases only from dealers of
Integrity and rosponstbllity, thers would
be no just cause for complaint of elther
profiteering or misrepresentation In the
quality of the goods purchused agalnst
the merchanls of this olty,

“FPublleity of this kind is In line with
the views of the United States Attorney-
General, A. Mitchell Palmer, as well
as with those of our committes. May I
express to you, and through you to the
members of your committee, our sense of
apprecintion for what has besn accom-
pliahed and what will be accomplished
