SOLOMON SCHINASI
DIES AT HOMB

Made Millions by Introducing
Turkish Tobaceo for Cigar-
ettes In U. 8,

Solomen Schinasl, who amassed mill.
fons of dollars through the Introduction
of Turkish tobacco for clgarettes In this
country, disd yeslarday morning in his
home at Rivérside Drive and Eighty-
ninth street. Mr. Bchinasi, who was
stricken with an attack of heart fallure
ten days age, was §1 years of age. Witn
him when the snd came wera his wife
and son, Leon Bchinasl, president of tha
Importers and Exporters’ Insurance
Company of 17 Bouth Willlam wstreet
Mr. Bohinaxl was born In Hgypt, and it
was not untll he was past hin 80t
yoar that he commenced to think of
leaving that country to come to the
Unl Btates. While a young man he
worked Ir the tobnoco flelds harvesting
the crops; then became a factory hand.
and with a few pennles nt his command
started for Ameriea.

The fitst factory which Mr. Bchinaal
sutablished back in 1868 wan on the top
floor of a ramshackle bullding at 48
Broad street. From this place several
thousand Turkish tobacco clgaretles
were turned out weekly. The ldea of &
forelgn product competing with ‘he d5-
mestle tobacco dld not meet with any
wonderful financisl success, Meanwhile
Mr, Schinasl took his brother Morris
into the frm, and the name BSchinasi
Bros, was securcd for trade purposes

Buddenly the demand for Turkish -
bacen took a boom. Mr. S8chinasl bagan
Lo pick up a private trade from the man
of Wall straet and eame in sontaet with
the Iate J. P, Morgan, The Anan-ler
took mn interest in the man who dared
to “push Turkish tohac=o" eon \h: mar-
ket and was a frequent caller. Several
of the big men of tné Anancial district
finally favored the Schinaal loft. At this
time the Amerioan congerns sought 10
purehase from the newcomer his vilant
and (rade name for $250,000. Mr.
Schinasi refused to sell and dofied the
clrele which threatensd him.

In 1908 a new factory was opened at
311 Weat 120th street. whera Lhe Nrat

cigarette making machinery was op-
erated. From meveral thousand a week
the firm oommenced turning out 250,000
clgarettes a day. Three years later
another factory was openasd
100th street, nnd with the installation
of packing,

In Weast

folding and sealing ma-

chinery the firm had a dally output of

some 2,000,000 cigarettes,
In March, 1818, the Schinasi brothers,

after having fought the tobmcco trust
for nlmont twenty-five years, sold their
concern to the Tobacco Productas Cor-
poration and recelved almost §4,000,000
for thelr interesis. Mr, Schinasi, who al-
ways took pride In declaring that he
