We arrived lato at tho buoy and vrersi

forced to drop anchor amonff tl.e mis-

cellany on the outskirts not the most
pleasant berth, but plenty of excitement
and no end of language iyou rub sides
with all manner of boats and skippers
and crews.

When tho word eoes forth that the
weakOsh are at tho buoy, the Meet as-

sembles from all 'four corners ol our
little flshlns world. Some days there
are a couple of hundred boats anchored

They hall from Sheepshead Bay,
Eerscn Beach, Flattands, Canarsle,
Goose Creek, the Ilaunt and Broad
Channel. In addition to tho regular
Bshlng craft there aro numerous row-boa- ts.

Some of the larger boats have
no side anchor and the rowboat sel-

dom has an anchor that will hold In

a strong tide and a choppy eea.
This leads to confusion and harsh

words. Anchor ropes aro swinging
across each other and boats out of
control drltt over the lines. A boat at-

tempts to come In from below, and then
all tongues aro unbridled and the re-

partee Is rich and warm.
"Get out of there"
"Do you think you're sailing In a

finger bowl?"
"Whero'd you learn to sail a boatT
The victim will sarcastically ask his

tormentors If they own iho ocean, and
hint that he can lick all hands If they
will come aboard one at a time. Words
are bandied back and forth that would
start a small riot ashore.

But nothing happens, .and presently
tho skipper you just threatened with
violence Is catching your aide lino and
making It fast, Bwapplng flan nowu
with you tho while. It muy bo the
soothing Influence of the mighty ocean
that calms these hostile spirits, or per-

haps a mental vision of Old Neptune
hlmwdf rldlne tho wave3 and shaking
a salty finger at the puny wranglers.

Gnllery of Sea Galls.
There Is so much to. catch the eye and

ear that one Is apt to neglect the busi-

ness on hand until a big fish hits you
with a smash that carries away part of
your rig or perhaps Jerks the rod from
your hand.

The tern or small seagulls hover over
the stern of your boat, often near enough
to touch with a long rod, picking bits of
chum olt the water and uttering harsh
cries as If calling for more shrimp or
chatting with their mates?

Several times I saw them drop a
shrimp and catch It before It reached the
water. So often d'.d this occur that I
began to think they wore either playing a
game or kidding the audience.

And there la the social side of the
buoy. You meet and gossip with old
friends and eay, "Hello, you," to the man
In tie red sweater who anchors along-
side of you and fishes In your chum, but
carries only enough shrimp or worms to
bait his hook. When tnken to task for
this reprehensible practice, he pleads his
case so naively that you actually be-
come friendly with him.

With so many lines out only a few
feet apart there are tangles, and
mlxups aplenty, and now and then quite
n heated discussion arises as to who has
hooked tho fish, each man thinking he
has a strike, as the fish hits his line and
becomes entangled. Once McKay fast
ened to a frolicsome weak that never
stopped until hs had taken a couple of
turns around the anchor rope of a boat
200 feet below us.

Wc had boated fifteen flsh when the
man we had threatened to lick half an
hour before called our attention to a
Hock of busy seagulls off toward Rock'
away. Who can resist the call of the
blues If there Is a squid In the locker?

First to TJliicflsh.
The Bonlto with Guhrlng at the wheel

was soon poking her white nose through
tho rollers and a couple of wooden squids

' were trailing a hundred feet or more
behind like the tall of a kite.

Charlie and Mac were each fast to
a blue at the same time. One turned
a handspring over tho other line and
was lost; Macs fish was boated.

Then Schroedor caught a flsh and
Sheldon took his place. Those
lads sure travel with a. rabbit's foot In
their pockets. Walt's squid was barely
out tho length of the line when an eight
pounder soaked It end was riding In,
doing all kinds of fancy stunts to free
himself, but without avalL

I saw a big blue jump a foot or more
clear of the water In a dash for a
bunker, his greenish silvery sides flash-
ing In the sun and his red gills show-
ing like a smear of fresh blood. The
fun ended with the three flsh; not an
other strike.

For the weakflsh we chummed with
shrimp and used sandworma for bait on
a email squid, adding an eighth to a
half ounce of lead, according to the
strength of the tide, and toward slack
water substituting a plain hook for the
squid and discarding tho lead.

The piece de resistance to a perfect day
was the broiled blueflsh served at the
bungalow by Chef Guhrlng.

BIRDS OF PREY
SEEK ALBINO TROUT

Reason Why Fish in Wild
State Is Seldom Found.

In the experience of the New York
State fish hatcheries, one brook trout in
about every 50,000 hatched Is an albino
If these albinos are picked out of the
school and carefully reared they will
breed true.

At the Caledonia hatchery there are a
number of large albino lake trout, which
are so old that they aro now blind.

Adult albino trout In a wild state are
noldom. If ever, encountered, one reason
being that on account of their consplcu-outne- ss

they aro the first to be destroyed
by kingfishers and other birds of prey.

YOU AIM AT FIRST!

No Need for Useless "Wasto of
numan Life "When Seek-

ing Game.

Every year the hunting season brings
with It Us spoils In tho form of tinman
sacrifices. For tho benefit of gunners
who are going after game this fall tho
following list of don'ts Is given:

Don't take any chances. The function
of a shotgun Is to scatter shot, but be
very careful where you scatter it.

Don't blaze away In haste and don't
get excited. Many a shooter has filled
his favorite dog full of lead Just because
he was overanxious.

Don't point a gun at any person In
Jest It Is always tho gun "we didn't
know was loaded" that goes off and does
tho damage. Tho only time to point a
gun Is when you intend to kilt

Don't take every rustle raf a bush or
a bough to bo a sure Indication of game.
Ilemember sometimes an Inquisitive per-

son has a penchant for bolng in strange
places.

Don't carry a loaded gun through the
street or In cars, trains, automobiles or
any other kind of vehicle, or leave it
around farmhouses to have some child
playfully blow a head off.

Don't get excited and shoot without
making sure your object Is game. Don't
shoot until you see the rabbit, or what-
ever It may be, and then be euro that
ho Is clear of both man and dog.
. Don't drag a gun under a fence with
the murzle pointed toward you.

Don't climb over fences with your gun
or lean It against a tree until you get
over. Put It through the fence and on
the ground, business end before.

Don't hunt with any one that you
know to be careless. Carelessness with
three and a quarter drams of powder
behind one and one-eigh- th ounces of
shot. Is Inviting "sure death."

Don't load your gun until you are
actually ready for .business. At all other
times It should be empty. Keep your
finger off tho trigger until you are look-

ing along tho barrel at your game.
Don't use a cheap gun, as It Is apt

to explode when a heavy charge Is used.
Don't borrow a dog or gun Or loan

either.
Don't rest on tho muzzle of your gun.
Don't violate fhe gamo laws. It Is not

only criminal, but sometimes very costly.
Don't "hog" all tho game. Leave

some for the next fellow.
Don't rest the muzzlo of your gun on

the ground. A gun muzzle clogged with
dirt or mud is a dangerous proposition.

BULL MOOSE SEASON

IN MAINE THIS YEAR

First Time Sinco 1915 Big
Gamo Animal May Be Killed

by Ilu liters.

Banoor, Me., Sept. 27. Maine for the
llrst time since 1?13 Is to have an open
season lor Dull moos beginning Novem-
ber "I and ending on November 30.
This will be the first hunting of bull
mooso since 1915.

The deer season opened on October I
and closes November 30, with the excep
tion that In Androscoggin, Cumberland,
Kenebec, Knox, Lincoln. Saeadahoe.
Waldo and Tcrk counties the opening
uaio is novemner l. The deer season
has been cut fifteen dava.

There Is no open season, however, for
uecr on uross, scotch. Swan and Mount
Desert Islands, and In towns of Deer
jsie and btonlngton, In Hancock county,
and Isle au Haut, In Knox county.

A now statute prohibits tho use of
deer and moose In lumber canmn. This
law will bo of far reaching- - consequences
In tho protection of game.

There Is no close season on bear. The
upland game season, rabbit, squirrel
artd grouse, begins October 1. There Is
no open season for quail this year.

ts must be In charge of a
registered guide during tho months of
May, June, July, August, September.
October and November when camping or
kindling fires upon wild lands while en-
gaged In hunting or fishing. Tho statute
says that no guldo can guide or bo em-
ployed by more than five
In hunting.

When the list of fly fishing deals

are catalogued and put away for refer-
ence tt may and It may not ba that
the common flsh which take the fly
(sometimes more readily than the trout)
will be tho last on the list.

Some will not put them on the fly
taking list at all, content with number-
ing only die various trouts and charrs
as tho high members and quite upart
from the rest of tho finny brood as
regards particular gamlncss.

The fact rcnalns, however, the com-
mon fish take the artificial fly and
generally put up Just as good a fight
as the average trout or charr. The
aveage trout and charr may be loggy
especially If taken from dead water.

The average sunfish and perch fight
with might and main at the end of the
leader and provide days of fishing, often
hard to equal. It Is entirely In tho
viewpoint. As long as trout obtain men
oxhaust thenuelves In telling of trout
llMilng. Hut when trout fishing grows
dull then Is the time the common fishes
of our lakes and waters become more
Important, '

Common Fishes G niney.
To tho average man tho yellow perch,

the sunfish, the crappie, the rock bass,
&c, are but playthings for the boys
linen line

About the tlmo a person has caught
a largo yellow perch of two pounds at
a creek mouth on a small midge fly or
a pumpkin seed sunfish on a dry fly
ho suddenly establishes a new and pro-
found friendship with the com-
mon brood.

The fact that they aro gamcy and
tako the fly quite readily placo them
very high Indeed In our estimation.
Walton, let us bid to remember, made
angling more than Immortal by writing
of fishing for carp and chubs. Had
ho caught a large, yellow perch on a
light tackle outfit nnd a small artificial
tly he would have gone Into ecstades
of delight ,as we may suspect,

Praise Froin. Aneler.a

Fred Mather wrote enthusiastically
many years ago about the yellow perch;
It was. In his eyes, a flsh fit for the high-
est. Ho knew how readily tho perch
took the fly. He set down In his opin
ion in black upon while that in a com-
paratively few years the yellow perch
would take Ita place beside the trouts
and the charrs In Importance.

James Henshall too has written on
fly fishing for tho yellow perch, finding
It so abundant with fun anil so ciiock
full of interest that he has made it a
Fpeclal subject for attention; He says;
"It (tho perch) Is a handsome flsh, well
proportioned and of a handsome dispo-
sition. . . .. While the coloration
varies somewhat In different situations,
It Is always brilliant, rendering it one
of the mot beautiful fishes among the
fresh water species.

John Harrington Kcene wrote In a let
ter that he once left n stream full of
trout purposely to Fpend a day on a
small brook fly fishing for hair pound
perch. Taken all In all the yellow perch
has received the greatest of pra'.so from
our leading angling writers.

The waters of New York, and par
ticularly of northern New Tork, are es
peclaljy fitted for the yellow porch. The
nerch In York state reach mo maximum
in welcht. length and gamlness. In
New York waters the yellow perch at'
tains to thrc pounds In weight, and In
the clear, cold waters they aro taken
from they fight so well that they are
second only to the trout ana cnarr a3 a
subject for the fly fisherman.

Answers to Fly Noiv.
As summer wears herself away In

hot days and flutter of goldcnrod along
tho roadsides tho perch and the com-
mon fishes again begin fb stir them-
selves, moving Inshore, 05 feast again
and like, the pikes, to take on weight
At this tlmo (and on Into September
and October) tho yellow perch answers
well to the Invitation of your fly. Some
early morning try tho shady side of the
lake. Just along the edge of the weed
beds or along the pads or besides the
obstructions. The perch will bo surraco
feeding.

Preferably the tackle should be light
say a three ounce rod and the finest

leader. Regulation flies tied to No. 12,
but especially Nos. 14 and 16 hooks
(the midges) are what the perch are
looking for.

In the lato August evenings and In
September when tho Sunflshcs and the
perch feed so actively along tho shores
nnd around the brook mouths I us,
the No. 12 hook and get nil I want.

You use two files to the leader and
whllo most any sort of fly will do It Is
best to use those of a dull coloration
say the grays and the browns, especially
tho brown haokle.

O. Warren Smith, one of tho leading
present day writers on angling, tells of
getting two largo yellow perch at ono
cast using a three ounce rod. Thero-for- o

his hint may be taken at Its full
woxth: "The wlso angler will carry a
landing net If fishing water Inhabited
by large perch."

I always find the net useful both In
fishing for tho perch and the sunflshes,
&c. Where trees overhang tho lake there
cast your files in the oarly morning.

The Insects are falling from the trees
to water and the perch are active to get
these. Nature produces a number of
Insects during the month of September.
The perch nnd sunflshes know this and
aro In to make the best of It.

Wade Cnntlouslyt Cast Tip.

Wade easily, cautiously, up the wnter
along the lako shore and cast up. Let
the' flics sink some six Inches and then
play them along with slight twitches of
the wrist, to give them animation. You
will not fall to catch their attention it
you play the flies with a zig-za- g motion
jn the water, which, strangely, proves
very litelike.

Where the perch are found In the
streams they generally are lanre and
active. On the brink of autumn they rre
again nctlvo and along the little b.irs.
In swIrl-pooT- s, besldo rocks, &c, t'u'y
wui do giaa to try your artificial p'o
iluctlon.

Later, In October," he writes, "when
there Is a cloudy day they may bo taken
In the surf. Night fishing, however, has
proved to be the best. The flsh will not
come over tho bar until nightfall, and
tho best proof Is this. A small boat

beach to feed.

The largost weakflsh taken from tho

Ocean City Club pier at Ocean City,
N. J., was caught by J. B. Gold and
weighed eight pounds. Mr, Gold was
angling with two liooks nt tho tlmo.
One of tho hooks was set In the mouth
of tho flsh, tho other became Imbedded
In Its back as the ' flsh struggled for
liberty.

Woman Lnnces Shark In Witter.
Mr, and Mrs. Harry Drinker have or-

namented their summer home at Beach
Haven with tho skulls of sharks that
have killed. During the summer Just
ended they caught thirteen.

The thirteenth shark nearly Jerked
tho rod from Sir. Drinker's hands. Mrs.
Drinker sprnng to the wheel tnrnpri
the boat slantwise with the shore. In this
way helping to drag tho shark Into shal-
low water. Mr. Drinker meanwhile play
ing me mn.

As noon as tttrs. Drinker got the boat
close to shore and threw an nnchor In
tho sand to hold the vessel secure, she
seized a harpoon nnd rushing Into the
water until she was waist deen. drove
a harpoon Into Its body nnd added an
other skull to the collection.

N. Y., who took one meas
uring twenty Inches from tho Ashokan
reservoir. Why, bless my soul I In the
St. Lawrence River, where I first learned
to desptso these 'sllnkles,' tho 'minimum
length required by law Is twenty Inches
If one wants to keep them at all. Tho
pickerel Is not a game flsh, a fact rec
ognlzed by tho Conservation Commission
of the Stnto of Now York, which dis-
criminating body refuses to breed and
distribute pickerel.

Trout In II lull Temiierntnres.
(y. C, Embody, professor of agricul

ture or Cornell university, has found
trout thriving In temperatures between
75 and 81 degrees. Prof. Embody savs:
"One of tho most common mistakes
made by flsh culturlfts Is the assertion
that our Eastern br iok trout will not
thrlvo In the brook w: ters whose highest
summer temperaturei exceed 65 or 68
degrees Fahrenheit. For many years I
navo oeen taking stream temperatures
with a standardized thermometer and
have found a great many streams where
native trout are thriving In water tern
peratures as high as 75 decrees Pahrnn
helti a few In 77 degrees and In ono
caso, si degrees."

PAY IN 11 STATES

Utah Abolishes Distinction
Botwcon JJcsidont and Non-Rcsido- nt

Hunters.

FIBST TO ADOPT "PLAN

Legislation Advocated for
Many Years by Prominent

' Sportsmen.

Washington, D. C, Oct 4. One of
the most Important features of game
legislation In 1919, say George A. Law-
yer and Frank L. Earnshaw of Jthe Bio-

logical Survey In their review of tho work
of forty-on- e legislatures which made
more or less extensive changes In tho
gamo laws, was the effort to,malnta!n
cfllclent organizations for JUla enforce-
ment of the laws.

A very general effort was made to
keep pace with the Increased cost of
living, which necessitated 'the payment
of a living wage for warden work and
competltlpn with salaries and wages
paid by prlvato concorns.

No less than eleven States Connect-
icut, Idaho, Missouri, New Hampshire,
New Mexico, New York, Oklahoma. Ore-

gon, Texas, Vermont and Wyoming-author- ized

lncroases In compensation for
State wardens or deputies.

In Indiana and Ohio State game off-

icials wero authorized to fix tho compen-
sation of all their employees, and In New
Jersey the salaries of certain employees
of the board of flsh and gamo commis-
sioners are required to be fixed In ac-

cordance with schedules furnished by the
Civil Servlco Commission.

Idaho, In keeping w!th tho movement
In many States, created nine departments
in which to centralize and systematize
tho civil administration of Stato affairs,
ftnd placed the flsh nnd game bureau In
tho department of law enforcement

In West Virginia a $1 State-wid- e resi-

dent license' law was enacted to replace
the 1915 act requiring J3 licenses of
residents hunting outside their counties
of residence. Tho 1 resident license,
with an exemption to landowners, ten-int- s

and members of their families hunt-
ing on their own lands, has proved popu-

lar throughout tho country. Is not
burdensome on the Individual hunter
and Invariably Insures financial support
for adequate warden service, restocking
and other lines of legitimate game con-

servation.
West Virginia made deep Inroads Into

tho gamo and flsh protection fund maint-
ained by receipts from the sale of hunt-
ing licenses by providing that 20 per
cent thereof should be expended in re-

stocking streams with fishes, and 10 per
cent set aside for bounties on certain
animals and birds. These diversions, to-

gether with the cost of Issuing licenses
and collecting the fees therefor, will
serve to reduce the amount available for
game protection to about 50 per cent, of
the receipts from the salo of hunting
licenses.

South Carolina made tho resident
hunting license law applicable through-
out the State.

Texas Increased the fee for resident
hunting licenses from $1.75 to $2, nnd re-

pealed the provision permitting hunting
without a license In counties adjoining
the county of residence.

Maine prescribed a 25 cent registration
certificate for residents, good so long as
the holder remains a citizen of the State.

Utah abolished tho distinction between
resident and hunters and
prescribed a $2 license fee for citizens of
tho United States hunting In that State.
Legislation along this lino has been ad-
vocated for many years by prominent
sportsmen, but Utah Is tho first Statb to
adopt It.

In Indiana the flsh and game Interests
were placed under the Jurisdiction of tho
newly created department of conserva
tion. The four conservation commis-
sioners and the chiefs of divisions aro
empoweted to administer oaths, subpeena
witnesses and to renulre public ofllclala,
corporations, associations and Individu-
als to produce books, records and Infor
mation for lawful purposes under the
act

Tho flsh and game protection and prop
agation fund was continued, but funds
therein In excess of $50,000 are to revert
to the Stato treasury at tho end of any
fiscal year.

Pickerel Biles Willi Hook In Jnrr.
Chauwont, N. Y Oct. 4. Hen--

drlck Gould and Dr. G. S. Farmer, Ash
ing recently, natl an unusual experience
fishing for pickerel. Mr. Gould hooked
a pickerel and lost tho flsh, the snell
breaking. A few minutes later Dr.
Farmer landed Mr. Gould's pickerel with
the hook Imbedded In Its Jaws.

Ontnrlo Yields 14 I,l. Pike.
CHAUMONT. N. Y.. Oct 4. Josenh

Harp, angling In Lako Ontario, caught
a pike 33 Inches long and weighing 14
pounds.

I.arKos't Private Game Preserve.
Robert J. Caldwell of New York Is

about to establish near Saranao Lake
In the Adlrondacks the greatest private
gamo preserve In the world. Several
thousand acres of cutover forest land Is
being fenced, In which will be established
great herds of elk and deer.
