Many Wnge Increase Demands

The tentative budget of the City of
Kew York for 1920. so far as salaries
and supplies go, was virtually com-pkt-

last night by the Board of Esti
mate, sitting as the Committee on Fi-
nance and Budget Public hearings will
begin morning In the City

Roughly It Is estimated that salary
increases win amount to about 15,
coo.ooo.

It has been decided to give the rank
and Cle In the Street Cleaning Depart
ment an average raise of 1300.

It Is understood that the Increases for
tn policemen and firemen still stand at
the original 1250 decided upon some
time ago. Strong arguments will bo
made at the hearings In favor of the

SEO Increase which the men ask.
All other low paid employees of the city

nlll get an Increase of as near $200 each
v as can be figured In general terms.

There still remains the proviso that the
Increases are made on the recommenda-
tion of the department heads, the Idea
being that exceptions can be made of
men who have been shirking their duty.
However, there Is a whle difference of
opinion among the department beads aa
to the application of this rule. Some
have taken the attitude that no excep-
tions should be made. It will probably
not be known unless Individual com-
plaints are made whether any officials
have taken advantage of the latitude
given to them to play politics In making
salary Increases.

On the plea that the transit situa-
tion would make necessary the addi-
tional assistance, ten new places of As-
sistant Corporation Counsel were,, added
tc the budget of the Law Department
at a total Increase In Its budget of over
(50,000. Money has been provided for
three assistants at $7,500 each, three at
16,000 each and four at J3.600 each.

The total 1919 budget was about
tm.000.000. The 1913 tax rate was 2.2S
approximately.

Jnnpa Tax Rate, IS Points.
An Increase of $15,000,000 In the

budget for salary Increases would repre-
sent between IS and 19 points In the tax
rate. The $252,516,459 Increase In the
real estate assessments of the city rep-
resents an. Increased Income of roughly
$5,000,000, or about 6 points In terms of
tax rate. This as an offset to the salary
Increases would reduce an IS point In-
crease to 12.

But there are many other, as yet un-
known, factors to enter Into the tax rate
before it Is fixed next March, some of
which will tend to Increase and others to
decrease the tax rate.

It Is said to be In the minds of Mayor
Hylan and Controller Craig that theyi
will bo able to force the transit lines to
subordinate to the city's bonds their ed

preferential! out of the earnings
of the rapid transit systems. If they
can do this. It is asserted, ft will be pos-
sible thus to pay the Interest on 0,

which otherwise would have to
0 Into the debt service.
If the hopes of the Mayor and Con-

troller come true, and If they are able
to get the Legislature to suspend the
operation of the pay as you go system1
for another year. It Is said they have ex-
pressed the opinion to their friends that
they may be able to keep the 1920 tax
rate down to this year's figure, other-
wise It would probably go up some 30
points. There are others who do not see
much less tha.i a 40 point increase.

of these Is the "general fund for the
reduction of taxation," which Is not made
up until February. The Citizens Union
accused the administration this year of
holding down the tax rate by Including
improper Items In the general fund.

Another varying factor is the amount
that will be put In the budget this year
to raako up the deficiency in taxes in
Pfcst years. Both thia Item and the
amount of the debt service probably will
not be determined by the Finance De-
partment much before the time when It
is necessary to Anally pass the budget.

A. IC Bugbee, State Comptroller, was
nominated by the Republicans for Gov-

ernor by a plurality of 6.389 over Will-tar- n

N. Runyon, acting Governor.
Edward L Edwards, Statu Senator of

Hudson county, won the Democratic
gubernatorial nomination by a plurality
of 12,849 over James R. Nugent leader
of the Essex county Democratic organ-
ization.

The Republican contest resulted as
follows :

Thomas L. Raymond, 29,373 ; Warren C
King. 7.276.

The count In the Democratic contest
was: Edwards, 66,261 ; Nugent, 43,613
Frank M. McDermlt. 5,096.

Bugbee received In Mercer, his home
county, 7,8 SS ; Runyon, 2,167 ; Raymond.
1,109.

Runyon received In Union, his home
county, 6,306; Raymond. 1,520, and
Bugbee, 1,079.

Raymond received in Essex, his home
county, 16,242; Runyon, 9,727; Bugbee,
4,142.

Edwards received In Hudson, his home
county, 27,482; Nugent 6.633; McDer
mlt 1,192.

Nugent rectlved In Essex, his home
county, 16,467: Edwards, 3,647; McDer-
mlt (also an Essex son), 491.

The total Republican vote counted In
the returns for the State, amounted to
168,770, as compared with a total of
104,968 for the Democrats. As the
workers in all factions In both parties
worked for all they were worth to get
out the votes for the several candidates
the figures seemingly Indicate that the
Republicans will have the easier time
electing their candidate than will the
Democrats. At least both sides admit
the figures show Republican voters were
much more numerous at the primary
polls than were Democrats.

GERMANS TO QUIT BALTIC.

Aslc Allied Commission to
Conditions In Provinces.

Copenhagen, Oct 4. The German
Government has replied to the note of
the Supreme. Council demanding the Im-
mediate evacuation of the Germantroops In the Baltic provinces. The
Germans declare they firmly are deter-
mined to do everything In their power
to fulfill the obligations In the matter
of evacuation, but protest strongly
against the threat of a renewed block-
ade, pointing out the serious conse-
quences to the population that would
ensue.
