U'hnles, Dolphins nnd Porpoises.
While reading an article In one of our

leading magaslnes the other evening as to
the different uses the Japanese made of
the whale, among others the edibility of
Its flesh ns food for human beings, It took
me back a number of years while serving
In the United States navy.

It was my privilege as well as pleasure
to have Ashed In the harbor of Halifax,
Nova Scotia, for torn coda (where there Is
a depth of water of from fifty to sixty
fathoms, not over a sixth of a mile from
shore) and from there all the way south
as far as Cayenne, Georgetown, La Guayra,
Venezuela, and back to Key West.

XX Key West the variety of fish ranged
from tha elusive garfish to the red snap-
per, nnd there I have seen the fiih termed
by the .Spanish "Bonita," chased by a
dolphin and of Its own volition leave the
water and with one bound as It were
land on the poopdeck of a sloop of war.
Incidentally this sloop of war was the
U. S. S. Swatara, on which 1 was serving
at the time.

This, , to some readers, will sound a little
fishy no doubt. Still the facts ara true.
No better corroboration need be asked If
anybody who reads this doubts my
veracity and they can get up the nerve
let them write to Rear Admiral William
Slrnm. Navy Department, Washington,
D. C. No doubt he will vouch for the
statement I have Just made, as on this
very occasion he was a midshipman of the
said vessel and wan ofllcer of the deck on
that, very morning to which I refer.

On my return from a trip on the Ham
steamshlD Deutschland

when she broke the western record for
speed.

To get back to what I wished to say,
however, on the edibility of fish, have any
of you readers ever had the pleasure of
partaking or tnat delicacy Known to many
seamen as fried porpoise liver?

No! Well, well, they do not know what
they have missed. On a certain trip
from New Orleans while In the Caribbean
Sea on of the members of our crew,
"Frenchy" by cognomen, used to stand
for hours on the flying martingale back-
stay between the dolphin striker and the
.hip's bow, harpoon poised, and watch
the porpoises as they raced ahead and
under the ship while under full headway.
