NOW WARDED OFF

‘Collapse of Rail Walkout Has
Calming Effect on Other
Unions.

NO BOLSHEVISM IS SEEN

Great Majority of Strikers
Admit They Lost—Traffic
Jam Is Great.

Loxpox, Oect. 6.—Amidst the confu-
slon devaloped and mulliplied by the
rallway strike England strove hard to-

day to regain somothing like normal,
Traflic In every frelght yard of the
country 1s In a terrifio tangle, with thou=
mands of cars walling for workmen to

unload them on sidings, and with emp-
tles blocking the tracks In every diree-
tion, Every station platform s plled
high with unmoved crates, bags and
bexen, whils business houses clamored
for long delayed shipments of goods It

will be weeks befors order in restored to
anything approaching normal

As compensation for this needless
blockade the unions have gained what
they might have gained by nsking If
they had asked on the day they elacted
to strike. The unionists’ attempts to
prove what they gained by the strike
fall on unheeding ears, and a gEreat
majority of the striers admit that they
Jost their fight and are worse off than
before the walkout because n definite
aottl t is poatp until August,
1930,

Regnrdless of the views taken toward
the strikers, every one agress that the
terma granted to the strikers should
have been secured without resort to a
stoppage of trains. The people were dls-
gusted with the demonstration hgainst
the Government and there is some balm
in the conviction that the final result has
a calming effect on soma of the other
unlons which have been entertaining
pluns of forcing their demands by atop-
ping work.

Asida from the bitterness aroused, all
classes huve benefited from the strike,
For one thing the nation ls convinced
from a study of the strike that there
is no organized Bolshevist movement in
the land, It waa learned also that far
from belng & conspiracy among the
trada unlions to throtile the CGovern-
ment, a8 mmny contended, the rallway
men hadn’t even Informed the afMillated
unlens of thelr Intention to strike,

The leaders of the other unlons, seelng
how things were going, not only avolded
participation In the strike but helped
to bring the warring factions together.
They did all they could to insure that
the strike should be confined to the rall-
way men,

Never, in a serious emergency, have
Englishmen displayed Dbetter sense,
greater patlence or more orderly be-
favior than during the rallway strike.
Nono can deny that Britlsh labor has
reached & much more advanced position
than in any other country, and while
the {ndividual workmen are not pald as
well as In the United States thelr or-
ganizations have greutar respect

Grentest Lesson of Strike.

The greatest leason of the strike 1s the
warning which the events of the last ten
days have given to those who have been
inclined to toy with the iden of a gen-
ernl strike as & means of putting pres-
sure on Parliament or the Government.
Tha theory that any ons class can hald
up the Government has been demon-
strated as an imaginary theory. 1t was

Jdemonstrated that there ls enough mar-

gin between ordinary wmervice and the
minimum of necessity to enable the ¢com-
munity to keep golng against tha most
formidabls sirike, and it ls not likely that
any projected sirike or coup in the fu-
ture would meet with even as much suec-
cess as the rallroad men achleved,

It Is regarded as probable that from
now on England will conse its class arm.
aments, which in years past resembled
ths old preswar rivalry botween England
and Germany In shipbullding. Hitherto
labor has periodically threatened out-
breaks, and against these the Govern-
ment has had to protect itself-by =a
strategic distribution of troops. Hoth
can now gbandon thelr old policles and
clear the pir for a sclentific handling of
the wage question. It is elear that no
P can be made toward natlonall-
sation until the relations between. the
State and Its employees are placed on &
different basis

GREAT BRITAIN LIFTS
EMBARGO ON SHIPS

Two Hundred Ships Detained
Here Ordered to Sail.

WassiNGTON, Oct, 6.—More than a
milllon tons of American shipping that
has been tled up in American ports as
& result of an embargo against sallings
to Great Britain was relensed to-dny
by orders issusd by the Shipping Board.
This tonnage, more than 200 ships, was
tied up as a result of the rallway strike
in Great Britain. The British Govern-
ment |ssued Ordera in Councll forbid-
ding bunker supplies or license to any
but British wvessels in United Kingdom
porte

In (ssulng the order freeing loaded
vessels the Shipping Board took pre-
ecautions agalns® getting American shipa
tied up in a terminal jam through lssu-
ance of the following Insructions:

“You will ~lear and de-,atch imme-
diately all vessels that are now com-
pletely loaded and walting orders for
United Kingdom ports, You wil con-

| tinus to report all vessals now loading

far United Kingdom ports forty-eight
hours before completion for further In-
struction on samo. Nothing In this wili
be understood as authority to resume
bookings for United Kingdom ports.’

In a later message =teamship opera-
tors were directed to “continue loading
and desputehing all United Kingdom vea-
sels for which you have cargo in hand
or booked.” “Until further advices”
it added, “do not authorize resumption
of bookinga beyond commitmenta already
muade unless you have steamern partiy
booked, In which event advise and will
authorize sufticient bookings to com-

plete’”

ELECTION CABINET
FORMED BY TURKS

Sultan's Rescript Calls for
Arrangement to Convene
New Parliament.

YOUNGER ELEMENT WINS

Ballot to Be Taken at Erzerum,
Away From Influence of
Entente.

By the Assoclatid Prem.

Panm, Oct. §—A new Cabinet has
been formed In Turkey In succesalon to
the Minlstry of Damad Ferid Pasha
which realgned recently, the new Grand
Vizier being Gen. All Rizsan Pasha. The
rescript of the Buitan deflnes the mis-
slgn of the new Cab'net as belng to ar-
range for the holding of elections and
convening Parllament.

The Cnnumtl\’mp!a despatch carrying
the foregoing announcement gives the
names of the rest of the Cabinet as fol-
lows

Minister of Forelgn Affairs, Mustapha
Rechild Pasha ; Minister of War, Djemal
Pasha ; Minister of the Interior, Damad
Sherif Pasha; Minister of Justlece,
Mustapha Bey; Minister of Public
Works, Hamed Abouk Pashna: Minister
of Agriculture, Hadl Pasha ; Minlster of
Instruction, Sald Bey.

Reason for Downfall,

The downfall of the Government ls
attributed to the cccupation of Konlsh
by Nutionalist forces under Mustapha
Kemal, who, according to some esti-
mates, has 300,000 men. He has set up
n new Government nt Erzerum and has
Issued a call for the slections to n
naw Parllament to be held thers away
from the Influence of the Entente.’

The press generally conslders that Asia
Minor has ontirely escaped from the
control of Constantinople and that the
young Turks are regaining the upper
hand. Some of the papers point out
that there s no force avallable to deal
with the refractory elements, others ask
whether the Entente Powers are suffl-
clently united and inclined to the neces-
sary powerful intervention,

French ofMclal elreles direct attention
to the fact that <jemal Pasha, the new
War Minlster, is the political ally of
Mustapha Kemal, and the French gen-
erally are of the opinion that the change
!n the Cabinet may result In stabillzing
the Government and extending ita au-
thority over. greater territory.

The Sultan’'s decres, according to the
version recelved by the French author!-
ties, outlines a policy. - which appears to
embody an endeavor to reach an under-
standing with the Nationalista.

Natlonalists Get Help.

The capture of Konleh and the retire-
ment of Damad rid's Cabinet in re-
sponss to the ultmatum will, It is
thought, pive fresh {mpetus to the Na-
tlonalist movement and Ineresss the
dangera of the situation, even though
the country may not be able to support
important military operations. BSome
papers believe that massacres are al-
most sure to follow the presant anarchy
and that even the throne ls threatened
by Intest developments In Turkey.

Ths noon papers regard the Cabinet
change ns a last warnlng to the BSu-
preme Councll and nsek whether It is
time for a superficinl investigation as to
the will of the population of Asia Minor,

Major-Gen, James G. Harbord, who
has heon heading an American mission
to study the situation In Turkey and the
Near Bast, has advised the Supreme
Council that he i returning from Tiflis
to Parls, He will probably arrive in
about ten days,

Goneral Harbord reached Constanti.
nople early in September and after a
brief stay in that place procesded with
the mission into Turkish Armenia, trav-
elling first to Margdin, Turkey. He has
now vislted the Armenian region In
former Russian Armenia, coming out st
Tiflls, In the Caucasum
