NATIONALS REGAIN TITLE

Chicago's Dcfcnt Gives Older

Major Second Champion-

ship Since 1909.

Chicago, Oct, 9. The word "Sox" has
loat Its world's series charm. Until to-

day no team calling Itself Sox, whether
White or Ked, ever has been defeated In

a world's series. Now that may be
changed to no "ned" stockinged team
ever having lost a titular series. For
the Cincinnati Heds y took their
placo In tho world's series hall of fame
with the flvo red socked teams of the
Boston Americans who have won the
proud title of world's champions.

The National League truly regained
Its place In the sun y when the Cin-

cinnati Iteds captured the second scries
won by the parent major league In ten
year The old flvo year rule which was
bo freely discussed before the series has
held good. The Nationals have won In
1909, 1914 and 1919.

Old Bill Gleason also has taken his
place among the graduates of the old
Orlolea who have proved world's series
Bloomers McGraw, Jennings, Robinson,
and now Gleason. Among them they
have managed ten world's series con-

tenders and have landed only one vic-

tory. That was McQraw's triumph In
1905, when his club beat the Athlctlca

World's series precedent again has
strongly been followed. The moral and
actual advantage of victory In the first
game again has been firmly established.
In thirteen out of sixteen series the win-

ner of the first game has captured the
series and no club that ever has lost the
first and second games ever came
through. The Giants tried to shatter
this dope two years ago playing the
White Sox, but It couldn't be done.

Task Too Bis for Sox.

This year It was the Sox who tried to
overcome this terrific handicap, but the
task was too bic for them. Cincinnati's
victory was clean cut and well earned.
Th Reds nlaved better baseball than
the White Sox and had by far tho better
pitching.

's finishing gams Bhowed the
lamentable weakness of the Whlto Sox
pitching reserves. Willi even a man
like Luque, Cincinnati s buui uroi
pitcher. In reserve the White Sox might
have pulled out game and tied
the series.

But when llttlo Claudle Williams
failed in the first Inning, Gleason had
no one on his bench but fellows like
Bill James and Wilkinson, and the Red
lead grew and grew during their stay
on the mound.

Sixteen hits were prodded out of Wea-
pon's pitching trio, the series closing with
the hardest hitting game of the set.
Tho batting weaklings of both sides
found their batting eyes In the closing
game. Eddie Roush and Eddie Collins,
both of whom had been doing poorly at
bat, rapped out three hits, while Heinle
Groh, another batting or tne
series, closed with two hits.

Williams Ilenrt Tlroken.
Little Williams, the pudgy lefthander,

was heart broken over his inability to
fool the Reds. In one-thir- d of an In-

ning tho Cincinnati sluggers got to him
for four hltB, as many as he yielded In
each the second and fifth games of the
series. He appeared to have his speed,
but evidently could not get his old break
on the ball.

In former games Claudle's control
caused him most of his trouble, but to-

day ho was able to get It over but the
ball had nothing on It While he was
getting his tanning In the first he threw
over only three balls.

There was nothing fluky about the
hits which Daubert, Groh, Roush and
Duncan tore off In the first Inning. They
all were solid pokes, hit cleanly to the
outfield and drives that whistled past the
ears of the Inflelders. There was no de-

nying It wasn't Williams's day.
James had nothing but his fa3t ball,

and he didn't have the best control bf
that.

Unable to Sell Tickets for
Deciding Game of Series.

Cuicaco, Oct. S. The crowd of 32,930
atl but Jammed Comlskey Park to ca-
pacity.

A crowd of 31,930 persons watched
the final game of the 1919 world's series.
This number Is about the average for
the scries and Is more than twice as
great as the number which saw the sev-
enth game In Cincinnati. Reports Indl
cate, however, that the spectators would
rather have had the series over In tho
regulation limit of other years.

While the gross receipts, and conse
quently the profits for all. except club
owners, have far exceeded those of any"
other series, the attendance for the eight
games fell 15,199 short of the number
that saw the New York-Bosto- n series In
1912, when 252,037 people attended. Tho
total attendance this year was 236.838

The share of the club ovners this year
Is 3140,836.09 each, which Is about 37,000
less than the 1912 shares. This Is caused
by the fact that this year the other four
teen clubs in the major leagues will get
a purse, while only the two contesting
clubs divided the spoils In 1912. No an-
nouncement has been made by either
owner as to what disposition he will
make of tho 9 cents.

The purse for the outside clubs Is
3108,103.76. Each olub will receive 37.
731.70.
