New Bishop Asks Support of
Dioecese for Every Name
Campaign.

' The Right Rev. Charles Sumner Turch,
Bishop of New York, lssued yesterday
his first formal pastoral lstter to the
clergy and laity of the diocese, following

which eovidence ns to muloon wymp

have been collected Dr. Empringham
&oas on to say ; :

"For religlon In dlscussed In places
of worship but m single hour in the
Weak, but it forgns the chief tople of
conversation now at all times in the
waloons, Men oh both sides of the bars
affirm and belleve that ‘the preachers
have put one aver an them.' Their life-
times indifference toward the church has
mhnnhnnod by prohibition into an angty

“But no matter how furlous the at-
tacks upon orgenized Christianity one
denomination fs apared invariably
Episcopal. The patrons of the saloons,
inehriated or sobegr, admit by common
consent that ‘the 'Plscopals have done
nothin' to put prohibitlon over.' All this
after three yoars glorlous warfare of
the Church Temperance Soclety to out-
iaw the liquor waffio!

“The saloon, In spite of Its evils, has
pluyed & useful part In the life of the
nation. Somethin® must take ita place
if the liguor teafflc Is to be outlawed
successfuiiy. Who then shall supply
that something™

Here Dr. Empringham pauses to clear
the point that the Anti-Saloon League
uever can. e was clty superintendent
for the league once upon n thnme, and
basing his pronouncement upon that as-
suelation he declures the lengue can
hope to mccomplish nothing along the
line of establishing n paloon substitute.

“The hatred it has engendered among
drinkers ‘has been too deep and the
league knows It,” he continued, “Like-
wise the long and triumphant fAght
waged by Methodists, Preabyterians,
Baptists and others the liquor
traffic will militate against any attempts
which may be made by them to set up
a substitute for the saloon.

M1 bhave bewalled often that our
church did not cast itsell into the fight
for prohibition, Yet perhaps after all
our shortcoming may redound as a
blesslng. A= neutrals In the fight may
we not now pour ofl Into the wounds of
those who smart from defeat™

Following his mention of oll, there Is

nothing in Dr. Empringham's loaflet to

mest the claime of those ecxegesists of
the sniooge, both ‘dogmatic and gram-
matico-historical, who may take him up
sharply to-day. Nothing to overcome
thair objection that in the parable of the
Bamaritan, from which clearly his Agure
is taken, wine as well as oll was poured
in, Can not then the wvinous antiseptio
spoken of In the sacred narrative, taken
ns a generic term, be interpreted to in-
olude specifically Its spiritous progeny
us known to and enjoyed by subsequent
civilizations?

But Dr. Empringham s sllent on this
head, and dialecticlan llke. does not
vome forward on the other hand with
nay concrete offer of a substitute for the
saloon which he concedes to have heen wo
potent & force In the life of a nation.

TO TEST 20 HORSES
IN 300 MILE MARCH

Enduranee Trip Designed to
Encourage Breeding of
Cavalry Remounts.

Porr Brmax Aunew, Vi, Oot. 13.—
The staying qualities of o scove of harses
of high breed will be tested under con-
Attlons of forced march In an endurance
contest of 800 miles which will begin
hers Tueaday. The test, which has the
spproval of the chief of the Bureau of
Anima! Industry and of the remount
board of ths army, is designed to stimu-
late interest In breeding horses for
cavalry mounts and to determine the
relative performances of several Lypes
under similar conditions.

The twenty horwes that have baen
entered include four pure bred Morgans,
four pure bred Arabs, one thoroughbred
and other horses of varving grades and
breeding. The thoroughbred Is Pharaoh,
standing 15.1 hands high, entered by
Capt. J. A Warner, of the New York
Etate Guard. Three of the entries are
by officers of tha regular army stationed
here and will be ridden by them.

Other ofMcars who will ride thelr own
horses includes Col. C. P. George of the
General Staff at Washington, Lisut-Col.
3. I. Roscoa of the 1. 8. Remount
Service and Capt. George E Malone.
Col. Frank Tompking former command-
ing officer of the 301st Regiment, an
oversean outfit, now commandant of Nor-
wich University, will ride Kingfsher, an
Arab, one of the three mounta citered by
tha univeraity.

Convention Will Begin in New
Orleans To-day.

NEw Onimaws, Oct, 12, —New Orleans

The conference i regarded as the first
gerlous attempt to guther the cotton in-
terests of the world Into councll, Through
a frunk Interchange of views leaders
hope to reach unanimous Agreemaonts on
n:ethods for benefiting the entire Indus-
try. The movement for such a confer-
ence originsted at o meeting of the Na-
tional Associatlon of Cotton Manufac-
turers In Boston In 1817,

Boveral directors of the conference lo-
night were not prepared to ssy what!
great single sccomplishment they ox-
pected from the meeting. It was agreed,
however, that the mere exchunge of
views and intermingling of delegutes
roprofanting tho various Inlersata which
have to do with cotton from the planting
to its manufacture would be aul‘lldm.tl
reason o call the men together from the
remote parts of the world.

At the opening sesslon to-morrow ad-
dresses of welcome and responses wiil
toke up most of tha time. The confer-
once will be called to order by James k.
MoColl, chalrman of the National Coun-
cil of American Cotton Manufacturers.
Gov. Pleasant will weleome the delegates
for the Btate, Mayor Behrman for the
city, Col. W. B. Thompeon for the New
Orleana Cotton Exchange, and Walter
Parker for the New Orleans Assoclation
of Comnerce.

INVESTMENT VIEWS
AND THE 0UTLOOK

Writers of Market Letters
Differ in Opinions More
Than Usual.

MOST STILL OPTIMISTIC

Several Think Sharp Reaction
May Be Looked For at
Any Time.

Trained markat observers, who weekly
put their thoughis on paper for the bene-
it of custom of brokerages houses are
more at odds thin week on their prog-
nostlcations as to the market's Immedi-
ate future than they have been In say-
eral weeks, Some are rampantly bulllsh,
others appear to ba so bearish that they
would jump at thelr own shadow. Be-
tween those two extremes stands the al-
ways cautious prophecy ‘‘they may go
up or they may go down."

But while severnl of those markel
prophets declare in thelr weekly stock
letters that sharp reaction may be looked
for at any time, the majority continues to
display the optimism which characterised
thelr early summer writings, The fol-
lowing extracta from yesterday's lettars
Eive some idea of the varlety of opinlon
exprossed by thess tape experts ;

Richardmon, Hill & Co. say: "The ir-
regularity In market fluctuations which
WAS o cause of some uneasiness at the
close of last week moon gave way (o a
resumption of ths forward movement
which has been a characteristlc of the
last three weeks' pessions as n whole,
When the character and number of the
factors which temporarily cooled bullish
ardor are considersd, the wonder grows
that so little momentum was lost. A
satistactory ending of the British labor
troubles and further disintegration In
the ranks of the American stesl strikers
have been among the week's develop-
menis, while the condition of the Prosl-
dent's health has relieved fears that his
collappe would be complete and final
This kaleldoscople change In the fontures
of the hour naturally haas found Imme-
diate reflectlon In the security markets
Attention Irelng no longer distracted by
negative factorn, there has been a dispo-
sition to emphasise the extraordinary
progpects for American industry, based
on fundamental conditions whidh &re
too familinr to need repstition.”

Anderson, Bruns & Co. say: "“The
stock market appears 1o be discounting
many factors, especially the successful
outcome of the steel strike. Within the
last weelk rates for money have Indicated
clearly that the avallable limit of loan-
able funds has deen reached. BStocks, It
is true, are melling at high prices, but
there are many stocks at currant levels
which are well worth holding and aocus
mulating on recessions. Whan money
becomes easler, wa should expect a Je.
sumption of the upward movement. In
tha Interim we may have reactions, hut
these are 1o be expected in & broad move-
ment, Those who keep their accounts in
good shape need not worry.”

Too Few BSeasoned Issues OfNered.

E W, Wagner & Co, say: *“Oerings
of seasoned issues are altogether too lim-
ited to sult the speculator committed to
the bear position. Bear operators have
sustained heavy losses. Od school trad-
ers in Wall Strest are amased at the
daily performance of thoss Industrial
shares goaring to new high altitudes and
then the following day climblog still
higher with every Indieation that they
have nowhere near reached the top,
While developments have bean favorable
the news doex not seem to justify such
bullish demonstrations. It Is no doubt a
fact that we nre, as Theodore N, Vall
pradicts, entering upon the greatest pe-
riod of prosperity America has ever
known, but the stock markst In some de-
partments Is clearly gotling out of
bounds, However, as long us wealthy
men who own speculative securities with
lurge paper profits do not sell because of
excems profit taxes and certaln speculn-
tive groups bid prices up with the gen-
eral publie following thess spectaculur
advances, just that long will the flonting
supply of securities <ontinue =0 s=mall
that it will require no great effort to
keep the market bolllng. Bullish enthu-
slasm seems to be selming hold of the
multitude as never hafore.
