STRAUSS RETURNS

U. 8. Admiral Coming Home
After Sweeping Up Great

Mine Barrage.

LonpoN, Oct. 13.—Rear Admiral Jo-
seph Strauss, having finitshed the job of
sweeping the North Bea fres of mines
sown during the war, Is aboard the
steamsl's Adriatic en routs home. No
task of the American navy has been
performed with greater compleleness or
satisfaction than this postwar mopping
up. More than 200,000 mines were
actually destroyed. The remaining 35,-
000, which previously had been laid by
the American navy, had not survived the

savers atorms, exploded on laying or
had been countermined during the mine
sweeping,

About 4,000 cMeors and men of the
American navy were engaged on the
work of mine sweeping. In all there
were eighty-three craft engaged, Includ-
ing the Black Hawk, the Admiral's flag
ship, with the Panther and Chesapeake
with thirty-slx mine sweepers, twenty
trawlers and twenty-four sub-chasers,
There were In nll elght mine sweeping
operations extending the length and
width of the northern barrage, some
260 mllea between the Orkneys and the
Norwegian coast,

It is only during the summer months
that mine sweeping 8 possthle In this
part of the North Sea, and many baing
P electric mines and of great sensitivencss
required the development of a great
naval aystem of protection by the mine
sweeping craft. As the American mine
Iayinbh bases nt Invergordon and Inver-
nems were (o0 remote from the northern
barrage to permit of the best results in
! mine sweeping, most of our operntions
| took place from Kirkwall, in the Ork-
|m:n, and from Lorwick. The work has
been continuous since April 30, one de-
| tachment belng out of port twenty-six
and a half daya During the operatlon
Ealea oftéen Interfered with the work
now happlly finished.
