Tho labor lenders toured Brooklyn and
Long inland yesterday nnd spoke at

Jt was said Yesterday that a raise to 85
cents and $1.25 for overtime was virtu-
ally promised to the men, thought that
the commission when It reopens the
hearing December 1, will take this ac-
tion.

JERSEY CITY PLANTS

More Pay Demanded by Men
in Packing Houses.

Two big packing plants In Jersey City
were compelled to suspend operations
yesterday because of strikes to enforce
demands for a closed shop, recognition

'of the union and Increased wages. In-

cidentally the strikers ask for the can-
cellation of an agreement under which
they are now working and the making of
a new scale.

The plants Involved are those of Bwlft
A Co., Henderson end Ninth streets,' and
Armour & Co., Jersey avenue and Nine-
teenth street. Each employed about
1,000 "luggers," men who carry the meat;
laborers and drivers, all of whom quit
work when Patrick O'Donnell, president
of the Jersey Cty Meat Cutters Union,
declared the strike. The strike made It
necessary to lay oft) most of the clerical
force, and approximately 2,100 men are
Idle.

A demand that whenever the companies
wish to employ new men they must go to
tho union for them, was turned down by
officials at both plants. The strikers ask
for a rate of 60 cents an hour, or 13 1-

cents more than they have been recetv.
Ing.

The agreement under whlcn the em-
ployees have been working was brought

bout by Federal Judge Altschuler of
Chicago.

MAKE NEW CONTRACT

Adjustment Heads Off Con-

templated Extension of
Walkout

The ferry ' tieup was ended early to-

day. The Marine Workers Affiliation
accepted an offer of the Railroad Ad
mlnsttratlon that provides for what is
roughly a 10 per cent. Increase In wages,
Agreement was reached during a con-
ference that began at midnight, and
while tho discussion was still under way
ono of the officers of the affiliation said
that there was no doubt but that the
North Illver ferryboats would be in op-

eration before tho beginning of the
morning rush hour.

The tleup was begun lato Friday
night by the North Illver union of deck-
hands nnd firemen and since then none

the downtown ferry lines except those
ot the Lackawanna Railroad nave been
giving service; no perishable foodstuffs
reached the city through the New Jersey
Urmlnals, and the entire railroad traffic
routine of the Eastern seaboard, which
li dependent on the free exchange of
freight cars in the harbor, has been dis-
arranged.

The settlement precluded an extension
of the tleup that would have been a rep
etition or the general tiup ot tne port
Inst winter. Tho East River Deckhands
Union was ready to strike to aid the
North Itlver union brlrus the Railroad
Administration to terms. The conces- -

sion of the administration applies to
members of both pinions, which together
constitute what Is nearly a 100 per
cent unionization of the harbor deck-
hands, oilers and firemen.

Agreement was reached after many
hours of negotiation between the New
York District Committee of the Ball- -
road .Administration and a committee of
the Marine Workers Affiliation, which
Includes both of tho deckhands' unions.
It provides for a flat Increase ot $10 a
month, which Is substantially a 10 per
cent, increase for worKers wnnse wages
vary from $120 a month for oilers to
$85 for porters. The strikers asked a 25
per cent, wago Increase.

Stone Yields Point.
In ottering the Increase, A. J. Stone,

chnlrman of tho' railroad committee,
said that the suffering and Inconvenience
of the public caused his committee to
think that Its view that the strikers had
violated their agreement of March 7 and
should return to work before belrcj met
In conference should not longer be per-

mitted to remain In the way of a settle-
ment Tho new agreement Is for the re
mainder of the period of one year cov
ered In the earlier contract and will ex-

pire March 7 next
TUe settlement was held up for hours

last night by efforts of a group of the
Railroad Port and Terminal Union to
cause the wags lncroase to be rejected.
This Is tho North River organliatlon
which declared a strike without warning
late Friday night

Thomas L. Delahunty, president of the
Marine Workers Affiliation, and William
A. Mar.er, were In favor
of accepting the wage Increase as soon
as It was offered. Tho Harbor

which controls the situa-
tion within Its sphere on the East River
and Is dominated by Paul Vacarelll, busi-
ness agent, fell Into line. This union's
referendum was a formality quickly
over.

When Delahunty and Mahcr went to
Jersey City for a referendum 'by the Port
and Terminal Union, they had to battle
for hours before they overcame radical
agltatorfa, who were eager to have the
union hold out for a 25 per cent In-

crease.
Delahunty and Maher won, but the

radicals were able to force Uiem to re-

turn to tho railroad committee with de-

mands for minor changes In the agree-
ment. These had to do with the seven
day week of bridge handlers and other
employees In ferryhouses. They were
the subject of the discussion which be-
gan at midnight and which led to the
ending of tho strike.

Vacarelll's union had not declared n
strike. Tho masters' and engineers'
unions of the Marino Affiliation did not
declare a strike, but their members on
North River boats were not working
because of the tleup caused by the deck
hands and firemen.

Traffic Xtar Normal.
Passenger traffic yesterday, the second

normal ouslnesa day of the strike, was
handled much better than on Saturday.
At .the stations of the Hudson tubes on
both sides of the river there was muoh
crowding, but little confusion. At the
Hudson Terminal, at Cortland street
policemen assisted the tube company's
special officers. Jersey City policemen
have been at this work slnp the terries
quit

In the morning and evening rushes
commuters were familiar with the new
routes that they were compelled to use
and this lessened congestion at terminals
and transfer nnlnta "

The Lackawanna maintained normal
service under a fifteen minute headway
from Hoboken to Barclay, Christopher
arid Twenty-thir- d streets. The fefry-boa- ts

were uncomfortably crowded. Out-
side the ferrx houses the line of ve-
hicles sometimes stretched for a rail
throughout the day.

The tying up of all the North River
ferries except those of the Lackawanna
has been a serious handicap to vehicular
traffic. Drivers have been subjected
to long delays caused by detours and In
waiting 'or an opportunity to board the
boats l operation,

Chalmi ,n 8tone said the negotiation
to end t strike had not prevented ar-
rangements by tho Railroad Administra-
tion to prevent a shortage of food and
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coil In New York. He said that the
Pennsylvania tunnel, which ordinarily Is
used only for passenger trains, would be
used to convey food supplies to the big
yards in Long Island City. Freight from
the West would be diverted to the New
York Central over the Poighkeepsle
Bridge, he said, and pushed down Elev-
enth avenue for delivery directly to tho
wagons of merchants.

The strike of the harbor workers re
acted against Jersey City yesterday. A
substantial part of New York city's food
supply passes through the terminals there
to the markets here. Jersey City dealers
have been accustomed to buy fresh food
stuffs In New York and cart them back
across the river on tho ferries. The tleup
stopped this practice. Jersey City
grocers gave warning of a food famine
In that city and asked the city officials
to nermlt them to buv at tho nubile mar

kets, which get their supplies directly
from tho farmers.

WAR PASSPORT RULE
TO BAR BOLSHEVISTS

House Gets Favorable Report
to Extend it for Year.

Sptctat CiijmkA to Tns Sex.
WAtniNOTOM, Oct. 14. A continua-

tion of war time passport restrictions
for one year after proclamation of peace
by the President, for the purpose ot
keeping out the hordes ot radicals, irteds.
Bolshevists and other fomenters of revo-
lution, waa favorably reported to the
House to-d- by the Foreign Affairs
Committee. i

The action was reported by Secretary
of State Lansing after he hnd sub-
mitted official reports to the committee
showing that radicals from all parts
of Europe and Asia already have con-
gregated at the ports expecting to come
to the United States Immediately after
peace la proclaimed. Millions of Ger-
mans and Austro-Oerma- also desire
to emigrate, the State Department has
Informed Congress.

The war time restrictions on pass;
ports which otherwise will bo void on
the proclamation of peocu require that
all foreigners desiring to come to this
country must submit satisfactory rec-
ords to American consular officers be-

fore their passports will be vised. Statu-
tory law also provides effective bar-
riers against the entrance of radi-
cals.

Rerepresentatives Selgel (N. Y.)and
Welty (Ohio), appearing before the
committee declared that the
Government's naturalisation work, which
they said should be pushed to the ut-
most to counteract the radical Influences
now at work among the aliens In the
country, has been hampered seriously
by the small appropriations of the last
Congress. Naturalization fees have
piled up a surplus In the Treasury of
more than JS. 000,000, while the Bureau
of Naturalization Is far behlnoT In Its
work of Issuing citizenship papers, duo
to reduction In appropriations last June.

"The Government at the very time when
It should be encouraging foreigners to
become Americanized, Is profiteering at
the expense of the aliens." Mr. Welty
charged. "The Bureau ot Naturaliza-
tion, because Us appropriation was re-

duced 1200,000, has had to dismiss 1(17

Btcpssto suppress the alien propaganda
of Bolshevism and anarchy In this couny
try-- , Senators Polndexter (Wash.) and
Thomas (Col.) y Insisted that tho
time for glib conversation has passed
and that nctlon must be taken to pre-
vent the growth of the vicious Influences
which seek control of the country.

Senator Polndexter addressed himself
to his own resolution calling on tho Atto-

rney-General to Inform the Senate why
thnrn hart . nnt tisin ntwAaHIn,.- - tni ' - " r " w ou,.- -
press these manifestations and to deport
minis eiiKHgea in mem.

"The propaganda now prevalent" In-

terposed Senator Thomas, "Is the same
as that tolerated for a great many
years. The I. W. W. has been opposed
to all forms of government. Certain
literature Indicated In this resolution
made Its appearance In this country as
early as 1906. The remedy for these
evils, and they are serious, lies with
the American people. Until they ex-

ercise their power purely legal efforts
will avail but little. The trouble is thatone faction In organized and the other
apparently is Indifferent. This may be
duo to- the beljef that the evil will right
Itself In time.

Ilcfers o Sfvt York VStrlUr.
"The Americans aro good people, and

If they will assert themselves and tell
these anarchists that lawlessness must
cease there will b'e nn Immediate, cessa-
tion of tho trouble. Until that Is done
I believe there will be little amelioration
of existing conditions."

Reference was made by Senator
Thomas to the longshoremen's strike In
New York, involving, as he said, great
destruction of perishable property, say-In- g

that BUch disturbance.! eventually
react on those responsible for the
trouble.

"And yet" said Senator Thomas,
"millions of American citizens In New
York, Jersey City and Hoboken sit su-
pinely by end wait for the law to remedy
the situation."

The strike situation In Gary was dis-
cussed by Senator. Thomas. Ho said
that anarchists wearing the uniform of
United Stated soldiers had nttacked the
troops brought there to preserve order.
"This," he said, "Is a most sinister In-

cident and ono of concern to the entlro
country." '

"I have taken this matter up with the
Secretary of War," Interrupted Senator
New, "seeking to ascertain what coulU
be done tq. prevent such nets as are
being committed In Gary. No conclu-
sion has been reached. Legislation
ehould be enacted to prevent civilians
from wearing theso uniforms."

"There Is absolutely no excuse," re-
sumed Senator Thomas, "for the use of
fotvo In this country to overcome any
real or Imaginary evil. The. will of the
majority always can be enforced on tho
minority through the electlvo franchlca.
Control of the Government can be ob-

tained In that way.

Srrn Crisis Approarlilnnr.
"A crisis Is coming and this" genera-

tion will see It. Capital and labor are
almost equally to blame for existing
conditions. Each Hhould bo restricted
by proper limitations. American citi-
zens should awaken to the situation
that confronts them. When this awak-
ening comes, God help thoso wlio would
send to destruction the great and mighty
Institutions of this country!"

"I am convinced," said Senator Poln-
dexter In explaining his resolution, "that
the Increasing number of strikes . Is
based on a desire to overthrow our
Government, destroy all authority and
establish communism. The question Is
as to whether till" clement has suffi
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cient numbers to constitute such a men-
ace to the country as to make cog-

nizance by the Government necessary.
I know there Is a disposition to ignore
it I think the Government should take
Vigorous steps to stamp out anarchy
and lawlessness. There is grave dan-
ger that a Government Will be , over-
thrown when It oeasss to defend itself.
This Is no time for sentltlvenesa on
the part of public officials."

To show tho alarming rata at which
strikes are increaslns Mr. Polndexter
said that In January ot this year Jhere
wero 105 strikes; In February, 160; In
March. 102; in April, 114) In May, 11!
In June, 245; In July, 364; In August
308.

Reference was made by Mr. Poln-
dexter to the reported strike of coal
miners fixed for November 1. "Tho de-

mands," he said, "Are outrageous and
tho men Would be no better satisfied
than at present" . .

Tho statutes bearing on the case were
read to show that the Attorney-Gener- al

lias abundant authority to deport
agitators. "It Is his duty," said Sena-
tor Polndexter,, "to enforce tho laws.
They were not mere pieces of mummery
when enacted by Congress."

Tho resolution offered by Senator
Polndexter reads :

"Tho Attorney-Gener- al of the United
States 1b requested to advise and Inform
tho Senate the reason for the failure of
the Department of Justice to take legal
proceedings for the arrest, punishment
and deportation of the various persona
within the United States who, during re-

cent days and weeks, and for a con
siderable time continuously previous'
thereto, have attempted to bring about
the forcible overthrow bf tho Govern-
ment of tho United States, who have
preached anarchy and sedition, who have
advised the defiances ot law and au-
thority, both by the printing and circu-
lation of printed newspapers, books,
pamphlets, clrcdlars, stickers and dodg-
ers, and also by spoken word ; and who
In like manner have advised and openly
advocated the unlawful destruction of
Industry and the unlawful and violent
destruction of property, In pursuance of
n deliberate plan and purpose to destroy
existing property rights and to Impede
and obstruct the conduct of business es-

sential to the prosperity and life of tho
community.

"Also tho Attorney-Gener- Is re-
quested to ndvlso and Inform the Senate
wjiy tho Department ot Justice has
failed to take legal proceedings for
tho arrest and deportation of aliens
who have, within the United States, com-
mitted the acts nforesald."

Williams Says Warehouses
Hold Largo Storos, With

' More Coming.

HOARDING IS CONDEMNED

No Justification for Increased
Prices, Says tho

Although Arthur Williams, Federal
Po6d Administrator, and the strike lead-

ers failed to Induce striking longshore-
men to handle perishable foodstuffs at
terminals nnd thus help reduce the cost
of living to their families 'and to the
public. Mr. WIlllamB said last night he
Is confident there will be no real food
shortage.

"Some food, fresh vegetables, for In-

stance, Is ln danger of being spoiled,"
Mr. Williams said, "but I believe there Is
no danger of a food shortage. I have
been In touch with wholesalers of foods.
Including meats, and this also Is
their opinion.

"The public may feel assured, that the
Foderal authorities will see (hero is an
adequate supply of food for the city.
There are large stocks, army and com-

mercial, In the metropolitan warehouses.
"Our committee urges consumers to

buy ns economically as possible and do
nothing In the way of hoarding food.
Under the circumstances I believe deal-
ers would bo Justified In using their
Judgment in restricting the dally needs
of people In the event they ,suspect any
one oi noaraing. mere is no reason
why any retailer should raise prices be-
cause some food supplies may be a little
short."

The Rev. Dr. Day, Commissioner of
Public Markets, admitted last .night a
oontlnuanco of the strike may necessitate the closing down of the public school
stores ror tne sale of surplus army food-
stuffs to the people.

Thb strike is making It hard for the
city to get supplies," the Commissioner
explained. "We arc able to truck bacon
from the warehouses, but the canned
vegetables and other things come In
lighters, and we cannot get the lighters
Unloaded. As a rule the sales In all
schools havo averaged from 350,000 to

(u,uuu a nay. on Saturday the total
sales dropped to 17,nno simply because
we difn't have the stuff to sell."

It was said ai the office of the Urner-Harr- y

Company, publishers ot market
quotations, that there are 2,000,000 cases
of eggs and 27.000.0UO pounds ot butter
In metropolitan warehouses. Strictly
fresh eggs from nearby fiolnta. which
come in by express, have Been cut off but
egg supplies still are coming In by
freight.

An Investigator for Food Administra-
tor Williams went esterday to the
grocery story of Harry Novack, 949 East
165th street, to Inquire concerning the
truth of a report that Novack had posted
a sign announcing' ho would sell one
pound of sugar at 10 cents to every, per-
son buying 31 worth of jroods. The store
was crowded with women eager to buy
sugar under almost any conditions and
the sign was most conspicuous.

The, Investigator, acting on Mr. WII- -
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llama's order, directed Novack to take
down the sign and discontinue the prac-
tice of Using sugar to forco the eaten of
other things. As the sign disappeared
prac'lcally everybody In tho storo ap-
plauded. Novack promised to drop the
offending sales method.

WAGES SINCE 1914
GAIN 112 PER CENT.

Increase in. Eight Leading In-

dustries Shown.

nosxoit, Oct 14. Average wagca of
men In eight leading industries as meas-

ured by average hourly earnings In-

creased all the way from 74 per cent to
112 per cent, during the period from
September, 1914, to March, 1919, accord-
ing to a report Issued y by the
National Industrial Conference Hoard.
Increases In weekly earnings of men
ranged from 62 per cent to 110 per
cent Percentage Increases In earnings
of female workers were iiroadly similar
In the fespectlvo Industries, with, how-
ever, a somewhat wider range.

The eight Industries Included were
metal, cotton, wool, silk, boot and shoe,
paper, rubber and chemical manufactur-
ing.

Increases shown were In most cases
greater than the corresponding percen
tage Increase In cost Of living, which was
placed by a rirevious report of the board
at 61.3 per cent, for the period ending
July, 1914, to March, 1919. The report
emphasizes, however, that "comparison
of relative void's affords no' means
whereby the ndequacy of the wages or
living standards prevailing in either pe-

riod can be determined."
Highest average hourly earnings of

males tor any of the eight Industries In
March, 1919, was 61.2 cents.
