Daniels Would Open Stations
‘to Publiec at Rate Fixed
by Navy.

BARS ALIEN INTERESTS

Private Outfits Would Be Li-
censed by National Com-
mission.

Wanmnaron, Oet. 15.—A new polley
tor control and development of radlo
communications was Iald to-day before
Congresas by Beoretary Danjels, It pro-
vides for maintenance of both naval angd
private statlons, with the latter under
control of a natlonal mdio comminsion,
and proposes Lo open existing or new
slitlons to genoral publle eorrespond-
ence at rates to be fixed by the Navy
Department and Congress. Genernl pub-
lic transoceanle corvespondence through
naval stations would not be permitted,
however, except during temporary sus-
pension of private service,

Private radio stations would ba 1.
censed by the natlonal radlo commission,
and thelr corporatc affalrs, apparatus,
operators and transmisslon ratas would
be.under supervision of the commission,
which would be composed of four mem-
bers and o secretary appointed by the
President with representatives from the
Navy., War, Commerce and Post Office
Departments, The secretary would be
an actlve ling officer of the navy.

The commisgion wouldl be authorized
tofasnlst Americans in establishing radio
facilities with forelgn countries and rep-
resent the Government in Internations!
radio conferences, It alsd would attend
board meotings of private companies,

Under the néw bill aliens or allen in-
terests could not obtain Heenses from the
commisslon, and all officers and dl-
rectora of private radlo companles would
have to be American citizens. A ma-
Jority of stock of suwoch companies also
would bave to be held by Americans.

Iels struck out a provision In his pre-
vious tentative measurs praviding for
acguisition by the navy or existing sta-
tions or those under construction and
that glving the Navy Department ex-
alusive contro! of all radio operations In
the future.
