TEAM SHORT OP PONIES

; Var Has Played Havoc With J

- Mounts Sport Is Bcsumcti
by British.

There will be no International polo
next year: This was made known yes- -'
terday, when William A. Hazard, secre-
tary of the American Polo Association,
made public a letter he received from
Viscount Valentla of the Hurllngton
Club of London. The British club baa
resumed the sport, but owing; to the war
Its membera are without sufficient ponies
to mount an International team.

The Viscount says that his team prob-
ably will be In a position to accept a
challenge In 1921.

The American association is satisfied
with the delay, and has sent word to
the British organisation saying It would
be glad to abandon the thought of a
match for the cud next year and would
be glad to challenge In 1921. The letter
to Mr. Hazard. follows:

HDRUNonxM Club, Fulham, S. W.
. We have resumed our polo this sea-

son to some extent, but the war has
left us with a severe shortage of
ponies, and many of our regiments
being still abroad (and we are un-
able to conjecture for how long) wo
see no hope of regaining our full
polo strength for the present.

Under these circumstances, our
polo committee, thinks that it will
take us till the summer of 1921 to be
able to put a team Into the field
worthy of such stalwart opponents
as the American Polo Association,
and has authorised me to put before
your association the proposal that
we should postpone our next trial of
strength till the year after next.

Tour association has on former oc-

casions met us with such sportsman-
like consldeiatlon that I feel they
will once more be disposed to fall In
with our proposal, and appreciate that

' our anxiety Is to make our next con-
test worthy of the record which our
friendly rivalry of past years has es-
tablished.

We are looking forward with much
pleasure to meeting in the polo Held,
and the fact that the two nations
have been so happily associated In a
victorious campaign will add to our
pleasure In welcoming polo players
from tho United States.
Mr. Hnxard's reply to Viscount Valen-

tla follows:
Viscount Valentla, C. B., Chairman

Hurllngham Club Committee, Ful--
ham, S. W.. London, England.
My dear Lord Valentla: Upon my

return from my holidays I find your
' favor without date which 1 under-

stand reached my office Saturday,
September t.

The committee of the Polo Asso-
ciation has no wish to challenge
until you feel that we can have a
good sporting event, and perhaps
Joy 1921 your men and mounts and
ours will be In better form than
would bo possible In 1920.

As you suggest. It is therefore
Quite satisfactory to the Polo Asso-
ciation to abandan all thought of
challenging for 1920, and we shall
hope that circumstances will permit
of our doing so for 1921 and that
your club will be In a position to
accept.

The first two rounds of match play In

the Invitation golf tournament of the
Greenwich Country Club were run out
yesterday, and by the time the crash of
drivers and the thuds' of niblicks had
died away at least two prominent con-
tenders had been Jostled right out of the
frolic. Two such familiar tournament
figures as Gardiner White and F. C
Newton had been relegated to the side
lines, hors de combat.

Newtun slugged his way to a victory
In the first round In Impressive style
when he burled Hamilton K. Kerr, a
home, club favorite, beneath a 1 and t
defeat He dropped In turn before the
assault of C E. Van Vleck, Jr., another
home club entry, in the second round,
losing by the margin of one hole. White
on the other hand got his in the first
round, when F. W. Dyer, Upper Mont-clal- r,

swinging Into something of his
old time form, toppled him beneath a
J and 1 score.

Dyer's elation over his successful
handling of White was punctured in the
afternoon round, when Sam J. Graham
of the home club took him over the
hurdles to the tune of a B to 4 beating.
These events brought about the placing
of Graham and Van Vleck in the semi-
final round. Meantime J. S. Dean of
Princeton and Grant A. Peacock of Uar-de-n

City were battering their way suc-
cessfully through the first two rounds
for the privilege of going to bat In the
semi-fin- round this morning with the
two home players. Peacock will en-

counter Graham, while Dean hooks up
with Van Vleck.

Dyer Spring; Surprise.
Dyer sprung something of a surprise

in his defeat of White In the first skir-
mish. The Upper Montclatr entry has
taken part In but little tournament play
this season. He played good golf In the
Lesley cup matches, but gave Indications
that his game was a bit rough In spots.
But yesterday he got awny to a flying
start In his round with White, and the
Nassau champion waa never able to
head him. He shot 38 for his first nine
holes, which was good enough to land
htm three up at that point of the fight

On the second nine he held this ad-
vantage Intact for four holes, winning
the eleventh and losing the twelfth.
Starting with the fourteenth. White be-

gan a spurt that threatened to overtake
his opponents. He won both the four-
teenth' and fifteenth and was off well on
his drive for the sixteenth. Playing
their second on this hole. Dyer got a
rather unusual break, that stopped
White s rally. Playing his second, he
hooked the ball badly, but it struck a
spectator standing not far from the
green, bounded off and rolled onto the
green, giving blm the hole and prac-
tically settling the match.

In the afternoon round Graham
showed In front when be took the-firs- t

hole, but Dyer scored a bird 3 to win
the third and get even. The next was
halved, and then the two exchanged wins
on the fifth and sixth, the score being
4 to 5 on each hole. Graham counted
wins on thi seventh and eighth, register-
ing par 4s on both. After driving the
green, each took three putts on the
ninth and Graham, turned two up. ,

Graham Wins Tenth.

Dyer
couldn't locate the green with his tee
ehot on the 190 yard twelfth and took
two shots after getting on. Graham
added the hole to his winning list by
rolling Ms second to within easy dis-
tance of the pin, counting his 3.

Upton's challenge states that he

wants the races held under the condi-
tions named for the races of 1914, which
were called oft on account of the war.
Thcso conditions. It was found at the
New York Yacht Club yesterday, were
In a general way as follows:

1. Three victories for the same con-
testant shall decide. The first race shall
be to windward or leeward. If the other
course was not practicable and return.
The second race to be over an equi-
lateral triangle. In the event that a
race Is not finished because of adverse
weather conditions It Is to be sailed over
the next scheduled day on the course
originally laid out for IL

2. Each course shall be as near thirty
miles as possible. The starting signal
shall be given at 11 A. M., except In the
event of fog or accident to one of the

i.i.iuuio. rate diiuii m eiuicu
later than six hours before sunset.

3. Three signals shall be given before
the yachts actually get under way. The
first, a preparatory signal. Is to bs
sounded fifteen minutes before the start
ing signal, and the second, a warning,
ten minutes after the preparatory.

4. six hours Is the time limit to be
Allowed, exclusive of time allowance. It
la stipulated that If the leading yacht
does not Anlsh within that period the
race shall be sailed again.

6. Postponements shall be permitted
at the discretion of the Regatta Com-
mittee If, In Its opinion, the weather
rhouid, at the time appointed for the
start of any race, be or threaten to be
of such severe character as not to af.
ford a reasonable opportunity of fairly
testing the speed of the two yachts.
Either contestant reserves the right to
Insist upon the race being started.

6. If either yacht Is disqualified in
any race, that race Is to be awarded
to the other yacht whether the other
completes the course within the time
limit or not.

7. If. through the fault of either
yacht, the other Is destroyed or so in-

jured as to be Incapable of repair, and
the one destroyed or Injured shall have
been tree rrom fault, the match shall
le awarded to her.

S. Representative of each contestant
shall be present at the measurement of
the ether's yacht and salt on the other
yacht during the races.
