SLEEPS AT TRIALS

Members of Bar Disagres on
Refusing to Approve His
Candidacy for Reelection.

MURRAY CALLED TARDY

Woman Is Among Nominces
Indorsed by Committeo on
Minor Courts.

The Bar Assoclation has disspproved
the eandidacies of Justice John F. Hoyer
and Thomas K. Murray, Tammany
candldates for reelection to the Munlo-
ipal Court. This formal action was
taken followlng tha reception of the re-
port of its committee on courts of In-
ferlor jurisdiction on the candidates
who are running for the Municipal Court
on the Republiean, Democratic and So-
c'alist tickets. .

The report states that the committee
was unable to find Information upon
which to bass a proper report In regard
to mome of the candidates, but most of
those on the tickets of the two leading
parties are found to be fitted for the
offices they seok.

One Soclalist s approved, 8. John
Block, counsel for the Rand Bchool, who
Is running In the Becond district, where
the Republioana and Democrats have
fused agninst the Boclalists.

There are ten Justices to ba elected
for the munieipal courts in Manhattan
at the coming election.

Accusen Court of Sleeping.

Ot Justiea John F. Hoyer, who has
sorved for many years am Justice in the
Firnt district, the report states:

“Our Investigation convinces us that
he has neither the legal learning nor the
requimite temperament for such a posi-
tion. We learn that he frequently sleepa
during trials before him—a fact that la
emphasized by many of the lawyers who
have practised before him, and which In
Ltinlf eshould be sufficient to dlsgualiy

m."”

The other Tammany Justice, whose
candidney In  dlsapproved I8 Justice
Thomas E. Murray of the Third district.
Of him the report says:

"Justice Murray waa eclected to the
Distriet Court of the city of New York
many years mgo and has served since
that time as Judge of the Distriet Court
and of the Municipal Court. There has
been much complalnt that he Ia almost
Invariably Iate in openlng court and
usually arrives fn court at least ona
hour late, thus causlng anywhere from
Afty to 200 people to lome one hour of
valuable time in the early part of the
day, and his practice s to adjourn court
before the proper work of the day Is
concluded. 'These facts alone are, In the
opinion of the committes, sufficlent to
lead to a disapprowval.’”

In the Bixth district (he Bar Associa-
tion took no action on any of the can-
Adidates for the one place to be flled
Of Justice Solomon Oppanhelmer, the
Republican ecandiate for reelection, the
report of the committes saym:

“Although he has served honestly and
consclentiousty, he ham not dlsplayed
mach abllity as to warrant his continu-
ing to bea a Justice of the Municipal
Court, and this, together with the con-
dition of his health, prevents ths com-
mittes from Indorsing his candidacy.”

Cemmittee In Not Unanimous.

The Rar Assoointion, howaver, took
no action disapproving the candidacy.
No mention whatever was made of Tim-
othy A. Leary, Justice Oppenheimer's
Democratic opponent. Elmer E. Cooley,
member of the committes, refused to
cancur In the remarks made about Jus-
tice Oppenheimer. Charles M. Cannon,
another memher of the committes, re-
fused to coneur In the criticlama of
Justice Hoyer, who, he sald, had many
excellent polnts to commend him.

The candldacy of Mims Bertha Rem-
baugh, one of the three Republlican can-
didates In the First district, is approved.
The committes finds that she “is well
qualified for the position of Justice of
the Munlclpal Court by esducation, ex-
periénce and training*

The
cost In the operation of the houses has
gone up tremendously, but the real sstate |
peopls mre for the first time obtaining a
return on their property which enables
them to make It o llquid asset.”
