The truth, ms he sees it, is that iIn-
wvaluable months necessary to the

world’'s tranquillity were consumed at |

Versuilles while a coterie of very able
European and Asiatic gentlsmen, who
knew perfectly well what they wanted,
poerfected a scheme to make the
United States of Ameriea the treasure
house and man power reserve of
weakened Europe,

And 12,000 men and women packed
within the walls of New York's most
historlc auditorium rose up to acclaim
the unshaded directness of Senator
Reod's declaration. The old Garden
has shaken to applause stirred by
many men of note, on many patriotic
occasions, but it is doubtful If any man,
except for one or two, has ever
reached down so deeply into the hearts
of an audience. This is true: that the
Fresident, travelling with a Pres-
Ident's prestige, nowhere found in his
whole transcontinental tour an au-
dience so responsiva to nn appeal for
the League of Nations as James A.
Rood found in opposition to the league
in the Garden last night.

Audience Shows Fecling.

There was & concentrated power of
feeling In Renator Reed's nudience last

nlght which compelled thought. Time
after time the Senator (who, by his
ewn private confession, should have

Leetl i bed from the exhaustion of his
lung battle for Americanlsm) had to
appeal to the people to moderate their
enthusipam-—to refrain from those cy-
clunie demonstrations of approval which
Wasle & speader's time and 8o consume
his strength. Thers was nothing hysteri-
eal sbout thess demonatrations. They
came it irrepressible explosionsd as Reed
hit upon first one, then another, of the
thoughts more or lems innrticulutely ex-
isting in the minds of his hearsrs. He
fulminated, simply, the ldeas that com-
mon sense  (or Americanism, £ one
pleases) had cons ructed In many thou-
sands of minds that gave him gttention
last night,

At the
conclusion, If no measure shall be
adopted to correct the arrangement
which gives the empire slx votes to
one for the United States, there will
be introduced an smendment to re-
quire that Great Britaln shall have
soven instead of six representatives—
and that Ireland shall have the sev,
enth.
