City track yesterday afternoon. A. K.
Macomber'a Star Master finished sec-

ond and Mrs. It. I Bresler's Jock Scot
was third. Audacious, the' three-year-o- ld

colt belonging to Morton !. Schwartz,
howed the efTccts of too much racing

"and finished fourth. James Butler's
Spur", the only other contestant, was
last, nearly X sixteenth of a mile behind
the winner.

The track was dull and cushion llko
and wasr-- a big aid to Hannibal, which
has bad legs. Hannibal Is as fast as
any horso In the country and can step a
furlong In 11 seconds' any time. He
was full of running yesterday and when
Jimmy Butwell got him oft on 'his toes
he stepped to the front and went around
the flrEt turn a length and a half ahead
of his field.

When straightened out In the back-stretc- h

Butwell took a snug hold on him
and allowed him to step along at a nice
fcteady paco. Hounding the bend, tho
veteran Jockey gave his charge a little
more rein and Hannibal bounded away
nnd increased his lead to threo lengths.
Coming Into the homestretch. Star Mas-
ter, which had been outrun in the early
stages of the race, challenged. He dis-
played a good burst of speed and quickly
reached second position, but that was the
best he could do. Hannibal had plenty
of speed In reserve and with Butwell
easing him up, passed the Judges three

lengths ahead of Star Master, which was
two lengths in front of Jock Scot.

The Westchester was at one mile and
Hannibal stepped the distance In
1:40

Hannibal, which was carrying 114
pounds, was the favorite at 6 to 5.
