Alexander, president of the National Bank
ui oimiierce oi rsew York, on the gen-
eral subject of how the machinery of
International commerce may bo read-justed. Mr. Alexander suggested In
broad forms ways and means available
for promoting nnd hastening the return
of normal trade conditions. He statednt the outset It was not possible to sup-
ply a cureall; that no single scheme
which did not relate wholly to the or-
derly processes of trade between Europe
nnd America could be provided, and
that world trade Is based upon elemental
principles which have not been rendered
inapplicable by the war.

ltriuilrliiRT Conditions.
"We must remove," he said, "the al

conditions which prevent those
principles from functioning. If any new
machinery Is set up wo must have con-
stantly In ro'.nd that it Is simply a tem-
porary scaffolding, which will be re-
moved when the main structure of trade
has been repaired and put once more
In working order. Normal commerce be-
tween nations means the Interchange of
.tntch commodities and services as are
determined by natural factors to bo
reciprocally profitable and beneficial.
What Is normal to-d- Is largely what
can be done profitably or what
cannot be left undone y without
prejudicing what will be required to-

morrow."
Mr. Alexander observed that In the ten

months preceding tht armistice our ex-
ports exceeded our imports by, about
J2IS.000.000 a month. Since thii armi-
stice the figures have risen. In June
exports reached $918,000,000. exports
J293.000.000; an excess or 5625.000.000.
Our average export balance for the first
eight months of 1919 was around $400,-000,0-

a month, he stated, and this ex-

cess was entirely duo to our trade with
Europe." lWlolrom "KrUbther nlde he
noted striking adverse balances against
European nations. Great Britain alone
having for the first eight months of 1919
an adverse balance of $;,000,000,000.
Since credits granted by the United
States Government to the Governments
of Europe have largely ceased exports
are now going to Europe largely on open
account, breaking exchange rates and
demoralizing foreign exchange markets.

Mr. Alexander said that exchange
rates will continue to fall. In the ab-
sence of special emergency measures, un-

til American exports to Europe are so
checked that Imports will pay for them.
Ho enumerated other heavy financial
problems carried by Europe and affect-
ing exchange, such as the problem of
meeting Interest payments In the United
State and the problem of paying matur-
ing capital obligations.

"The chief abnormal factor," he said,
"Is this alarmingly unbalanced Inter-
change of goods. The balance of trade
I j too favorable to the United States and
too adverse to Europe "for the best In-

terests of both, and the correction of the
exchange situation will find its natmal
and permanent solution only through a
reduction of our exports or an increase
of our Imports until a point of approxi-
mate equilibrium Is reached.

"What are the elements Involved In
our attempt to meet this difficult prob-

lem? First, Federal Reserve officials
have said that Europe's needs should
now be supplied through the private In-

itiative of foreign manufacturers, mer-

chants and bankers dealing with similar
American groups, and not through the
concerted efforts of the Governments
concerned. This contains the definite
suggestion that the tlmo has come to
turn as rapidly as possible to a course of
private enterprise and Initiative, back to
the normal basis of peace. Practical
measures are well advanced In this coun-
try to facilitate and expedite this transi-
tion, but probably no comprehensive plan
will be definitely formulated until the
treaty of peace Is signed.

"The Edge export bill, now before con-
gress,. alms. In essence, to make possible
the organlaztlon, under Federal Incor-
poration, of the Instrumentalities for a
larger volume of International commer-
cial transactions on a credit basis. As
explained by Senator Edge, the Ameri-
can manufacturer or exporter will sell
his goods to European buyers and will
accept collateral satisfactory to an
American corporation organized under
the Edee bill. Against this collateral the
corporation will Issue debentures to be
sold to Investors, and by this process the
American manufacturer or exporter will
be paid. The general outlines thus laid
down seem to represent one form of co-

ordination of existing business facilities
to handle present International commer-
cial needs along lines that will hasten
the return of business ultimately to a
basis that will require no special ma-
chinery. I take It that Is Just what busi-
ness men on both sides of the water are
really after ."

Credit Needed by Europe,
The kind of credit most desired by

Europe, Mr Alexander thought, was a
fundamental credit understanding, a sys-

tem of credit upon which they can
trade upon andv make committments
upon: a permanent. If more Impersonal,
desire of men to tarde with one an-

other upon the basis of mutual profit
and satisfaction; a far more satisfactory
arrangement, he said, than uncommer-
cial and shifting clement of good will
and friendly sentiment. Then Mr. A'ex-nnct-

earnestly touched upon a problem
of the greatest Importance, "the ne-

cessity of the greatest possible number
of people doing a day's work, and of
the greatest possible conservation of the
results of that work."

"Wor.k and save," he said, "represent
In every sen3e a national necessity with
us. Industry and thrift are essential
not only to the happiness but even
to the very existence of the human
race. Never was an economic proposi-
tion more simple and t, We
may as well face the fact that the ma-
jority of our loans to the nations of
Europe are secured nt thei present time
solely by the probability of future

work. Tho people of Europe
can repay those loans only by produc-
ing raw materials 'nnd manufactured
articles, by saving nnd sound policies of
taxation. 'The same policies must nnd
will be .adopted by us. The world sltita.
Hon cannot bo helped one lota by all

The French demand for metals will be
greatly lightened through the acquisition
of the mines of Alsace-Lorrain- e, accord-
ing to tho report of SI. Pesson-Dldlo- n to
the metals section this afternoon.
France, he said, will have 2,000,000 tons
of steel for export within n reasonable
time.

She will need, however, about 100,00fl
tons of ship plates and 90,000 tons of
copper In bars and Ingots and electro-
lytic copper.

The Belgians wre the first to submit
definite requests P the food group to-

day. M. do Groote of the Jelglan mis-
sion stated Uelglum's p'rlnuipaliieed fo
be 100,000 tons of wheat a month.
Much ot this, he said, Belgium was now
buying In the Argentine on account of a
favoring price there. He also com
plained of an apparent discrimination In
freight rates in favor of Great Britain,
hut It was explained to him that the
British -- rerte was practically a Govern-
ment subsidy.

During tthe discussion In the recon-
struction group the Belgian delegation
emphasized the unfavorable condition of
exchange by pointing out that the Ger-
man mark at the present time Is so much
cheaper than the dollar In Belgium that
she can buy her machinery needs at
practically pre-w- prices In German
though she would far prefer to trade
with the Allies.

In the meeting of the shipping rroup
the Italian situation came to a head, re-

vealing Italy to be the most serious
problem to como before the conference.

Italy must have both raw material
and credit before she can ever begin
to pay Interest on what she already
owes. She owes $1,600,000,000 to the
United States, $2,000,000,000 to England
nnd a very small amount to France. She
wants a ten year extension of the time
to pay Interest for between $700,000,000
and $800,000,000 of goods. If this can
be arranged. Commander Gldonl, the
only official delegate present, said Italy's
crisis will have passed within a year

There Is the further doubtful state of
Italian politics due to the Flume trouble
to complicate consideration of her

here, and none of her delegates
y were able to give thoroughly sat-

isfactory assurances.
"Coal, Iron, grain and cotton, above all

cotton," said Commander Gldonl, "are
our needs To secure them we
must stabilize exchange." He explained
that as soon as the coming election has
been decided the Italian Government
plans an Internal loan to reduce the pa-
per currency, which bankers have criti-
cised as excessive. He also promised a
rigorous tax on profiteering.

DemurraKe CharKe Settled.
During the discussion a point which

has bothered American shippers was
cleared up with the assurance that
demurrage charges could be made a Hen
or. cargoes In Italian ports.

Sir James Hope Simpson stated the
British position in broad and hopeful
terms at. the meeting of tho finance
group this afternoon. Not only Is Eng-

land able to finance herself and her
nelRhbors, he said, but the British labor
situation has passed the crisis and Eng-

land's exports are on a rapid rise. They
were unofficially reported to have
reached already nearly 70 per cent, of
her Imports.

"The vast majority of Britishers never
enter Into any contract unless they see
tl elr way clear to pay," Sir James said.
"We have not come to ask help of any
organization. We ask only that no ob-

struction be placed in the way of ordi-
nary normal business transactions."

As a result of war the national debt
grew from $3,500,000,000 to $35,000,000,-000- .

The country owes $7,000,000,000
abrcad, whereas It owed nothing abroad
before the war Foreign Powers and
colonies one England $8,500,000,000, and
although they are not counting on ex-

pected Indemnities, If such Indemnities

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materialize they will further reduce the
debt.

"No Government will Btand In Eng-
land which would contemplate for a mo-
ment any weakening In regard to the
payment of our debts," Sir James said.
"England determines to pay her debts.
She has always paid her debts and she
always will."

Charles It. Mitchell of the Armour
Fertilizer Works and chairman of the
conference's chemical committee.

BOSTON DEMOBILIZES
SOLDIER POLICEMEN

Work of Recruiting New
Force Reported Progressing.

Boston-- , Oct. 20. The force of State
guard,smen which has maintained order
in this city since the police strike began
six weeks ago Is to be reduced from
5,000 to 3,000 within a day or two.

Military headquarters announced to-
night that the Motor Corps. First Troop
of Cavalry and Ambulance Company No.
2 would be kept Intact, and that the
Infantry forces would be reduced to one
provisional brigade of two provisional
regiments. The regiments will number
about 1,400 men each. Their comple-
ments will be drawn respectively from
each of the two brigades now on duly,
without entirely relieving any of thi
component units. The reorganization
and relief probably will be completed by
the end of tho week.

Efforts to recruit a new set of men to
replace the 1,100 striking patrolmen
continue, but the extent of the reor-
ganization of the department to date hasnot been officially announced.

"KING OF FORGERS"
SEEKS POORHOUSE

Alonzo J. Whiteman, Once
Millionaire, Now a Pauper.
Dansville, N. Y Oct. 20. Alonzo

J. Whiteman applied y to the Com-
missioner of Charities of Dansville for
commitment to the county poorhouse.
He balked the police of many cities dur-
ing the years In which he made a busi-
ness -- forgery and swindling, - but "If
his application Is granted he probably
will end his days In what Is virtually
confinement not far from the house In
which he was born to wealth sixty-on- e

jears ago.
Whiteman haa declined In health for

years. Short terms In the Atlanta and
Sing Sing prisons broke his spirit. He
was arrested forty-see- n tltnea and con-
victed but twice. He was known as the
king of forgers. He had been a mem-
ber of the Minnesota Senate and failed
to be Mayor of Deluth and a Hepre-sentatlv- t-

In Congress by nanow mar-
gins. He was graduated from Hamil-
ton College. He Inherited more than a
million dollars from his father, a mer-
chant of Danville, who had lurge Minne-
sota lumber Interests.

Whiteman lost his money on the Uhl-cag- o

Board of Trade and In Wall Street.
He was caught with heavy wheat hold-
ings when Joe Leltcr's market collapsed.
He was definitely broke for tke first
time in his life in 1897.

Whiteman then went to New York
city. Ho was of string appearance
with an attractive personality. He could
talk well on many subjects and had the
technique of banking at his tongue's
tip. In New York he began to assoclato
with crooks, and it wan not long before
he became known to the police ot
America nnd Europe as the most skilful
of all dealers In bad paper. He proved
Just as skilful In handling charges
against him, and except for two Im-
prisonments ho managed to keep out of
Jail.

Washington, Oct. 20. ltadlcal and

other undesirable aliens of many nation-
alities aro slipping across th"? Mexican
border In grout numbers becauso of con-

siderable reductions recently made In
the border Immigration patrols, An-

thony Camlncttl, Director of General
Immigration, declated before the Houso
Immigration nnd Naturalization Com-

mittee Mr. Camlncttl claimed
that these patrols had to bo reduced be
causo of a lack of appropriations to con-

tinue this work, kept up during the war
by allotments from the President's na
tional defence fund.

lleprescntatUo Hudspeth (Texas),
who has Introduced a bill appropriating
$000,000 to resume an effectivo patrol,
claimed that theso undesirables arc com-
ing across the border without detection
to tho number of 3,000 to 5,000 a month,

Mr. Camlnettl told tho committee that
word s being circulated among the un-
desirables of Europe and tho Far East
that Mexico furnishes an easy Inlet Into
the United States'.

"Our Information," he said, "Is that
many aliens who have been refused ad-
mission into the United States at the
regular porta of the country have gone
back to their native countries, booked
passage for Mexican ports and have
effected their way Into this country."

Mr. Hudspeth said he had Information
thijt the persons who have been slipping
Into this country consists of some of the
worst criminals and outcasts of Europe,
Japan and China.

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' MEXICO TO PROTECT
SMALL OIL HOLDERS

Ccn. Calles Declares War on
Monopoly Seekers.

Mexico Citt, Oct. 20. Small Inde-
pendent oil producers of Mexico are to
be protected against large companies
"which have no right to nsk undeserved
concessions," according to Oen. PJutarco
Ellas Calles, In an interview printed in
El Democrats This was his
first statement since ho nssumed tho of-
fice of Secretary of Industry and Com-
merce, which has charge of matters con-
cerning petroleum.
