Tho
miners formally accepted that proposition. Tho operators' interpretation
held that It IdtoIvlhI arbltmtlon. Wc accepted tho suggestion to go into
conference immediately for negotiation. Tho operators bolted tho meeting
without consulting Secretary Wilson. They took French leave. v

"Wo. have made every honest effort to avert the Industrial catnstropho
that will txt imposed upon the people by tho coal strike. We rcltcrato tho
responsibility for this action is not ours. Wc disclaim responsibility and

" are perfectly willing to negotiate.
"The strike order stands. The strike will occur November 1."

Secretary Wilson's Statement.
After' the coaforence had ended

Secretary Wilson, who had striven for
days-- to-- ' avert tha strike; mado this
statement :

"The operators agreed to accept tho
proposal of tlio President In its en-

tirety and to proceed to negotiation,
and In event of failure to submit to
arbitration; the" mines to be continued
lit operation; pending tho adjustment
made. 1

"The miners Interpreted the letter
of-th-e President to mean two separate
prepositions'. The men were willing
to accept the first, that 19 to proceed
to iicgdtlrtte.

"Tho operators said that having
expressed" their willingness to accept
the President's proposition In Its en-

tirety athey held themselves ready to
proceed with negotiations and arbitra-
tion whenever called upon by the Sec-

Neither Mr. Gompers nor President Eliot
can becloud the Issue by assuming that
they correctly stated the vote of tho

group on the Gompers resolu-
tion ,and neither told tho truth. Tho
Gompers resolution was defeated under
the rule of the conference on group vot-
ing. Group voting Was tho Unanimous
recommendation of the rules committee
at a time 'when no opportunity had been
afforded for each group to size up tha
other's mental proccasos' and opinions.
President Eliot was not In favor of
group voting, but Mr. Gompers and tha
labor group voted for it unanimously.

'The employers' group did not defeat
tha Gompers resolution by a majority
of one The employers' group consisted
of seventeen members three farmers.two
bankers, two railroad executives and tsn
business men. When tha vote on the
Gompers resolution was taken the two
members named by the Investment Bank-
ers Association and one representative
from the buslnera men wero absent from
Washington., Fourteen votes were cast.
Ten votes were cast against the resolu-
tion, four In favor of IL

"What Mr. Gompers had In rv'nd to
accomplish by a' misstatement of the
facts and without any effort to ascer-
tain the truth the public may Judge" .

Thomas T. Brewster, enairman of the
coal operators' scale committee. late ht

Issued the following statement :

'The operators accepted President
XVllson's proposal to resume negotiations
for s wuge scale and to submit to arbi-
tration any points which could not be
fcgrred to, the mines to bo kept at work
during negotiations. This the miners re-

fused, thereby breaking off the negotia-
tion and making the strike Inevitable.

'The refusal of the miners to accent
or consider any of the propositions sub-
mitted, Including the final proposition
from President Wilson to submit nil
matters to arbitration, demonstrates
their determination that the coal suppl
of the United States will be cut oft
unless their demands aro granted In
full. Mr. Lewis is running true to hlJ
statement that the Qovernrneht can't

;Atop the strike,"
The Mine Workers' Position.

The united Mine Workers of Amer-
ica, In a ntatement asserted
that the operators "walked out of the
conference." and "did exactly what they
set out deliberately to do In the first
place forced the bituminous miners of
the United States to strike."

The operators, It was charged, did not
want or Intend to negotiate a new wage
agreement, and that they had declined
to do ao in conference with Secretary
Wilson.

''We charge that full responsibility for
whatever may be the result or the con-
sequences must rest On the operators,"
tho rtatement said, "because of their
stubborn determination that no new
agreement should be reached,"

Discussing the President's offer the
statement said :

"Knowing that the operators wore
dud ast against the making of a new
agreement, we knew that If both sides
accepted the two propositions made by
President Wilson one for negotiation
and the other for arbitration the op-

erators would prevent a contract by ne-

gotiation and then throw the entire mat-
ter Into arbitration. Such arbitration
would bo a long drawn out proceeding,
deliberately made so by operators, and
during all ot tha long weeks and mouths
which would ba consumed by the arbi-
tration the miners would be compelled to
continue to work at the present wholly
Inadequate wages and under tha present
unbearable working conditions.

"It was entirely possible for the
miners and the operators to negotiate a
new agreement before the first day of
November If the operators had beeri will-
ing to meet the miners In a fair, honest
effort to do so.

"But we find that the only remedy
left to us Is a suspension of work to
obtain better condition and waares. W
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did not want a strike. No ona under-
stands hotter what a strike means than
do tho coal miners, who have been
through strikes in the pat. But wheri
conditions becomo unbearable, as they
have In this case, the coa miners must
do what tho great American pcoplo did
when Germany became arrogant and op
pressive. They must assert their man
hood. Wo have no Tear as to tho out-
come. Nor do wa have any fear but
that the "American publla wilt see th
justice of our position and our action."

Miners Vlqlate Contracts.
The manner In which the coal miners'

union has broken Its contract with tho
operators In the Kentucky fields was re-

lated before the Frellnghuysen
which has been Investigating tha

coal Industry when a delegation ot tha
operators met with the Senators prior to
seeing John Lewis, president of tile
United Mlno Workers ot America, tn an
effort to havo tha union fulfil the terras
ot Its agreement.

Tho Kentucky field employs less than
1 per cent foreign labor, the committee
was told, and tha sentiment throughout
the district has nlways been against
unionizing the workers. In order tg pre-
vent trouble and strikes, however, wlien
agitators sought to disturb tho work-
men and to equalize conditions tn Ken-
tucky with those In the fields to the
north of the Ohio tha operators finally
agreed with the union leaders to permit
organization under a specina contract
that they wero to be protected against
etrlken. This was agreed to on Septem-
ber t by both tho local and the national
ofllccrs of tho miners' unions. It was
said, but w'thln thirty aays after tho
agreement tho operators found them-
selves confronted with a walkout.

It was developed In the course of tha
informal hearings this afternoon that a
large' proportion of the mine workers
opposed unionizing. Conditions In tho
field were reported as exceptionally good,
with tho, pay running from 18,000 to
(s.OOO a year. Housing facilities are ot
tho modern type, with tha majority of
tha men owning their homes and many
of the workers going to and from the
mines In automobiles.

In reply to questions from tho Sen-
ators as to what effect tha granting of
the miners' demands would have In tha
field the operators stated that It was In.
conceivable that such demands had been
met Greatly Increased costs would re-

sult and production would be cut It
was stated that the Kentucky fields
have recently suffered a reduction In
output because ot no market largely
due to the car shortage, but that In the
last few weeks tho supply of cars has
been better. The coal from this field Is
drawn upon heavily by the Railroad Ad.
ministration and the closing of the
mines by the unions. In violation of the
contracts made In September, will para-
lyze several of the railways In tha Mid-
dle West

their own countries because living con
dltlons aro belter In the United States."

Paul aiaser. described by Lieut Van
Buren as a Russian and legal ndvlser of
tho strikers, told the Lieutenant that he
"certainly was a Bolshevist" and de-

manded :
"What are you going to do about It?

Tho I. W. W. nre certain to get cohtrol
of tho American Federation ot Labor,
though some of the federation's leaders
aro tending toward conservative views,

Reading from some of the Bolshevik
literature based on the Moscow docu-
ments.

"All tho radicals of the country are
centring on the propaganda of Lenine
and Trotzky," tho wltnees continued. "1
call to your attention the fact that It
was printed In Chicago by the Arbelter

cltung Publishing Company, which Is
signflcalnt"

"Is this stuff going through the
malls?" Chairman Kenyon inquired.

"Oh, yea," Van Buren said.
"Well, tt'd better be stopped if our

Goverment isn't to become impotent"
remarked Chairman Kenyon.

"It has been charged that thla ma-
terial was neat Into Gdry to create
prejudice against tho strikers," said
Chairman Kenyon.

i "In the Sixon Vereln. the Gary local cf
tho Oerman-Amerlca- n Citizens League,
wo found an enormous German flag on
October 14. Two small American Bags
on each side of It looked ridiculous In
comparison with tha German flag. When
tha aerrnan flag wa torn down the ser-
geant In charge of the squad was asked
sarcastically t 'Why don't you take the
American flags down too?

'Tho Sergeant replied: If you don't
close your trap I'll run this bayonet
through you.'

"This league would support any kind
of agitation," Van Buren
sild, when committee members asked
how ho connected it with striker. "They
had this typical 'red' literature, too.
printed in German."

A dramatic situation In the hearing
developed when Lieut Van Buren said:

"Oscar E. Anderson heads the list of
members of tho Hungarian Socialist
organ In Gary.

Turning around In his chair, Lieut.
