AT PARK THEATRE

Society of American Singers
Gives Most Creditable

Performance.

"Tho Geisha," a musical comedy In
two acts, by the English composer, Sid-
ney Jones, book by Owen Hall, and Percy
Grecnbank, was reviewed by tho So-

ciety of American Singers nt the Tark
Theatre last evening. The work was
piescnted at one of the Broadway houses
Bomo years ago and at the time enjoyed
popularity. The score Is light but viva-clo-

n character.
The performance last night of the

piece seemed to promise for it a re-

vival of public Interest The singers
entered with zest Into the presentation'
of their parts, tho orchestra, under John
MrGhle, played commendably, the stage
direction was In the hands of Charles
Jones, and tho scenery was effective.
When the curtain went up on the scene
of the first of the two acts, the Tea
House of Ten Thousand Joys," tho ap-
plause was appropriately prolonged.

A decided element of novelty was pro-
vided In tho appearance In the title rolo
of a little Chinese soprano, who made
her operatic debut hero and who Is said
to be the first Chinese girl to appear as
prima donna In an American opera com
pany.

TOO MUCH CRITICISM
OF ARMY CROWDER

Public Misled as to Real
Issues, He Says.

Washington, Oct. 24. Appearing be-fo- ro

the Senate Military Committee to-

day to answer' charges nnd criticisms
made by Samuel T. Anscll, former act-

ing Judge Advocate General, and Sena-
tor Chamberlain, Democrat, Oregon,
Major-Ge- Enoch H. Crowdcr, Judge
Advocate General of the army, declared
that there had been a "torrential flow
of accusations lmpbgnlng the motives of
men until the real Issue has been ob-

scured."
Gen. Crowder said he recognized the

necessity for a revision of the present
military Justice code and announced that
he would recommend certain amend-
ments later.

Conceding that some excessive sen-
tences had been Imposed by military
courts, the General said these sentences
had been emphasized by critics of the
system, so that the public has been mis-
led. Practically all offenders, he said,
have received indeterminate sentences
and were sent to disciplinary barracks.

Gen. Crowder told of the reforms ac-
complished by the Government In the
Federal military prisons In 1912 and said
that the whole plan of prison reform
was recommended by the War Depart-
ment to Congress before Mr. Ansell re-

ported for duty In Washington October
12. 1912.

From 1914 to 1919 Inclusive, he said,
2.902 men from the disciplinary barracks
reenllsted. Between April 0, 1917, and
August 31, 1919, he said, the average
sentence actually served by 2,448 men
restored to the colors was .491 per cent
of a year against an average sentence
of 6.73 years.

Gen. Crowder Justified heavy 'sen-
tences In cases of absence without leave
as 'necessary to maintain discipline.
There were 14,098 cases of absence at
Hoboken In 1918, he said, and It was
to stop this practice that heavy sen-

tences were Imposed.

BISHOP GAILOR NEW

EPISCOPAL LEADER.

Tenncssccan Chosen Chairman
of Executive Committco

nt Detroit.

DtrrnoiT, Oct 24. Adjourning to meet
In Portland. Ore., in 1922. tho Triennial
Genera Convention of tho Protestant
Episcopal Church In America ended to-

day tho most momentous session of Its
history.

Tho convention Just closed made
church history, leading men of the Epis-
copal Church assert and adopted legis-
lation destined to place the communion
on a broadened plane in the eyes of the
entire Christian world. In this connec-
tion they cite tho following four gen-
eral points:

First The nlmoat complete reorgani-
zation of the church through the cre-
ation of an executive council and the
granting of Increased powers to pro-
vincial synods.

Second The broadening of the church's
outlook on social matters, Industrial
questions and International affairs.

Third The general approval of tho
movement toward church unity by
amending the constitution to make pos-
sible the proposed concordat with the
Congregational Church, whereby minis-
ters of that church may be ordained In
tho Episcopal faith, these amendments
alro making possible similar agreements
with other denominations.'

Fourth The broadening of the wor-
ship of the church In revision of the
Book of Common Prayer and its enrich-
ment.

Overlooked In the press of final busi-
ness the proposal of the Board of Mis-
sions that It be authorized to cooperate
In the Interchurch world movement
failed to secure action, although almost
unanimous approval of the movement
was voiced by the delegates. The church
has a commission working on plans for
the proposed conference of angllcan
churchts to bo held at The Hague, the
general purpose or which Is to further
the unification of missionary efforts.

Greatest interest of church people and
convention delegates y was shown
in the selection by the House of Bish-
ops ot Bishop Thomas F. Gallor of
Tennessee as chairman of the new exe-
cutive jcouncll, which will handle the
business of the church after January 1
next Bishop. Gallor will hold office un-
til the next contention. He becomes by
virtue of the office executive head of the
church. Bishop Daniel H. Tuttle of Mis-
souri remaining Its ecclestlcal head as
Presiding Bishop, although eventually
tho two offices will combine.

The convention to-d- appointed a
commission to Inquire Into the ministry
of healing and report at the 1922 meet-
ing.

The House ot Bishops referred to the
council an investigation of work among
negroes and a suggestion that a confer-
ence of racial representatives be held
In each large city to consider greater
social Justice.

A resolution asking "discriminating
exectulve clemency" for "political pris-
oners," Including conscientious objec-
tors, was almost unanimously voted
down by the House of Deputies. It was
characterized by Gen. Charles M. Cle-
ment ot Harrlsburg, Pa., as "an Insult
to every man who wore the uniform."
