If the ricsldent lifts the ban tho Vol-

stead enforcement law becomes Inopera-
tive because there would be nothing to
enforce. The country would revert to
the wet state preceding entrance of tho
United States Into the war, and the
booie would surely flow copiously until
January 16. 1920, when tho Federal
amendment drying up the whole coun-
try becomes effective. However, there
Is not one restaurant keeper or saloon
man In ten who honestly believes re''
lltf can be expected now from Washi-
ngton. They have surmised that the
rresldent will let matters take their
course, possibly permitting the Volstead
bill to become law without his signa-
ture, which would be at midnight on
Monday. So they aje preparing to pad-
lock their doorB for good, and all .before
the passing of another forty-eig- ht hours.

Will Obey Lair to the Letter.
The Socliiy of Restaurateurs, the

Lager Beer Board of Trade, the Retail
Liquor Dealers Association and other
organizations of the traffic have stated
unequivocally that they ' will obey tho
Volstead act to the letter, which means
that none of them may-- sell drinks con-
taining more than one-ha- lf of one per
cent of alcohol. This means too that
there will be a general closing of bars
next Monday night a little before mid-
night, and this may prove to be one
of the most extraordinary occasions the
city ever knew. Few saloonkeepers
could be found yesterday to say they
could keep their places open and make
a living on the one-ha- lf per cent, stuff.

Daniel Porter, Internal Revenue
A:ent, reemphaolzed yesterday his In-

tension to enforce the new law right
doivn to the ground. lie will be ready
at midnight to arrest and
prerent evidence against any person who
sells a drop of stuff stronger than half
per cent. Mr. Forter seems perfectly
confident that he will bo able to close
the town and keep It closed even with
the limited number of Investigators at
his disposal.

Hrewrr Hope for the Future.
President It. J. Schaefer of the New

Tork State Brewers 'Association ex-
pressed the decision of 150 brewers when
he said:

We await
with confidence, however, the ultimate
decision of the proper tribunals. I be-

lieve we have reached the peak of our
doubts and difficulties. The end of anx-
iety and uncertainty Is In sight. Either
our business will emerge from the pres-
ent anomalous condition to take Its for-
mer position as one of the leading and
Important Industries of tho country, or
It will be wrecked and In ruin as testi-
mony to the havoc wrought by the mad-
ness of prohibition."

keepers and restaurant keepers who
have been paying recently ns high as
521 a gallon. While carelessness on the
Part of Government officials might have
been responsible for this sleight of hand
performance.

llobokcn Citizens Get War-

rants Alleging Fraud in
Spending City's Cash.

FOUR MORE DEFENDANTS

Griffin's Associates on Com-

mission Also Summoned to
Plead

Tho cost of the reception with which
Hoboken greeted President Wilson on
his return from Europe Is an Item of
the charges on which warrants of arrest
were Issued yesterday for Mayor Patrick
R. Qrlffln and four other cl(y commis-
sioners. The nrches, the bands and the
banners wtr part of trio 121,000 which
the commission Is alleged by. a commit-
tee of citizens to have spent without
authority.

The warrants were signed by, Judge
Dougherty at Jersey City. They specifi-
cally charge conspiracy to defraud the
city of Hoboken and diversion of public
funds. Tho warrants were made return-
able before Judge Dougherty
and the defendants ordered to appear In
court

The charges are said to be an outcome
of on Investigation by a committee of
citizens who were displeased by events
before the election In May in wnicn tne
present commissioners wero reelected.
The warrants were signed on tne applica-
tion of Rudolph Schroeder, a lawyer,
who Is said to have been acting for Jo-

seph McBrlde, McBride. In turn, Is de.
scribed aa the agent of the citizens com.
mlttee. ,

Among .the charges la ono that 350

SLAYER SINGS AS
JURY SEALS FATE

Schilling Condemed in New-
ark to Electric Chair.

While the Jury which heard the trial
in rC urk of Philip F. Schilling on a
ch- - u of murder was deliberating on a
Vi ilict yesterday afternoon the members
heard sounds of singing which penetrated
the doors of the Jury room. Although
they did not know It then. It was Schill-
ing who was doing the singing.

The Jury found him guilty of murder
In the first degree for the shooting of Po-

lice Lieut. Patrick J. Ryan in Newark on
July 16. Schilling will go to the electric
chair," for tho Jurors did not recommend
that he be'glven life Imprisonment The
New Jersey law permits a Jury to make
such a recommendation In a capital case,
and. tho court Is bound by It

While tho Jury was deliberating. Schill-
ing chatted with his guards for about an
hour. Then ho became restive and
started singing. At the top of his voice
he rendered several popular airs, repeat-
ing more often than any others "Blow-
ing Bubbles" and "Everything Is Peaches
Down In Georgia," And when he was
not singing he entertained himself and
the guards by dancing about In his de-
tention room, snapping his fingers and
Jazzing. He kept up tho performance
until the,guard led him to the court room
to hear his fate.

The police official fwid he was called
In by Mrs. Connors, who, before him,
demanded that her husband stop as-
sociating with a resident of Tenafly and
requested him "to cither give up this
interest or leave tho house." Mr. Con-
nors refused to accede to his wife's de-

mands and she ordered MoLaughlln and
several policemen who went with him
to put the chauffeur-husban- d out of the
phioe.
