HIGH PRICE FOR SHAKESPEARE

Volume Sold by Philadelphia Firm
(or $100,000.

Philadelphia claims the honor of fixing
a new price upon Shakespeare and In
fact of setting a world's record. The
Rosenbach Company, whloh recently pur-
chased the entire Shakespearian library
of Ma'rsden J. Perry for a good round
sum, now announces that it has sold one
of the volumes to a New York collector
for $100,000. No such price for a Shake-
speare has been paid before.

Tho volume In question Is the only
known copy of the first collected edition
of Shakespeare's works published In
London by Thomas Pavljr, In 1619, nnd
printed by William JTTggard, who also
printed the famous folio edition of 1623.
It contains nine of tho plays and- - was
once owned by Edward Gwynn, the Ellz.
abcthan collector.

Herts Quits.

WEEK'S LOSSES ABE 5,000

Thousands Sign Protests Say-

ing That Nothing. German
Is Wanted at This Time.

No one stormed tho doors of tho Lex-

ington Theatre last night or attempted
from thb Insldo to upset tho performance
of "Die Fledermaua" by tho Star Opera
Company. For half an hour beforo tho
performance began there was almost no
one in the streets except tho large, bulky
forms of 200 patrolmen and twenty
mounted officers. They paraded a de-

serted riot ground. The audience wns
1,200 persons, which Is nbout the best
houso the German singers can draw.

Harry B. Herts resigned as business
manager of the Star Opera Company
last night and In an appeal to tho audi-
ence for subscriptions after the close
of tho performance George Schocppler,
the treasurer, said that the company
had lost (5,000 during 'tho week.

Mr. Herts's resignation was contained
In a letter he sent the board of directors
In which it Is disclosed that last Tues-
day night he advised them of his belief
that it was "rather useless to present
our attractions .In the face of public
opinion.

"While I have brought down a lot of
unjuflt criticism upon myself through tho
continuance during the week of these
productions, upheld by the temporary In-

junction," he wrote, "I am quite sure
that you all know how I have felt since
tho opinion wns handed down by Mayor
Hylan last Monday.

"I consider that I have more than
performed my duty to you and the Star
Opera Company In going through the
week which has just passed. As you
know I personally have not been in sym-
pathy with opposing the city officials,
the American Legion or the American
preds, but I could not, until this time,
see my way clear to resign. However, I
am quite sure that you will realize that
in Justice to myself and to my future
that this Is the course for me to take."

Briefs of opposing counsel on the ap-
plication and arguments
with the injunction proceedings insti-
tuted by the Star Opera Company to
restrain Mayor Hylan and tho city au-

thorities from Interfering with tho pro-

ductions were submitted to Justice
Glegerlch of the Supremo Court dur
ing tho afternoon. The Justice said he
was ruthed jwlth other work, including
a number of election disputes, and would
not be ablo to return an Immediate de
cision.

The ruling may be made
and signed. The temporary injunction
granted by Justice flljur early In the
week Is still In force, and under It the
performances may continue Indefinitely
pending the decision of justice Ulegericn.
The briefs submitted were voluminous.

During the Roosevelt Memorial Week
exercises on the steps or the I'UDilc li
brary yesterday MIbs Louise Strccter
Warren, who has been engaged In war
welfare work here, circulated petitions
In opposition to the season of German
opera at the Lexington Theatre, which
"were signed by army officers. Catholic
and Protestant clergymen,
men and even by scores of persons of
German extraction. They were headed:
We do not want German opera or any

thing German, at this time."

ONLY ONE FLIER HOPS
OFF IN BAD WEATHER

Lieut. Bagby Makes Short
Trip in Nebraska.

Engino troubla and adverse weather
held up all but one of the seven filers
completing the transcontinental air race
yesterday. Lieut. R. IC Bagby, flying
east, was the only one of the seven to
land nearer his goal at the end of the
day. He hopped from Sidney, Neb., to
North riatte. Neb., battling through
strong winds and rain, and was glad to
drop to earth after the short Jump. He
1b 1,491 miles from his Journey's end.

The six who have been plugging along
at the tag end of the race became seven
when It was learned that Lieut. W, C.
B. Brown, who had crashed at Sacra-
mento, Cal., .had been fitted out with a
new plane and will travel east when the
weather permits.

Lieut. H.- - W, Sheridan, who has been
tied up two days at Chicago because of
engine disability, announced himself In
readiness to continue, believing he could
cut a considerable distance off the 810
miles to Mineola In one Jump. He did
not get tho opportunity because of the
weather, but ho probably will start to-

The other (Iters- - were strung
out over the western half of the conti-
nent. Capt. F, Stelnle has covered only
356 miles from San Francisco, the termi-
nal, since Wednesday.

TWO SHIPWRECKED
CREWS REACH PORT

Saved Just in Time as They
Abandoned Their Schooners.

The crews of two Newfoundland fish
ing schooners, which were overtaken by
last week's lc gale, arrived
here yesterday aboard the' British steam-
ship Toronto, which picked them up In
mldocean when the men were about to
resign themselves to their fato.

Tha wrecked schooners, the Gen. Knox
and the Alice M. Moulton, were on their
way from Marystown, N, F., to Oporto
with a cargo of codfish. The vessels
were In sight of each other during the
entire trip, but the storm which broke on
October 14 played havoc with both, so
tha tall hands were kept at the pumps
and there was no opportunity for either
to aid the other. The Toronto sighted
the Gen. Knox nt daybreak on October

and nfter two hours hard work In a
heavy sea took off Captv Thomas Hick
man and his crew of five men after they
had spent two day and two nights at
the pumps. Philip Fltzpatrlck, the cook.
had been washed overboard the day be
fore.

Capt. Charles Dicks and the five mem
bers of the crew of tho Alice M. Moulton
were rescued four hours later. The
Moulton's pumps broke down during the
storm and the schooner lost her rudder,
so that the vessel was In a sinking con
dition when abandoned.

The survivors were sent to the Sen- -
men's Instltutepn South street after an
examination by customs and Immlgra
tlon officials. They will remain there
until they get other berths.

'FLYING CONDUCTOR'

TELLS OF HIS OPERA

"Hope Operatic Version
Uucbird Will

Says M. Wolff. .

AVIATOR DUMNG WAR

Calls Maeterlinck "Delightful
Fellow" Who Is Fond of

Boxing.

"Tho Flying Conductor" Is the sobri
quet awarded to Albert Wolff, tho new
French conductor of tho Metropolitan
Opera Company and the composer of
the operatlo version of Maeterlinck's
fantastic play. "L'OTBeau Bleu" "Tho
Bluo Bird," which will have Its first
performance anywhere nt tho Metro-
politan during Christmas week.

Mr. Wolff, who has Just arrived from
France, retired from tho great war ns
a lieutenant-aviato- r. He was aatgned
to the air forces of the French' army
after he had served valiantly as a pri
vate until June, 1915, at the Marne,
Esparges, La Tranchee do Colonne,
receiving several citations for bfavery
and the Croix de uuerrc. As a flying
man lie spent 1,800 hours in the air.

Physically Wolff Is of medium height,
solidly built, with short pointed brown
beard, twinkling blue eyes that look
you squarely In tho face nnd a .firm
grip of the hand that Indicates sin
cerity and firmness of character.

"No," said he smilingly when the sub
ject was brought up yesterday, "I have
not had the samo experience with
Maurice Maeterlinck that Debussy had.
Maeterlinck nnd I have been the best
of friends for ten years. It Is his In-

tention to visit America this winter, nnd
I hopd he will be present at the premiere
of our opera."

Meeting With Maeterlinck.
"Maeterlinck never saw Debussy's

version of his "Pelleas and MellsandV?"
"Never, icplled Wolff: "two things

put him against Debussy ; first ot all
the. composer would not consent to
let Georgette Leblanc play Meltsandc
and second, when he saw that Debussy
had made some cuts and changes In the
text of the drama, lie' becamo cvci
more annoyed.

WORLD NOW, FACES
SHORTAGE IN GEMS

Demands Cannot Bj Met by
Reduced Output.

Special Correipondence. to Inr. Hex.
London, Oct. 25. The Jewelry trade

Is expecting n dearth of precious stones.
That Is attributable to two main causes.
The-- output fell during tho war nnd a
new demand has been created by the
redistribution of money brought nbout
by war. The great nouvcaux rich class
must be catered to. With regard to
diamonds the Do Beers Interests and a
London syndicate of some half dozen
firms, control what representu from 93

to 98 per cent, of tho world's output.
A few diamonds come from Brazil,

British Guiana, India, Borneo nnd tho
Congo, but not enough to nffect the
market.

The output from South African mines
has not been up to tho pre-w- level In
recent years. Distribution has proceeded
on the rationing principle, varied by the
syndicate according to circumstances.
Thus Antwem has been allotted n good
share to assist In the rehabilitation ot
the Belgian diamond cutting Industry.
There are nlso developing markets in
India and Japan, to which considera
tion haa to be given.

It Is efltlmated, however, that America
still absorbs her pre-w- ar proportion of
diamonds, which was three-fourt- ot
the total output. There Is always a
superabundance of money for those
costly luxuries In tho United States.
Many more high grade stones could bo
sold there If only they could bo obtained,
notwithstanding that prices are now
something like three times those of 1914
for certain qualities.

(No manufacturer whoso buslneos Is
ordinarily dependent on diamonds can
keep his' factory going on tho supplies
now available and their energies are be-

ing diverted as far as may be Into other
channels.

A certain number of old diamonds cut
by past generations of crnftsmep are
being put on the market to relieve the
shortage. They are not greatly Fought
after by the trade, however, because the
progress of art and the changes of fash-to- n

put so many of them hopelessly out
of date. They are generally "square and
lumpy," whereas the present day style
alms at a perfectly rounded effect. Old
stones do not pay to recut for general
commerce on nccount of the wastage
and the high rates to which this class of
labor has advanced.
